stock farming in the Fairfield 
community, this county.

Attain has the Roosevelt county hog thrown its lass 
rope on the hig money and come romping home with a 
bundle of kale large enough to swamp a Mississippi river 
steam boat. He went to the Fort Worth stock yards and 
made former records look as little as a Clovis bootlegger in a 
prohibition rally. Here is a well authenticated story from 
Redland. Last February, Carl Turner and his brother-in- 
law, Mr. Cox, bought a car of shoats that averaged nine­
ty-nine pounds each. Two weeks ago they shipped part 
of them to Fort Worth, where they topped the market, 
bringing $9.45 per hundred pounds. A fter deducting 
the first cost of the shoats and the feed consumed, they 
had left $475.00 and seventy-eight hogs. From February 
first to April 8 is two months and eight days, the time 
these shoats were fed. At the time of purchase they 
weighed ninety-nine pounds, at the time of sale, they 
weighed two hundred and eight pounds at Fort Worth; a 
gain in weight of one hundred and nine pounds in two 
months and eight days. With such, or similar results, oc­
curring almost weekly, it would appear that every farmer 
in the county would he getting some hogs.

At the same time the above car was shipped, J. R. 
I ’riddy and Joe Moody shipped two cars of mixed hogs 
that brought within two or three cents of the top figures 
and the first below those above Mr. Priddv realized that 
this shipment was not up to nis usual standard, hut he 
wanted to cull his hunch, and so shipped out these mixed 
cars of all sized hogs, He had no thought of occupying a 
place hut one rung removed from the top of the ladder, 
and is, of course, well pleased with his returns.

W. F. Fa;*£ard also shipped a car that he had bought 
up from varir^jf^Tners. Of course this car was com­
posed of hc-.$$ oLtfdl sizes, yet they attained a position 
hut two places removed from the top, and the difference 
in price was only nominal.

Thus it may well be said that Roosevelt county hogs 
topped the Fort Worth market three times in one day. Is 
not that a stunt well calculated to stampede the angora 
of hog raisers of other sections? Is not that a practical 
demonstration of making the foreigner pay the tax? All 
this is real good Texas money, legal tender anywhere, that 
has come into our community as velvet, to help build up 
our institutions, a transfusion of new blood into the ar­
teries of commerce. Every industry in the county will be 
benefited more or less by reason of this new money com­
ing into the community. Another consideration is that it 
is the easiest money made on the farm. The amount of 
actual labor expended is much less for the profit returned 
than any other farm pursuit. The element of risk here is 
less and the return is more rapid. In the case of the Carl 
Turner shipment, there was no alfalfa pasture to run on, 
the hogs not being in the irrigated district. They were 
fed crushed maize and kafir. The other shipments were 
from irrigated farms where the same kind of grain was 
fed in connection with alfalfa pasturage.

If all the farmers of Roosevelt county would get a 
few hogs, some cows and a hunch of chickens and turkeys 
it would not be long before this would he the richest com­
munity in the southwest, and the day is not far distant 
when such will be the case. Already there is a marked 
tendency toward registered stuff in both cattle and hogs, 
and there is also a distinct improvement in the work stock 
now and that of a few years ago, all of which has a ten­
dency to show that our cattle and hogs have had their e f­
fect and improvement is noticeable all along the line.

Mexico Under Mexican Rule Is Hopeless
There is a growing sentiment among Americans, gen­

