The rations are brovght up at night
by the company transport. This is a
section of the company In charge of
the quartermaster sergeant, composed
of men, mules and limbers (two-
wheeled wagons), which supplies Tom-
my's wants while In the front line.
They are constantly under shell fire.
The rations are unloaded at the en-
trance to the communication trenches
and are “carried In” by men detalled

for that purpose. The gquartermaster
sergeant never goes into the front-line

in the air ané I ducked. Then a moan
from the rear. My heart stood still.
1 went back and Pete was lying on the
ground. By the ald of my flashlight
T saw that he had his hand pressed to
his right breast. The fingers were cov-
ered with blood.

There I8 no reason to question the
patrlotf.m of General Maurice’'s mo-
tives In precipitating the crists, but it
Is evident that he was made the tool
of the political opponents of the pre-
mler who hoped to ride Into office on
the resulting storm. Presumably the
offend'ng officer will be court mar-
tialed.

Last week passed with only one lm-
portant Infantry action on the wyest
front, but neither army has been idle.
The heavy artillery of the allles has
been continually hammering the Ger-
man positions and especially devoting
itself to smashing the enemy’'s lines of
communications and munition depots
and to hampering the bringing up of
re-enforcements and supplies. In this
the aviators have given Invaluable ald
and the wirk has been so well done
that the renewal of the offensive was
perforce delayed. Heavy and frequent
ralns  also handicapped the Germans
and they found great difficulty in mov-
ing thelir ponderous tanks and largest
guns across the devastated country,
the roads belng consistently broken up
by shell fire and their repalr made al-
most Impossible.

Meantime the allies took every op-

| portunity to Improve thelr positions

and in many local operations advanced
their lines and strengthened their hold
on the commanding heights both In
Picardy and In Flanders. In these
fights the Australians and Canadians
had a prominent part, the former be-
tween the Ancre and the Somme and
the latter south of Arras, both contin-
gents making considerable and very
valuable gains. All along the line the
British, French and Americans re-
pulsed all the enemy ralds until
Wednesday night, when, after heavy
artillery preparation, the Germans at-
tacked in the sector of Ypres, between
La OClytte and Voormeszeele, It was
their apparent Intention to outflank
the Important heights of Scherpenberg
and Mont Rouge from the northeast
A4 they succeeded In forcing the Brit

ty lists, still relatively small, are In-
creasing dally.

There is no Indication that the Ger-
man high command will abandon Its
plan of smashing the British army and
forcing a breach between It and the
French. Ludendorff Is increasing hils
resources In every way possible and
Austria and Bulgaria have been called
on to supply troops for garrison duty
in order that the Germans may be sent
to the front. Intimations such as have
appeared In some German papers that
the attempt to reach Parls will be
abandoned mean nothing. No doubt
there will be repeated great offensives
throughout the summer, and the allles
are preparing to resist themn to the ut-
their Intention being to main-
tain their lines unbroken until Amer-
{ca's men are there In sufficient num-
bers to enable General Foch to do more
than resist. It Is admitted that with-
out our army the allies could not gain
a military decision over the Germans
under existing conditions. How long
the German people will stand for the
slaughter of their men Is another ques-
tion. From captured maill and the more

| outspoken of their newspapers It is evl-

dent they are becoming sickened by
the awful bloodshed, but they prob-
ably will continue submissive so long
as they think there is a chance of a
final victory.

The movement of Americans to
France continues with Increasing
swiftness and it is the avowed In-
tention of the war department to have
not less than 1,000,000 men there by
the end of May. The adminlstration
and the congressional leaders, except-
ing such men as Kitchin, now view the
situation comprehensively and agree
that no limit should be put on the size
of our army, as it Is likely as many as
8,000,000 men will have to be placed
under arms within three years. A total
of about four millions will be avallable
Immediately, and Provost Marshal
Crowder and others belleve it will be
necessary to Increase the draft age
limit to forty years within a year. In-
deed, many detalls have been worked
out with this Incrense In view. Classes
2, 8 and 4 of the draft are being care-
fully combed out to ellminate slackers
and many names will thus be added
to class 1.

Austrian reports tell of the presence
of American troops on the Itallan
front, though this had not been an-
nounced by Washington. The expected
offensive on that front has not yet ma-
terialized, but It 1s bellieved It will not
be much longer delayed, because of
the critical state of affairs in Emperor
Carl's realm.

Explain New Wheat Ruling fo
Thousands of Customers—in-
sures Greater Food Saving.

