out the organic theory. Some of 
the .^vegetation producing oil 
consists <6f trees. In Southern 
Louisiana I have seen them drill 
at 3000 feet through large logs 
light as. cork, in process of de­
composition.’’

Mr. W rather explained how oil 
is a combination consisting main­
ly of, carbon and hydrogen. Each 
of these being acquisitive,-other 
properties a re draw n.in to  the 
combination. As the proportion 
of carbon and hydrogen var]TtKe 
result is either gas, oil or a solid 
such as coal. Refining is the pro­
cess of segregating the different 
produets of crude oil, he ex­
plained. He gave as an example 
he oil fields in Central Ohio, 
where the producing formation 
was limestone. Sulphur occurred 
in the oil, rendering it objection­
able for lubricating purposes, 
as the sulphur tended to corrode 
metals. It was only after long 
experimenting that a chemist 
figured out a simple formula that 
would eliminate sulphur.

The specific gravity of oil is 
its direct comparison with water 
as to 'weight, it was explained. 
This is usually expressed by what 
is known as the Baume scale. 
The gravity of t ie  oil of the 
Burkburuett field is from 38 to 
42, he said, and from this 38 
per cent cau be made into gaso­
line. The remainder, however, 
is not very good for lubricating 
purposes. . The - exact opposite 
maintains in the Ranger field. 
The crude there ' is remarkably 
free from sulphur, Mr. Wrather 
said, and compares more favora­
bly with the Pennsylvania crude 
for lubricating purposes than does 
that of any other field in the 
United States. %

•  4‘ Ranger came in just when 
Tennsylvania fields were weak­
ening and this Was most fortunate 
for the world”  he said He pointed 
out that t ie  Ranger crude would 
make no more than 14 or 15 per 
cent gasoline.

Sp “ A question most frequently 
asked a geologist is whether oil 
occurs in streams or lakes under­
ground,” Mr. Wrather said. “ The 
oil is produced from a saturation 
of sand or other substance. If in 
a hard saud-like rock, as at Ran­
ger, it is not given up rapidly, 
it is often necessary to ‘shoot’ 
the wells with nitroglycerin to 
obtain a more ready flow and it 
usually takes many years to ex­
haust such a field. Loose sapd, 
on the other hand, gives np the 
oil rapidly.

“ Itwould seem, however, that 
there are instances where oil 
occurs in streams or lakes, judg­
ing by a well in Mexieiwthmt had 
a production record of 300,000 
barrels a day. To show the vast 
amount of oil that ean be taken 

■ from some fields, I have estimated 
that in a few months oil was sec­
ured from s Kansas field that, if 

* placed on the surface, would hive 
meant a lake 5.6 feet in depth 

. over the entire producing area..”
He explained briefly how some 

oils when found have a beautiful 
amber, cherry or mahogany color 
and at pleasant odor, requiring 
little refiping to rid it of impuri­
ties. lie also discussed briefly 
the domes, anticlines and sin- 

 ̂ clines caused by s warping of the 
earth ’s surface. These, especially 
the domes and snticlineshe said, 
form catchment areas for oil, and 
to locate them is the job of the 
oil geologist.—Quanah Tribune- 
Chief.

(20:1-3).

Ju s tice  everyw here cried  "An eye 
fo r an eye.” "A tooth fo r a too th .” 
"Blood fo r blood." and the  avenger of 
blood was charged w ith the  duty  of 
sa tisfy in g  th is  cry. W hile Justice  
should not be allowed to  m iscarry  i t  
Is m ost Im portan t th a t th e re  be m ercy 
show n. Som etim es Just men forget to 
be m erciful. In o rder th a t the  Inno­
cen t be protected  and mercy show n to 
the  u n fo rtu n a te  and yet Juailc* be 
done the  cities of refuge w ere a u th o r­
ised. It was not a schem e by 
which the  crim inal w as screened from  
Justice, b u t a provision w hereby the 
innocent was protected.

II. Regulations Touching the Cltloe 
of Refuge (20:4-6).

1. T he right of en tran ce  not to  be 
denied (v. 4). It w as obligatory  upon 
th e  ru le rs  of the  city to adm it upoq de­
mand the one who fled h ither, pending 
a tria l which would disclose the  fac t 
aa to w hether the crim e had been In­
ten tional o r not.

2. T he security  of the  one who en­
tered  the city (v. ft). T he  ru le rs  of the 
city did not d are  to  deliver the man 
slayer to  the avenger of blood for pun­
ishm ent until a fa ir  tr ia l had been 
given ; n e ith e r could the avenger cross 
over th e  threshold of th e  eliy to touch 
a ha ir of the  one who had taken refuge 
In IL

3. The righ t of fa ir  tr ia l (v. 6). T h is 
provision of mercy m ade It so th a t 
the  refugee could be safe  while ca re ­
ful Investigation was made a* to 
w hether he had killed "unw itting ly" 
o r  by wicked purpose. If It should be- 
proved th a t the man was guilty of 
m urder he was delivered over by the 
a u th o ritie s  to  the avenger of blood th a t 
Justice m ight be done.

4. T he Innocent slayer m ust rem ain  
In the city (v. 6). Even though the 
tria l should exonerate him from Inten­
tional killing, yet he m ust rem ain In 
the city In o rder to be saved. So grave 
Is the act of tak ing  a hum an life th a t 
even the  Innocent tnan was obliged to 
be separa ted  from  hi* home and 
friends a t least until the  death  of the 
high priest. Thla deprivation  enforced 
the obligation to shield life.
