Almost everyone has had the experi-
ence on a hot summer day of going
into a movie ple
ture theater that
has had a sign an-
nouncing, “70
COOL INSIDE"
For the first few
moments we havea
grateful sense of
comfort, The alr
seems delightful af
ter the sizzling
blasts on the street,
Then gradually It
dawns om us that
we are cold. If we
have a wrap, we pat it on, bBut most
of us don't earry wraps when the
temperature Is near the hundred mark,
Moreover, we have discarded every

article of clothing that our sense of |

public decency will permit us to dis
card. We debate whether we should
go out and get warm, but we remens
ber the unbearableness of the

heat, |

Eventually, though, we leave, and as |

we reach the sidewalk, the hot air
makes us gasp for breath., We feel
suffocated ; we become cold,
We muy even have a strong feeling of

clammy.

The purpose of air-conditioning is to

Certain-
ly, the city dwellers who constitute a
big element In the market for pork
products regard the shortage as appall-
Ing and they are not to he appeased
by any promises from Washington

But Mr. Wallace's statements did
not go over so well, In the first Instance
the bulk of the city dwellers simply
will not believe that the drouth had
resulted in killing off a suflicient nun-
ber of hogs and cattle to cause the cur-
rent high prices. In the second place,
wiseacres around Washington who
have a bhabit of blurting out thelr
thoughts without regard to feelings of
others, promptly Inquired what good
had come from the AAA corn-hog con-
trol program if the drouth alone was
responsible for the price Increase.
These same Individuals were mean
enough to inquire also why some ex-
perts in the Department of Agricul-
ture had released statements to the
press to the effect that meat prices, es-
peclallyy pork, will continue to sky-
rocket gntll the summer of 1936, They
pointed, out that a great shortage in
supplie§ existed and that It was to be
expected the upward trend would con-
tinue untll a new erop of hogs of pack-
ing size Is marketed next year,

Then, we here In Washington heard
suggestions from men whose job it Is
to understand market conditions In
which impurts of pork products were
predicted for the forthcoming winter,
Now, Importation of any commodity
does not take place unless the domestie
supply Is short of the requirements
Thus, crop control program or no crop
control program, dJdrouth effects or no
drouth effects, it Is possible that this,
one of the greatest hog producing na-
tions In the world, may witness sub-
stantial Imports of a food item for
which It has always been noted as a
producer,

He sald that the wheat carried over

of the Agricultural Adjustment Aet at
this time te provide for somewhat
Inrger production to assure adequate
supplies of all types of milling wheat.”

In theory, of course, the AAA contre)
plan should permit production of suf-
ficlent wheat next year to take up the
slack of ieft over requirements and
should have the effect of malintaining
American stocks at about normal. But,
in practice, a different result is threat-
ening.  This nation always has ex-
ported a congiderable amount of wheat.,
It has, therefore, had some influence
In the world market and to that ex-
tent has influenced the domestic price.
It happens, however, that the world
wheat ¢rop ahead of us is likely to be
smaller than usual. If the United
States had the wheat, it is pointed out
variously, there could be a consider-
able return to the farmers from the
export market, As it stands, possibtil-
ties of taking advantage of that situa-
tion Just do not exist,

Without further reference to the
practical operation of ‘this theory, some
experts have mentioned to me the fact
that the 1036 American crop may not
be as good as in times past. Then,
not only will the American farmers be
unable to take advantage of a foreign
market, but they will not obtain rthe
maximum return possible far their
domestic sales because of their own
shortage,

In answer to this, AAA officlals point
out they can use the flexibility of the
Agricultural Adjustment Act as a ben-
efit to the farmers. Thelr view of tho
situation is that the American wheat
Industry will be in a strong position,
due to the shortage of world wheat,
and ecan again exert its Influence.

The divergent opinions of those who
favor erop control and those who think
the theory will not work have created
many argaments even among officials,
There are those who think only of the
farmer's position and there are those
who think only of the plight in which
the clty dwellers finds themselves when
prices are high. The whole thing,
when simmered down, Is simply an-
other way of stating the age old prob-
lem In which we find on the one hand
those who produce the food and on the’
other those who eat It.  Adoption of
the principle of crop control has not
solved that problem nor does it hold
any prospect of solving It It seems
to me as a matter of cold Judgment
that the Agricultural Adjustment Ad-
ministration Is not any more falr with
the people as a whole than are those
who promote boycotts or seek to tear
down gains made by agriculture. The
department  officials have given out
statements carrying only their side of
the cuse. Those who attack higher
prices have made only their side of the
urgument, Neither has added much to
the sum total of human knowledge or
human comfort,

.
