MISSING BOTTOMS

A few days ago the United States
Lines announced that their Panam-
anian subsidiary was selling five
small, slow, 20.year-old freighters
to England for the purpose of car-
rying war supplies. To insiders, this

graphically illustrated the desper-
ate predicament of British ship-
ping.

The problem is particularly acute
in the transport of planes—which
these five ships were especially
chartered to carry. Officials are not
shouting it from the housetops but
the grimmest difficulty facing Bri-
tain today is not getting warplanes
made in the U, S,, but getting them
into the hands of the heroic RAF
in the face of heavy Nazi raids on
British shipping.

Britain now has on order approx-
imately 16,000 planes, with another
12,000 contemplated, chiefly medium
and heavy bombers. Of the 16,000
ordered, only around 2,000 actually
have left the U. S. borders—and not
all of them have reached England.
Many (the exact number is an of-
ficial secret) are still in Canada
awaiting shipment,

Which adds up to this: If Bri-
tain is to get the 14,000 planes re-
maining on order by July, 1942, as
the schedule calls for, the minimum
export during the next 17 months
will have to be around 825 a month
-—a threefold increase over the
present rate of deliveries, Commer-
ce Department figures show that
in November 241 planes were ex-
perted to Britain, while the output
was approximately 750.

The problem this poses is colos-
sal. Ferrying planes by flying them
across the Atlantic is more dramat-
ic than productive, since only long-
range bombers can be transported
that way, and only when the
weather permits and trained crews
are available. Pursuits, fighters,
interceptors and other short-range
planes have to be shipped.

That is why those five rusty old
freighters were taken out of the
boneyard and pressed back into
service, and why England is fran-

of the world for every available
hull that can carry a crate. Britain
has got to have ships if the planes
she needs so desperately are to
reach her in time,
