WASHINGTON.—It takes no pro­
found expert on international rela­
tions to see cogent parallels be­
tween the country of this country 
today and that of certain European 
countries yesterday.

For instance: Five years ago this 
column gave the inside story of 
the F-rench dilemma on March 7, 
1936—the date Hitler sent his 
troops into the remilitarized Rhine­
land. All that fateful day the 
French Cabinet deliberated. Wheth­
er to send the french army into 
the Rhineland to stop Hitler’s very 
small, very inexperienced, young 
army was te question.

Chief of Staff Gamelin notified 
the Cabinet that to oppose Hitler 
might not actually mean war, but 
it meant the risk of war. Hitler’s 
new .\oung army might fold up and 
retreat. But if it took a stand, it 
meant war.

The Cabinet debated this all day­
long. Finally it decided that t/'.ie 
country could not risk war. The po­
litical reaction would be bad. Also 
the defense program was not com­
plete.

Later it was disclosed that Hit­
ler had given his troop commanders 
double marching orders. One order 
was to advance. The other order 
was to retreat in case of Frendh 
resistance.

NOTE.—One year later, when 
Hitler took Austria, France was 
better prepared. But Germany wa.s 
even more so. And far more im­
portant, Germany now had protect­
ed her great industrial area of the 
Ruhr and moved into the strategic 
Rhine valley, for which an attack 
on eitiher France or Germany is 
absolutely essential.

USA AND WTiST AFRICA
On Thursday, May 15, 1941, it be­

came known that France had 
signed a deal whereby her colonies 
in West Africa (and elsewhere) 
were turned over to Hitler’s uses.

On Friday, May 16. 1941, the 
White House and the State Depart 
ment debated all day whether Presi­
dent Roosevelt should send a mes­
sage to Congress warning the na­
tion what German troops and bomb­
ing planes at Dakar, on the western 
bulge of Africa, meant to the Mon­
roe Doctrine.

The day passed and nothing hap­
pened. This delay is now being 
rectified. But previously many 
other precious days had passed.

Last autumn, after the capitula­
tion of France, General Weygand 
had an army of 3(X),(X)0 men in 
North Africa, plus a fair number 
of airplanes and artillery. At that 
time Admiral Leahy, new Ambas­
sador to France, suggested a joint 
Pan-American naval expedition to 
Dakar, jumping-off place to South 
America, to prevent such a jump-

At that time General Wey*;and’s 
army cooperating with the Brit­
ish in Egypt, could have applied 
the p i n c e r s  on the Italians,

At 2:40 this afternoon a jnry 
was completed for the Cha.s. 
Smart murder trial, and Dist­
rict Attorney «iohn Ilonts said 
testimony would start at 3:00 
W. D, Pinkerton, West Texas 
Utilities Co. employee, and M. 
A. Myatt, highway department 
worker, lioth of Dalhart, quali­
fied resi>ectively for the eleven­
th and twelfth jurors.
At noon today there were still 

mdre jurors to be chosen for the 
Chas. Smart murder trial which 
opened Monday morning.

Two special venires — one of 144 
men, the other of 80 — had been 
e.vhausted last night, and at noon 
today attorneys had questioned 
more than half the men summoned 
on a third venire of 60.

Some of the veniremen were e.x- 
cused because of being 60 years old. 
because they had served on the 
grand jury that indicted Smart a 
year ago; bcause they iiad disqual­
ified when summoned on the spec­
ial venire in Smart’s trial a year 
•ago, because of illness or other 
reasons so that at noon today only 
172 men had actually been question­
ed.

And 12 men had actually been 
chosen. But two — John R. Bridges 
of 28 miles west of Dalhart. and 
Sam Hale of Dalhart — were dis­
missed by agreement of the State 
and defense after they had been 
sworn as jurors.

The defense at noon iiad used 
13 of its 15 peremptory challenges, 
and the State had used six.

The defense had used six.
Gilbert Pirkle and J- C. McClen­

don. both of Dalhart, were chosen 
as jurors this morning. Two far­
mers — A. G. Chesnut of tfne Ware 
community, and Lee Bishop of west 
of Dalhart — were selected yester­
day afternoon. The others, chosen 
earlier are: T. B. Presley, F. C. 
Weatherford, Conlen; Grady Edge, 
Perico; Frank James, Kerrlck; Doy­
le Giles and Claude Witt, both of 
Dalhart.

Thus, the Nazis have complete 
control of the air and the Bri^
ish and Gre<>k ground defenders 
must rely entirely on anti-air­
craft gums and what cover they 
can find.

