Russia, already sorely pressed
by Germans, Rwmanians, Finns,
and small forces of Spaniards and
Italians on its 2000-mile Western
front, may soon be in trouble
with Japan on its Siberian front.

The en masse resignation of the
Japanese cabinet yesterday appar-
ently was forced by Japan's milie
tary clique which today is in the
saddle.

It was announced from Tekyo
today that Japan is mobilizing its
entire military strength., Observers
said this means another million
men will be put under arms at
once, in addition to the million al-
ready mobilized as a result of the
war with China.

Prince Konoye, prime minister, is
reported forming a new cabinet
which assertedly may wield a sort
of semi-dictatorship over the Jap-
anese armed forces.

Japan assertedly will strike at
Russia in Siberia as soon as it ac-
quires desired French bases in
French TIndo-China. Presumably
Tokyo will try to get these by ulti-
matum, but will resort to aggres-

sion if necessary.
Many competent ogservers feel
that if Japan hazards a stab into

Indo-China it will be committed
to a program that will include at-
tempts to take over the Dutch
East Indies and probably the Phil-
ippines.

In that connection,
ate today heard

the U. S. Sen-
suggestions that
the U. S., if necessary, segregate
the estimated 35,000 Japanese im
Hawaii if requisite to prevent sab-
otage of the U. S. Pear Harbor base.

There was some talk of deporting
the Japs, but most senators appar=
ently felt such a drastic move une
necessary at this time.

It was clear that Japan today
was maneuvering to prevent get«
ting hurt from a U. S. order freez-
ing its funds which it evidently ex=
pects.

Secretary of the Treasury More
genthau today bluntly warned con-
gress and the nation that non-dee
dense manufacturing must be
sharply curtailed now if the de-
fense program is to move on sched-
ule.

He pointed to the automobile ine
dustry as a glaring example. It is
still pushing production of vehicl-
es for civilian use. More and more
of its facilities, he said, should be
shifted to defense produceion.

General George Marshall, U. 8.
Army chief of staff, again warned
congress today that the U. S. is
not facing — it is already in —a
grave emergency.
