Day To Be Aug. 10

Austin—The Texas Railroad Com-
mission today said the Texas Oil-
For-Britain day would be Aug. 10,
one of the days originally schedul-
ed for a shutdown under the pro-
ration program.

The Texas oil man suggested pro-
gram under whidh Texas will give
a day's oil production to England.

If the whole state cooperates,
Britain will get about 2,000,000 bar-
rels of oil valued at $2,500,000. Oil
is $1.15 per barrel.

Chicago grains, that advanced
yvesterday, made another solid gain
today.

Wheat at noon was a cent to a
cent and a half higher: September
$1.06 1-8. Corn was up a’quarter
to a half: Sept. 75 3-8. Oats were
five-eighths to a cent higher; Sept.
37 1-2.

Cotton in New York was 5 to 22
points higher, and in New Orleans
was up 6 to 19 points.

New York stocks dropped. Indu-
strials in the Dow-Jones average
were down 27 cents at the end of
the fourth hour. Rails were down
3. utilities were off 11, leaving the
entire list down 10. Fourth hour
volume was 470.000 shares.

WASHINGTON. — Those present
are keeping mum about it, but Ad-
ministration leaders almost had to

call out the riot squad to get the
Senate military affairs committee
to report out the War Department’s
“draft property” bill. The compro-
mise bill was approved only after
what one Senator privately de-
scribed as the “wildest committee
meeting I have ever attended.” He
wasn’'t exaggerating,

For a time, while debate was at
its hottest, the closed-door session
seemed like a waterfront brawl.
Members threw senatorial dignity
to the winds and all buf slugged
it out over the Army’s demand for
authority to draft property for de-
fense.

Two Democrats, Sheridan Dow-
ney, California’s “yes and noer” on
foreign affairs, and “Happy”
Chandler, militant anti-isolationist
Kentuckian, almost did throw
punches.

It started when Wayne Coy, head
of the Office of Tmergency Man-
agement, came from the White
House with a draft of the prop-
erty-seizure bill which, it devel-
oped, was a virtual facsimile of the
War Department’s drastic original
bill. There was a brief pause after
the bill was read—and then the
battle began.

All the Republican members and
three Democrats, including Dow-
ney, jumped from their chairs
hotly charging that the War De-
partment was trying to put over
a fast one, and demanding that
Coy take the bill back to the White
House. Ordinarily reserved, Senator
Warren Austin of Vermont, a
strong supporter of the President’s
foreign policies, wrothily declared
that he would not “go along” on
this legislation, *“giving the Presi-
dent blanket powers to seize prop-
erty.”

‘FIGHTING WORDS’

Senator Styles Bridges of New
Hampshire, another GOP anti-isola-
tionist, exclaimed:

“If the President wants national
unity and support from Republi-
cans, he'd better give this bil] back
to the War Department.”

Downey and several others also
joined in the attack. Meanwhile
Chandler, in charge of the legisla-
tion, kept shouting at the top of
his voice:

“Property is no more sacred than
human life. If the President has
power to draft men for the Army,
he also should have the right to
draft property.”

Aggression” Is Criticized

Japan, poised over French Indo-
China, was sharply criticized by
the U. S. today in a note worded
by Acting Secretary of State
Sumner Welles,

He said Japan has no valid
ground for occupying Indo-China,
or even taking new bases there,
and said any such program can
be described only as wanton ag-
gression,

Furthermore, he said, such a
move threatens U. S. defense sup-
plies (presumably from the Dutch
East Indies) and is a direct threat
to the Philippines and Waestern
hemisphere and American security.

However, he did not indicate
whether the U. S. would take eco-
nomic or other reprisals against
Japan.

A British spokesman today said
the 1. S. and Britain were jointly
watching Far Eastern developments
and hinted that the two nations
might move together in applying
economic and fiscal reprisals. A
total trade embargo was talked.

Observers” generally, however,
couldg not understand Britain's re-
ported position today that a Jap-
anese thrust into Indo-China
would fail to menace the big Eng-
lish naval base at Singapore.

Britain last night said Singapore
and other Oriental and Pacific out«
posts had been forewarned and
forearmed of Japanese intentions;
and that RAF reinforcements had
been distributed throughout that
area.

Chinese intelligence sources last
night said 30 Japanese troop transe
ports, guarded by three warships,
moved southward past Hongkong
five days ago. Japan several days
ago also assertedly sent seven big
battleships, three airecraft carriers
and 55 destroyers from Japanese
waters southward, presumably to-
ward French Indo-China.

The Vichy. French government,
presumably under both German
and Japanese pressure, last night
announced an “understanding” with
Japan concerning French Indo-
China. Vichy denied it was acting
under the prod of an ultimatum
though many qualified sources be-
lieved it was.

The French parroted the same
story that Japan has been telling:
That English, Free French or
Chinese forces, or a combination
of all three, were planning to ine
vade Indo-China and that Japan
had to move because it had guare
anteed Indo-China's borders.

Vichy said its failure in Syria
had caused it to modify its pos«
ition that all French colonies would
be defended only by French forces.

Independent observers see in
the Japanese move the beginning
of a series of new aggressions aime
ed first at Indo-China, then at the
Dutch East Indies: then perhaps
at the Philippines.

The Indo-China adventure will
give Japan new bases, closer to
Singapore, the Dutda East Indies
and the Philippines and will aid
(;.;m'man.\' by diverting some Enge
lish and U. S. attention to those
areas.

Since Japan, under its new goV=
ernment, has given unmistakable
signs of having aggression ideas,
Russia may have to weaken its
resistance to Germany in order to
bolster its Siberian frontier against
a possible Japanese thrust.

How far Japan goes likely will
depend in large measure on how
soon and how hard the U. S. and
Britain crack down.

The Russo-German war today
seemed to be running against the
Nazis, who assertedly had lost the
offensive on the central front, lead-
ing to Moscow, as a resull of fur«

A study of the Canadian figures
also shows that in Canada there
has recently been a decided slowing
down in the rate of increase, It is
very probable that the rise in U, S.
prices will, likewise, slow down
after the present excitement is over
and farm priees reach parity.

What Abeut Rents?

The cost of building has gone up
9 per cent oever a year ago; but 70
per cent of this inerease went to
labor and taxes, not to material
costs. This means that—with the ex-
ception of the Defense Areas where
rents will be pegged—there wil] be
rent increases. Meost landlords dur-
ing the past ten years have barely
got enough rent to pay taxes, insur-
ance, and repairs, leaving almost
nothing for interest or for them-
selves. They are entitled to a
“break.”

There also will be increases in
metal goods, including toys for the
children as well as automobiles,
both new and used cars. Clothing
will increase some until the prices
of cotton and wool reach parity. But
these increases are not due to the
war, nor to the manufacturers.
These increases are due to artifi-
cially-controlled prices for cotton
and other agricultural products
forced upon us by Southern and
Westerp politicians. This is not say-
ing that the cotton, wool, grain, and
fruit growers are not entitled to
more than they have been getting
—but let us not blame the war or
inflation for such increases, The 8
per cent rise in food prices, the 1
per cent rise in clothing, and the
5 per cent rise in coal this July
compared with July, 1940, are due
to j)Olili('S.
