Miaa Weaton.a 
talented singer, ia expected to arrive 
today and be heard tonight at the 
arbor. Preceding the night arrvicu 
Wednesday the Christian and Mis- 
aionary Alliance held religious scr- 
vice® on Muin street.

"Jesus ranic to seek and to aave 
that which was lost." waa the subject 
o f the excellent sermon of the evan­
gelist. The story of Zaccheua. con­
tained in Luke 19. alsu waa read as 
a basis upon which to show that 
Christ seeks sinners and accepts 
those who seek Him.

The speaker enlivened his remarks 
by the copious use of personal ex 
periences and by incidents in the 
fives of great men. He told of be 
ing lost in an expansive forest in 
Kast Tons*. how he waa dangerously 
surrounded by wild animals and how 
he pas rescued The sinner finds 
hintgclf In the same condition, sur­
rounded by wickedness and almost 
inextricable creatures of habit. From 
the moment be determines he is lost 
he makes an effort to recover him 
self.

**Zarchcus was unlike most rich 
med." the evangelist said. "He was 
a rich man seeking Clod. Few rich 
mea seek Him in this day and time, 
because they trust in their riches 
Zaoeheus told the Lord that if  he 
h*d»exacted money dishonestly from 
any man he had returned it four­
fo ld  thereby showing his earnestness 
in picking Christ. His liberality to 
the. poor was great, and showed he 
realized that he had not come into 
possession o f hia riches without hav­
ing, Jwen in a measure harsh on some 
persons. He climbed into a sycamore 
tre fi ns difficult as that might be 
that be might sec Christ. When a 
mnft goes to much trouble to see the 
Master, the laird will not withhold 
Hidmrlf. In this case the Lord 
called for Zaccheus to come down 
from the sycamore tree, ‘ for this day 
I must abide at thy house.*

‘*It ia recorded that he received 
Jems joyously. Kvery person find 
ing Christ is full of joy. It is in 
great contrast to many of those pro­
fessing to be Christians these days 
who have a long, solemn face sym­
bolical o f death. The Christian 
should be the most happy and joyous 
man in the universe and if his sins 
are «<ally cancelled and he ia try 
in© t<\ live in unison with the Savior 
o f inert, hia countenance is constantly 
belM».'I up with n dfvine fire which 
C ^vorld perceives. Pbri-dianity and

.ipineaa are synonymous. The 
long fared man may have religion, 
hut it is doubtful if ho has become 
a Christian."

The evangelist again brought an 
anathema against the statement that 
it was necessary for a Chriatian to 
commit ain every day, every week 
and every year, lie declared it was 
possible for a man to live above ain 
and that when Christ was promised 
to the earth it waa said He would 
save Hif people from their aina, not 
"in their aina.'*

"The man who has found the .Mas­
ter ia diligent that he may save oth 
erg. Christ came specifcally to 
earth to seek and t oaave sinners 
The Christian will become like his 
Master in trying to snatch sinners 
from their lives of degradation and 
perdition. Aa Chris: was to
earth to seek and to save that which 
was lost. He has sent Hia children 
into the w*orld as ambassadora to save 
sinners.

The evangelist told how a Sunday 
school teacher waa the cause of the 
convention o f Dwight I- Moody, one 
o f the most famous preachers of mod­
ern days. In his youth ha was a 
gdwky. irresponsible person, with lit- 
tl* or no learning. Both his parents 
were dead. Being desiroua o f enter­
ing a line o f work he appealed to 
an uncle for a position in hia shoe 
store. The uncle offered him the 
place upon condition that he attend 
Sunday school and church every Sun­
day. This restriction was againat 
Moody's temperament, but the posi­
tion and the good home afforded by 
the uncle overbalanced it and he de­
cided to Jake the place. When he 
took ups nia new poaition Moody's 
unci* besought the Sunday school 
teacher that she would continually 
talk to the boy about his soul. This 
she did. Moody showed no signs oT 
quitting hia sinful life until one day 
la* little Sunday achool teacher came 
to the store where Moody was em 
Ployed, and, wnlktng up to him, asked1 
him to settle the question then and 
there. Moody waa impressed hy the 
xeal and efforts o f the young lady 
and when she asked him to promise 
there that he would make the de­
rision he studied a bit and instantly 
and brightly aajd:

"1 will settle its I'll giv* my life 
to Him."

"Fiom  that mnmant," said the 
hoy preacher, "Dwight L. Mooly was 
horn into the kingdom and h«qron a 
lifo  o f sain fire for saving souls.
