Twelve candidates for governor
of the Lone Star state are already

in the democratic race, and it is|

intimated that more names may
be added to the list within the
next few days.

Lynch and T. W. Davidson both
former lieutenant governors, are
possible candidates and it is not

at all unlikely that by the time

The News is mailed this week that
both will have announced.
Davidsons ran neck and neck in
the Miriam A. Ferguson run-off
Lynch receiving 141,208 votes
and T. W. 135,011, the former be-
ing third from the top and only
9216 votes behind Mrs. Ferguson
ho went into the run-off, and
on the nomination from Felix
D. Robertson of Dallas. In the
1926 primary Davidson jas  a
candidate and again ran third

Governor Moody receiving as many |

votes as Davidson and Mrs. Fer-
guson, seeking renomination, com-
bined.

CONCENTRATION POINTS
Several Lamb county farmers at-
tended the meetings at Lubbock
Monday in the interest of having |
the American Cotton Cooperative
Association designate headquarters
at Lubbock for division number 2.
planned in the new setup under
the supervision of the Federal

Farm Board.

It is planned to have at least €
points near Lubbock where there
Is sufficient cotton for them to |
qualify as a ten thousand bale
unit, while Lubbock would be the |
headquarters and qualify for the |
100,000 bale division point. Where |
1 territory reaches a delivery o
100,000 bales they may be allowed |
to have their own management |
and overhead expense account |
They may then deal directly with
the American Cotton Cooperative |
Association, and have all the privi-
leges of a state organization here
at home, |

There should be a 10,000 bale!
point located in Lamb county, and |
will be, according to state directors |
if the business interests in this|
section will show the proper inter- |
»st and underwrite their part in|
the movement. It will be arranged
for the non-members to have their
cotton classed and given the in-
formation as to what that class
of cotton will sell for in the mar-
kets of the world, on the day they
make application for this service
by paying fee.

It will not be known whether
Lubbock will qualify for head-
quarters until after the meeting
of their Chamber of Commerce
and Board of City Development
in that city on Wednesday, Apri!
2nd, to decide whether they will
underwrite their part of the guar-
antee of the movement.

However, that will not affect the
chances of Lamb county's going
after the 10,000 bale point, and se-
curing the services of a govern-
ment grader for this section, who
will serve every cotton grower who
may want this service. The Agri-
cultural Marketing Act has made
possible all the things mentioned
in the new setups, sponsored by
the Federal Farm Board, through
the officers of the A. C. C. A at
this time.

Your Uncle Sam does not gen-
erally fail when he starts a move-
ment for the good of all the people
of this great nation, and the peo-
ple who now trust their cotton
selling ta him need have no fear
but that the resources of their
government are going to see that
they get a square deal.
