TRAILER LICENSE LAW
MODIFIED
BY LEGISLATURE

An act to amend Bill No. 6, 1e-
cently passed in the 41st legisla-
ture in the second called session,
'xempts a farmer from payment
of a trailer license fce where the
weight of said trailer is less than
4000 pounds. provided that the
trailer is operated or moved tem-
porarily upon the highway. The
term ‘“operated or moved tem-
porarily” upon the highways is
defined in this law as follows:
“The operation of conveying be-
tween different farms and the
operation or conveyance from the
owvners farm to the place where
his farm produce ic preparei for
market or where some actua -
'y marketed and rcturn”

Theie is anciner clause in th
above act that expressly states
and warns that a trailer owner is
exempt from license in accordance
with the above, is not to ignore
the other provisions of the law in
regard to tail light, dimensions
of trailer, etc. The Dbill becomes
effective April 10,1930.--Muleshoe
Journal.

LUBBOCK TO BE HEAD-
QUARTERS COTTON CO-OP.

On March 31st Mr. C. O. Moser,
secretary of the American Cotton
Cooperative Association, met with
the business men and farm lead-
ers of the Plains at Lubbock for
the purpose of discussing what was
necessary for the city to_ secure
the headquarters privilege of dis-
trict No. 2 in Texas, consisting of

more than 60 counties on the
Plains and West Texas.
On Wednesday, April 9, the

Chamber of Commerce and a large
number of farmers met in Lub-
bock to have a mutual under-
standing regarding the move-
ment. After being assured by the
farmers present that the head-
quarters of the new organization
located at Lubbock would be a
great advantage to all cotton
growers in reach of the organ-
ization, and should cause them
to receive more money for their
cotton crop with which to buy
supplies needed on the farm, the
farmers were asked to sign the
$27,500 guarantee agreement with
the Chamber of Commerce to
show their faith in the movement
as well as giving their moral sup-
port. The farmers signed on Lhe
dotted line in such numbers with-
out regard to whether they were
members of the present cotton
Association or not, that it must
have removed all doubt from the
minds of their business f{riends.
More than 180 names were Se-
cured that day out of the 200
present, and before the week end
there were more than 500 names
secured on the contract between
the Chamber of Commerce and

the Texas Cotton Cooperative
Association. The requirements
called for by Mr. Moser have

been more than complied with to
secure the headquarters privilege
at Lubbock and the guarantee
will have been paid in full when
the men who signed the contract
get into the field and help sign
4000 new members on the new
marketing agreement, in the 60
or more counties in this district.
