IN OHIO PEN. FIRE
Scene of Terror Ensues 

With Dead Strewn 
Throughout Four Cell 
Blocks. Guardsmen 
and Regular Army 
Units Aid in Preserv­
ing Order.
COLUMBUS O , April 21.— 

More th a n  300 men, confined 
in Ohio peniten tiary  here, met 
d eath  ton igh t when a d isas­
trous fire swept four cell blocks 
in the  prison yards. Most of 
the  dead were convicts t r a p ­
ped in the  ill-fated  tiers of 
cells. More th a n  100 others 
were affected seriously by the 
smoke and  it  was feared more 
would die.

A. & M. TO PARTICIPATE IN
BIG OIL FUNDS OF T U.

AUSTIN, April 21— An agree­
m ent under w hich the Agricul­
tu ra l an d  M echanical College of 
Texas will partic ipa te  in the  huge 
oil income of the  U niversity of 
Texas was reached here today a t 
a jo in t m eeting of th e  regents of 
the  university and  the  directors 
of A. &  M College.

The two bodies will recom m end 
to th e  s ta te  legislature th a t  neces­
sary changes be m ade in existing 
law to carry  out th e  division of 
funds.

They recom m end th a t  for the 
years 1931, 1932, 1933 and 1934, 
A. & Nf College receive $150,000 
a  year from available funds th a t  
arise from  investm ent of th e  p e r­
m an en t fund of th e  university.

Beginning Septem ber 1, 1931
they recom m end th a t  A. &  M 
College get one-th ird  of th e  avail­
able fund  except th a t  coming 
from surface leases on university 
land.

T he p erm anen t fund now 
am ounts to  about $14,000,000 and 
is rapidly  increasing w ith th e  de­
velopm ent of oil lands owned by 
the  university.

DALLAS, April 19— M. K. G ra­
ham  of G raham , president of the  
Southw estern Political and  Social 
Science Association aeclared here 
l i 'd a y  n ight in his an n u a l ad ­
dress a t the association's conven­
tion th a t  those “who contro l the 
money of the  world, as m atters 
now stand, control its people. Its 
governm ents and  Its d es tin ie s’’

He denounced chains and  m erg­
ers as “ a m enace to the  welfare 
of the country ,” and warned 
against continued merging of big 
banks and th e  centralization  of 
money power.

G roup banking he term ed p a r ­
ticularly  objectionable, predicting 
th a t  unless it  is stopped, the 
groups in tim e would be able to 
d icta te  the  Federal Reserve pol­
icies.

“I t  Is commonly conceded th a t 
the  chains and  m ergers are a 
m enace to  th e  welfare of the 
country, even if they all succeed," 
he asserted. "Not only because of 
th e ir  belittling effect upon many 
men, but also because of power 
It eventually will give those in 
control to charge th e ir  own prices 
and  do as they  please. If they 
fail, there  will be loss, unscram ­
bling and  h a rd  times. E ither way, 
the  people will lose and  pay.”

He urged th e  placing of a defi­
n ite  lim it to  th e  issue of deposit 
currency of banks, because “the 
more there  is of it. the  less each 
unit tends to  be w orth.”

DIES IN WASHINGTON

WASHINGTON, April 18.—Rep­
resentative R Q. Lee of Texas is
dead.

The Texan died a t  th e  em er­
gency hospital about 10 o ’clock 
Friday m orning a fte r an  illness 
of five weeks.

Mr Lee was stricken w ith p a r­
alysis five weeks ago and  it was 
th o ugh t for some tim e th a t he 
would recover W ednesday night 
he suffered a relapse and  T hurs­
day physicians gave up hope of 
his recovery.

Robert Quincy Lee was a native 
of Coldwater, Tate county, Mis­
sissippi. He was born Jan . 12, 
1869 He removed w ith h is fa ther 
in 1866 to Fort Worth, and  then  
to Cisco, Stephens county, in 1891. 
In  Caddo he was engaged in gen­
eral m erchandising He did not 
move to Cisco until September, 
1913.

Mr. Lee's first political post 
cam e with his election to con­
gress in  1928.

“brown bug” th a t has been such a 
pest:

‘ T hroughout th e  United States, 
except in  th e  extrem e North, th e  
roots of carro t, parsn ip  and celery 
a re  sometimes seriously Injured 
by a m edium -sized reddish brown 
insect which has m uch th e  a p ­
pearance of th e  small Ju n e  beetle 
It is from one-half to five-eighths 
inch in  length  On the  fron t p a rt 
of the  tho rax  is a depressed area, 
in fron t of which is a sm all d is­
tinc t tubercle. The beetles leed 
mostly underground, gnawing out 
holes in the  roots and  u n d er­
ground stem s In  addition  to th e  
i la n ts  m entioned above, th e  
beetles have been known to a t ­
tack beet, celery, sweet potato, 
zorn, dahlia, cabbage, sunflower, 
and cotton, and some weeds as 
ragweed and red-root.

They In- 
Tease considerably in  size before 
la tch  ng. which takes place In 
one to th ree  weeks The larvae  
eed on the  roots of grasses an d  
lecaying vegetable m a tte r  an d  
ometimes attack  th e  sam e p lan ts  
vs do th e  beetles. W hen m ature , 
he larva is *4 inch  in  length, 
' ’» 'sh  white w ith head  brown. 
From six to  eleven weeks a re -  
pent in the  larval stage. The m a- 
ure grubs construct e a rth en  cells 
vithln which to pupate  an d  th e  
beetles emerge two or th ree  
veeks later.
