They
gave their lives to win. Bt they won.
They got no gain. But their country
| stands strong among the world pow-
era_today because of them.

Aaron Burr was a_cabinet officer
his day. He never went into the wil
derness. He salled smoothly down the
Ohio and landed at Blennerhasset's
Island. He had lmwm dreams, too—
an empire of prlvﬂogﬂnd an aristoe-
racy of money. And his hBame toda¥
is one that by right once was higher
than that of Aldrich or Ballinger, but
today synonymous with that of ‘‘trait-
or'' and ‘‘dog’''—a thing for every
honest American to spit ‘upon, as
whenArnold is-mentioned.

It 18 just a question of time in thh
country when the ploneers are properly
honored and the would-be .betrayers
properly condémnéd. Gifforg Pinchot
can well afford to bide his time. And
fhe time of thé Ballingers wjll come.
Tt is the country that cannot afford to
walit too long,

President Taft could have done
nothing else except dismiss Pinchot
frof his position as chief forester. It
was rank and deliberate insubordina-
tion when Mr, Pinchot wrote his letter
to Senator Dolliver, to be read in the
‘senate In direct disobedience to execu-
tive instructions. It forced the hand
of President Taft. Pinchot knew what
he was doing. And Presidedt Taft
knew what he was bound to do in gelf-
- respect-and- consonance - with his-offi-
chl dignity.

" And the fine thing for patriotic
Amerieans to consider is the way that
Pinchot and Taft have faced each oth-
er and renced and finished, with polite-
ness ‘and respect for each other's
motives preserved, while respect for
each other's judgment long ago had
disappeared.

For present uynderstacding of the
situation in Wishingtcn, it i1s enough
to say that President Taft could not
Hhave done otherwise the s dismiss from.
the government service Mr. Plnchol
when he did, and that Mr. Piachot
could not sanely have done otherwise
than he did, in view of his devotion
to the cause of conservation, of which
he has devoted his life and private
fortune,