erally, and “ gringos” specifically, that quiet and order in 
Mexico will come only when the United States govern­
ment, at Washington, rules that land of lassitude and 
broken promises. For the past four years the only recog­
nized industry has been brigandage and rape. The de 
facto guerillos are, in no appreciable manner, any more 
fit or capable of governing and controlling that horde of 
Mexicans, Indians and niggers, than is Pancho Villa with 
his little bunch of vaudeville cut throats. Carranza is just 
crafty enough to attempt to play both sides of the game 
against the middle, in order to keep peace and quiet from 
crossing the border and sending him back to the only oc­
cupation he can, satisfactorily, measure up to, that of 
toting a lambing sack and making love to the helpless 
mama goats. Nor is there, apparently, another sheep- 
herder on yon side of the Rio Grande who could, with any 
hopes of success, attempt to rob the peons and foreigners 
any more successfully, or avoid the truth more systemati­
cally than has Carranza and his whiskers. Pancho Villa 
is dissimilar from this ragamuffin chieftain with the Puf­
fer adornment, only in that he is more crude and bestial 
in his methods. Just what advantage would be derived 
from the killing or capture of this particular outlaw is not 
apparent to the average layman. There would still re­
main Salazaar and numerous other little thieves to keep 
the pot simmering and to ward ofF any prospect of creat­
ing a stable and capable government. Mexico is a land 
wonderfully rich in minerals, timber and agricultural ad­
vantages, yet terribly poverty stricken in morals and citi­
zenship. Its only redemption and its only hope lies in the 
white man. Mexico, today, is the same as it will be one 
hundred years hence, if left to itself and its own devices. 
It is utterly futile and useless for any government or any 
nation to go into Mexico for the pacification of that people 
unless that nation intends to stay and promulgate its own 
laws and enforce them, and unless this government is will­
ing to assume this burden and this responsibility, it had 
better withdraw and keep hands off.

Clovis is seriously contemplating putting in a tele­
phone system of its own and has refused to grant a fran­
chise to the corporation now operating there. They own 
their water and light plant and could operate a telephone 
exchange with but little expense, aside from the cost of 
installation. Portales might consider something of this 
kind, to, with profit to herself.

The Hop and the Fanner
What is, probably, of more importance to the people 

of Roosevelt county than Pershing’s expedition into Mex­
ico, or who sank the Sussex, is the extension of the hog 
industry. Given a half a dozen high grade, or registered, 
brood sows, the average farmer will not concern himself, 
much, over whether Pancho Villa was killed in battle, or 
whether death ensued from some cause less honorable. It’s 
immaterial to him whether the Sussex was sent to the bot­
tom by a German submarine or by some other agency. 
There is something real, something tangible in a lot full 
growing porkers, and the farmer who owns them knows 
that he has solved the problem of “ How to stay on the 
Farm? ” There has been a great increase, during the past 
year, in the number of our farmers who have put hogs to 
helping make the living, as well as a great improvement 
in the grade of hogs raised. Four years ago, it is doubt­
ful if there was a registered hog in the county, today, 
there are registered representatives of all the standard 
breeds. Roosevelt county is now shipping out ten cars of 
hogs a month, while four years ago the sales of imported 
hog meat, lard and its substitutes, constituted about one 
fourth of the grocery business. The hog has come to stay. 
He has proved his ability to make good here; he has dem­
onstrated his power to pay your debts and buy you an 
automobile; he has raised-our farmers from a condition of 
genteel poverty to a position that makes them worth some­
thing to themselves and to the community. This industry 
is but in the embryo, but is a lusty infant, and gives prom­
ise of great things within a few years. We could easily 
care for ten times as many hogs as we do, and we would 
be ten times richer if we did.

There is a growing suspicion in the mind of the com­
mon geezer that Pancho Villa is seeking death under false 
pretenses. It is safe to assume that in the event of his 
actual demise, there would be more skeptics than moum- 
ect; more relief than sorrow. In the meantime the game 
o f hide and seek goes merrily on.

Man is a betting animal. Apparently

We can well remember our own 
thrill of wickedness when, at the age 
of twelve, we wagered a dollar on the 
Harvard football team.

•  Many men bet, however, without 
even the Incentive of committing a Bln. 
They bet when they haven't the slight­
est pleasant twinge of conscience. 
They bet not even to make money, but 
Just for the sake of betting. They bet 
on a ball game, a horse race, the day's 
run of a steamer—on anything which 
has the element of chance about It. We 
once knew of an automobile party who 
made a pool on the number of Ford 
cars they would meet In a day—and 
they missed all the scenery they were 
touring to enjoy.