Grocers of the nation have accepted
enthusiastically the 50-30 basis for the
purchase of wheat flour and are doing
their utmost to explain the new regw-
lation to the housewifé, This ruling by
the U. 8. Food Administration requires
each purchaser of wheat flour to buy
one pound of cereal substitute, one
kind or assorted, for every pound of
wheat flour. It was necessary to re
strict the use of wheat flour in order
that the allles and our fighting forces
abroad might be assured of an ade-
quate supply of wheat to meet thelr
vital needs. This supply must comae
from our savings because we have al.
ready sent our normal surplus.

Wheat saving pledge cards were for
warded by the Food Administration te
all retall food merchants, and these

rare being signed and posted In storeg

throughout the country. This card
states, “We pledge ourselves loyally te

| carry out the Food Administration pro-

gram. In accordance with this order
we will not sell any wheat flour except
where the purchaser buys an equsxi
welight of one or more of the following,
a greater use of which in the home
will save wheat:

“Cornmeal, corn flour, edible corm
starch, hominy, corn grits, barley four,
potato flour, sweet potato flour, so)
bean flour, feterita flour and meals

| rice, rice flour, oatmeal, rolled oats and
| buckwheat flour.”

SBome confusion has resulted on the

part of the consumer Iin construing “—

this “60-50" rullng to mean that an
equal amount In value of substituteg
must be purchased with wheat flour,
This Is a mistaken Idea. The ruling
states that the consumer In purchasing
flour shall “buy at the same time an
equal weight of other cereals.”

One exception to this ruling is con
cerning graham flour and whole whea{

| flour, which may be sold at the ratie
| of three pounds to five pounds of

wheat flour. This provision Is made
because approximately 25 per cent
more of the wheat berry Is used in the
manufacture of these flours than stand
ard wheat flour,

Apother exception Is that concern
Ing mixed flours contalning less than
50 per cent. of wheat flour, which may
be sold without substitutes. Retallers
however, are forbldden to sell mixed
flours contalning more than B0 per
cent. of wheat flour to any person un-
less the amount of wheat flour substé
tutes sold Is sufficient to make the to
tal amount of substitutes, Including
those mixed In flours, equal to the to
tal amount in wheat flour In the mixed
flour. For Instance, If any mixed flour
is purchased containing 60 per cent
wheat flour and 40 per cent. substh
tutes It |s necessary that an additional
20 per cent. of substitutes be pun

chased. This brings it to the basis of |

one pound of substitutes for each
pound of wheat flour.

A special exemption may be granted
upon application In the case of specialk
ly prepared Infants’ and Invallds' food
containing flour where the necessity Ia

| shown.

Some misunderstanding seems to e®
ist on the part of consumers in assum
ing that with the purchase of wheat
flour one must confine the additional
50 per cent. purchase to one of thq
substitutes. This Is not the case. One
may select from the entire range of
substitutes a sufficient amount of each
to bring the total weight of all substi.
tutes equal to the welight of the wheat
flour purchased. For Instance, If §
purchase of 24 pounds of wheat flour
is made a range of substitutes may be
selected as follows:

Cornmeal, 8 pounds; corn grits, 4
pounds; rice, 4 pounds; buckwheat, 2

| pounds; corn starch, 1 pound ; hominy,
2 pounds; rolled oats, 3 pounds,

These substitutes may be used i»
the following manner:

Cornmeal, 8 Pounds.—Corn bread, ne
flour; corn muffins or spoon bread,
one-fourth flour or one-third rice on
one-third hominy; 20 per cent. substd
tutes in whole bread.

Corn Starch, 1 Pound.—Thickening
gravy, making custard, one-third sub.
stitute in cake.

Corn Grits, 4 Pounds.—Fried like
mush, used with meal In making corn
bread.

Rolled Oats, 8 Pounds.—One-fourth
to one-third substitutes In bread, one
half substitute In muffins; breakfast
porridge, use freely; oatmeal cookies,
oatmeal soup.

Buckwheat Flour, 2 Pounds.—One
fourth substitute in bread, buckwheat
cakes,

Hominy, 2 Pounds.—Bolled for din.
ner, baked for dinner, with cheese

Rice, 4 Pounds.—One-fourth substh
tute In wheat bread, one-third substi.

Sweet Potatoes.

The sweet potato thrives best in the
southern part of the country, as It is
a tropical pilant. It cannot be suc-
cessfully grown In the extreme north-
ern sections of the country. The

plants are started in hotbeds by bed- |

ding potatoes In sand and allowing
them to sprout. The plants are brok-
en off the parent potato as soon as
they have formed a few leaves and a
root system of their own, and as soon
as the ground in the open 1Is well
warmed up. This will be one month
after the date of the last killing frost.