They are s|M*jected incessantly 
to dive and level hoiiibers, and 
niachine-gniinlng planes.
Nazis also have captured the 

largest city on the island; and 
have taken the big airdrome just 
off Suda Say, which is still held 
by the British.

Nazis are still bringing in troops 
by air, but London says the British, 
control the sea around Crete. Brit­
ish vessels as.sertedly have sunk 
two Nazi transports and a flock 
of Greek fishing ships, presumably 
filled with German troops from the 
nearby Greek mainland; also have 
driven off a ,30-ship German convoy.

While British are not striking at 
the Germans by air over Crete it­
self, they have turned their fleet 
of heavy bombers in North Africa 
against the Greek air bases front 
which air-borne troops are taking 
off for Crete.

Neither side today is claiming 
to have the situation in hand, and 
Germans are so uncertain of the 
outcome in Crete that they have 
not even told their own people that 
the battle is in progress.

British have tanks and artillery, 
while the Nazis do not. Neither 
side can retreat very far.

Widely circulated and undenied 
reports today said French Syri* 
had shippeil 800 tons of munitions 
into Iraq to be used by the Iraquis 
or Germans or both against the 
British.

London said Germany has <both 
fighter and bomber planes, also 
air-borne troops and technicians in 
the rich Mosul oil fields in the Near 
East and could blast apart the big 
pipeline throuh which the British

Levelland Bank 
Is Robbed Today

Levelland — A man described as 
about 28 years old. 5 feet. 10 inches 
tall, and wearing a tan shirt with 
a white one underneath this morn­
ing robbed a Levelland band of 
$20,000 and fled in a car that had 
been noticed in front of the bank 
since about dawn.

Next day F’oland woke up to find 

i ’ .self two-thirds surrounded b.v 
Germany. By gaining Czechoslova­
kia. Hitler now could station troops 
north, south and west of Poland. So 
a year later, the pincers were ap­
plied to Poland and she was swal­
lowed.

Meanwhile, Hungray wanted a 
slice of Rumania, cooperated with 
Hitler by sending troops across 
her borders. Rumania was taken, 
Hungary found herself surrounded, 
a va.ssal state. Her premier com­
mitted suicide.

Yugoslavia was a Little Entente 
ally of both Czechoslovakia and Ru­
mania, hut ignored the alliance 
vhen  they needed help. Later Yugo­
slavia found herself surrounded on 
three sides: by Italy on the west, 
Ix'azified Austria, Rumania and Bul­
garia on the north and east The 
Axis applied the pincers and now 
it was Yugoslavia’s funeral,

Turkey wa.s an ally of Yugoslavia, 
but decided to remain an isloation- 
ist nation. Today, Turkey is com­
pletely surrounded: by Nazi-occu­
pied Syria. Nazi-occupied Greece, 
and Nazi-occupied Bulgaria plus 
vneertain Russia. Whenever Hiller 
gets ready to pluck her, it will be 
Turkey's funeral.

USA AND BRAZIL
The United States, it might be 

rei>eated, has little to fear from di­
rect attacks across the Atlantic and 
Pacific. Neither did Yugoslavia or 
Turkey two years ago fear direct 
attack. At that time Germany was 
m «ny miles distant.

But .should Germany get a toe­
hold in Brazil, Venezuela or the 

iGuianas, then it is but a few hours

bombing flight to Columbia and 
the Panama Canal, or a short step 
to Central America and Mexico.

Today, Brazil, Colombia and V’en- 
ezuela, \ery friendly countries but 
proud of their sovereignly, sym­
pathize with the United States in 
regard to Germany - except that like 
every other Latin-American, nation, 
they absolutely oppose admitting U. 
S. troops on their soil in advance 
to help block a Nazi invasion.

Of cour.se the.v have excellent 
precedents. Belgium, for instance, 
refused to ¡lermit French tioops 
on hei- soil ov e\t-n to h.a\e general 
s’ iiff consultations with France in 
advance of the Nazi invasion.

These figures show that ten 

times' as many 23-year-olds are 
found available for military serv.

Out of 
roughly 7,000,000 men between 29 
and .35, local boards have been able 
to fill only one-fifth of their quotas.

If the elder half of the selected 
service age groups can furnish 
merely one-fifth of those taken into 
the Army, the question naturally 
arises, "Why take them?” That 
question is now being asked of 
Congress by the top flight selective 
service administrators.