But nowhere Is betting carried to 
such an extreme at the present time 
Vs on the golf links Serious writers 
(and most golf writers are very seri­
ous) have called It “ the menace of the 
game ” A certain well known club near 
New York, which has many members 
from Wall street, has been forced to 
adopt a rule against It. whether from 
ethical grounds or because the four­
somes delayed play by reckoning up 
their complicated accounts on the 
greens, we cannot say. It has been 
stated that sums as high as { 6,000 used 
to be wagered on a single game, even a

' single shot. Fancy facing a water 
carry of 160 yards with 16,000 depend­
ing on your stroke! Would you press, 
or wouldn't you? It Is bad enough for 
some of us to know that the price of 
the ball depends on that stroke!

We were playing the other day In a 
foursome, which deserved the name

the old Judge used in Barrie's play, “a 
fearsome” Two of the players were 
brokers. Between holes tbsy talked 
stocks. On the tees, they laid bets.

“Olve me a stroke oo this bole, for 
five'balls?” one would ssy to the other.

“You’re on.”
If one or the other got Into trouble 

and saw be had no chance, he picked 
up without more to-do. and began to 
plan how he could win something back 
en the next bole. The pair ended the 
match with one owing the other a gin­
ger ale. and their scores were so bad 
that we will not mention them.

The funny part of It all was that 
both of them really fancied they had 
been play}ng golf, and they actually 
had enjoyed themselves. Now of 
course they hadn’t been playing golf 
any more than the man who pokes 
around "because It keeps him out la 
the open air" or "gives him exercise." 
There is only one valid reason for play­
ing golf, or any other real game—and 
that Is, a desire to solve as far as 
possible the problems of that game, 
and match your muscular control and 
skill against the control and skill of 
another. Tbe man who picks up In 
a bunker because he sees be cant 
win a bet by playing out hasn't the 
first faint spark of golf understanding 
In his soul. He Is not a golfer, he Is 
a gambler. The real golfer plays out, 
not because he has any chance of w in­
ning that hole, but because every shot 
Is practice, and the game demands of 
Its true dlBdples a completed card. 
The more betters you have In your 
club, the fewer first-class players will 
you have.

We had Intended here to add some­
thing about the bad effect betting has 
on the caddies, but we haven't time. 
We've got to hurry down to the links 
and play off a match with an old ad­
versary, fLr a ball a hole.

The first requisites of a good driver 
are a cool head and a watchful eye. 
with ready lingers and the quick un 
derstandlng of the needs and require­
ments of his horse.

He must also he ready to detect any 
object by the roadside which would be 
likely to annoy the horse and grasp 
at a glance the character of the road 
that lies ahead of him.

No quick-tempered, loqd voiced man 
can expect to have a quiet, obedient 
horse; and the undue haste of the 
quick tempered driver to correct what 
seems to him misbehavior Is one of 
the reasons why so many horses are 
dangerous to drive.

Much of this abuse, however, to 
which the horse Is subjected, arises 
more from sheer Ignorance and care 
lessness than from wanton cruelty.

Before starting on a long drive you 
should examine the horse, the har 
ness and the vehicle—the bit should 
be as easy a one as possible, the har­
ness must be comfortable and wellflt- 
tlng

Do not use a check rein If the road 
Is long and hilly, but should one b» 
necessary then loosen the head of the 
horse before ascending a hill, when 
going over muddy roads, and also 
whenever you stop, ns It Is natural for 
a horse to lower his head when he 
makes an extra exertion, and also to 
droop It when he Is resting

A horse should not only be allowed 
to walk slowly along steep and muddy 
parts of the road, but also occasionally 
on level ground, tbe change from one

act of muscles to another rests him 
When your horse begins to feel fa 
tlgued he will strike one of his hoofs 
against the ankle opposite, often 
bruising ami cutting It.

As It Is generally one af the hind 
ankles, an ankle boot should be worn 
(luring a long drive, even If It is un­
necessary on other occasions.

Two other Indispensable articles on 
a long drive are a wooden scraper kii 
removing foam and a hoof pick for dls 
lodging stones. For one who la 
often on the road it is also useful to 
have a few pieces of rope and some 
brass wire, us with these In his pos 
session anyone with ingenuity can 
quickly repair ordinary damages to 
the harness or carriage.