Sweet potatoes are a heat-loving
plant, and ‘cannot withstand cool
weather. In setting them in the open,
the usual method is to throw the soll

up in ridges about 4 feet apart. The |

plants are set in a row on top of these
ridges some 12 or 14 inches apart.
Sweet potatoes thrive best in a
sandy soll that is well fertilized
throughout. It is a good plan to open
furrows where the row is to be, fill
these furrows with manure and turn
the soll back on top of the manure.
This should be thoroughly mixed with
a shovel plow or cultivator, as too
much manure in one spot under the
hole will produce a large growth of
vines at the expense of the potatoes.
Sweet potatoes may be dug at any
time after they become large enough
to use, but improve In quality as they
approach maturity. They should be
dug as soon as the vines are killed
by frost.—U. 8. Department -of Agri-
culture.

Military Necessity Calls for Greater Sacrifice Here—Allied War
Bread Must Be Maintained—Our Soldiers and

Sailors to Have Full Allowance. 7

If we are to furnish the Allies with the necessary propor-
tion of wheat to maintain their war bread from now until the
next harvest, and this is a military necessity, we must reduce
our monthly consumption to 21,000,000 bushels a month, as
against our normal consumptxon of about 42,000,000 bushels,
or 50 per cent. of our normal consumption. Thh is the situa-
tion as set forth by the U. S. Food Administration at Washing-
ton. Reserving a margin for distribution to the army and fer
special cases, leaves for general consumption approximately
114 pounds of wheat products weekly per person. The Food
Administration’s statement continues: Many of our consumers
are dependent upon bakers’ bread. Such bread must be durable
and therefore, requires a larger proportion of wheat products
than cereal breads baked in the household. Out army and
navy require a full allowance. The well-to-do in our population

To effect the needed saving of wheat
we are wholly dependent upon the
voluntary assistance of the American
people and we ask that the following
rules shall be observed:

1. Householders to use not to exceed
a total of 1% pounds per week of
wheat products per person. This
means not more than 1% pounds of
V.ctory bread containing the required
percentage of substitutes and oné-half
pound of cooking flour, macaroni,
crackers, pastry, ples, cakes, wheat
breakfast cereals, all combined.

2. Public eating places and clubs to
observe two wheatless days per week,
Monday and Wednesday, as at presént.
In addition -thereto, not to serve to
any one guest at any one meal an
aggregate of breadstuffs. macaroni,
crackers, pastry, ples, cakes, wheat
breakfast cereals, contalping a total
of more than two ounces of wheat
flour. No wheat products to be served
unless specially ordered. Publlc eat-
ing establishments not to buy more
than six pounds of wheat products for
each ninety meals served,
forming with the limitations requested
of the householders.

Early potatoes In the central and
southern sections of the country will
mature in sufficlent timeé for the gar-
dener to grow a crop of sweet corm,
late cabbage or turnips on the same
ground. It is often possible to plant
the second crop between the potato
rows betore thé potatoes are dug.
Early potatoes may be used as so0n as
large enough, an old rule being to be-
gin using them when they are as large

&,

as a hen's egg. The usual method
to dig them as needed, leaving the
main part of the crop to develop to
maturity.

In the central portion of the United
States the late crop may be planted
from June 15 to July 1, but in the
northern sections the main crop is
planted earller than this, no attempt
being made to produce early and late
potatoes, as in many sections the
growing season is too chort for the
production of but one crop. Late
potatoes are allowed to grow until they
mature or until the frost kills the
vines. The cultivation of the late erop
is similar to that employed in the case
of the early crop.—U. 8. Department
of Agriculture,

It's the shortage In ships that
is putting the Allles and the
United States on wheat rations
Great stocks of wheat are Iso-
lated In India, and Australia. At

Snap Beans.

Bush and pole beans are among the
most valuable and dependable crops of
the garden. “When in doubt what to
plant—plant beans.”

Beans thrive best In a rather warm
sandy loam, but may be grown on al-
most any kind of soll. For the best
results the soll should not be too rich
in nitrogenous matter, or the plants
will run to follage and stems at the
expense of the crop. Beans will not
withstand frost, and the first plantings
In the spring should not be made until
about two weeks after the average
date of the last killing frost. The soil

ghould be In good condition and the |
rows should be Ianld out perfectly

straight so as to make cultivation easy.

One pint of the seed of most varieties

of snap beans is sufficient for a 100~f

foot row. When the cultivation is to |
be done by horse, the rows should be |
from 30 to 86 inches apart. When |
hand cultivation is to be employed, the |
rows should be from 18 to 24 Inches
apart. It requires from 40 to 60 days |
for snap beans to be ready for use
if the weather conditions are favor-
able.

Successive plantings of string beans |

| should be made at Intervals of ten |
l days