Horses, wdien traveling, should have 
water given to them frequently In 
reasonable quantities If you drive 
slowly for a while after watering your 
horse, no Injurious results will follow, 
and they may be refreshed by a few 
mouthfuls of grain, hay or grass

Should you chance to stop where 
there Is a strong breeze blowing, put 
a light blanket on your horso, even If 
the weather Is warm

Do not, at any part of a long trip, 
yield to the temptation of racing with 
passing vehicles, for the quickening 
of n horse's steady "road pace" to a 
racing gait heats him unnecessarily, 
and If done frequently la very fa 
tlgulng

(iood horses are In such demand now 
that It wl'l pay any farmer with good 
horse aenso to sit up and take notice.

DISTEMPER A MOST VERY SOUR SILAGE 
PECULIAR DISEASE IS NOT PALATABLE

Veterinary of Oklahoma Agricul­
tural College Tells How Horse 

Should Be Treated.

(By W  T  S l i n . f . l l ,  Department o f  Vet- 
erinarv Medicine, Oklahoma A and M 
College. Stil lwater )
For the treatment of distemper in 

horses, 1 would recommend the fol
lowing

Have prepared this prescription and 
administer It In tablespoonful doses 
three times dally to the full grown 
animals and In teaspoonful doses 
twice dally, to the colts Powdpred 
nux vomica, one part, powdered bella­
donna leave*, one part; powdered 
;hlorate of potash, two parts, pow­
dered colrhlcum root, one part; pine 
tar sufficient to make a pasty mass 
It may best be given by means of a 
little wooden paddle, with which the 
material can be placed on the back 
of the tongue and It will there go di­
rectly to the spine.

In cases where abscesses have 
formed and broken they ahould be 
syringed out with an antiseptic solu- 
hon and painted with tincture of lo 
dine. Be sure that the animals 
bowels are In good condition If there 
Is any tendency to constipation, ad­
minister a suitable purgative, such as 
oil. salts or aloes In cases where the 
nose and throat seem to he especially 
affected, place the animal In a small 
stall, takltig a gallon or two of boil­
ing water, add to It half a pint of car­
bolic acid, and tie the animal so that 
Its head be directly over this bucket 
This will give relief by the Inhalation 
of carbolic acid vapors

FALL CLEANING OF 
THE TRUCK GARDEN

It Is Not Rich Food and Animals 
Are Therefore Compelled 

to Eat Much of It.

Rllage la palatable because It Is 
green forage preserved with the ex­
ception that the sugar has been con­
verted Into agreeable acids that stim­
ulate appetite and give a good flavor. 
It Is possible to have too much acid 
In the ailage. A very sour silage Is 
not palatable If the plant siloed con. 
tains too much sugar, too much acid 
will be produced. If It does not con­
tain much sugar, not enough acid will 
be produced to give the dealred fla. 
vor and aroma to the allage

Silage la not a magic foodstuff. 
There Is not quite as much food value 
In It as there was In the plant from 
which It came It Is not a rich food 
and stock is therefore compelled to 
eat a rather good quantity of It. A 
good sized cow may safely eat 40 
pounds of It in a day Combined with 
some feeds richer*In protein. It meets 
the needs of the animal Too great 
things must not be expected of It. It 
Is fair to expect that an acre of corn 
put through the silo will have a great­
er feeding value than the same acre 
handled in the usual way. But the 

I added feeding value w ill usually not 
be more than a third or a fourth.

Minnesota Expert.

Sanitation Is Important in Con­
trol and Prevention of Va­

rious Plant Diseases.

In the control and prevention of 
plant diseases sanitation of the gar 
den 1* Important There Is a num­
ber of our fungous diseases which rest 
over the winter on or In decayed 
stalks, leaves, or fruit. The resting 
stage of the fungus Is resistant to 
winter conditions. Among such dis­
eases which rest over In the above 
manner are:

Club root cabbage, onion mildew, 
leaf spot of strawberry, leaf spot of 
beets, early blight of celery, late 
blights of celery, and asparagus rust.

If a disease Is not destructive one 
season, It Is no sign It will not bo 
another season. Rake up and burn 
the old stalks, leaves, and fruit left 
In the garden natch

A lamb has eight small first teeth
