fice building at 8th and Ohio, the Bt.
James haoltel will, it is learned, occupy
the two upper stories of the City Na-
tional, Bank buillding and may possi:
bly secure the entire structmre. This
buiiding immediately adjoins the 8t.
James on the west and could be con:
verted for hotel purposes with com-
parative ease.

Work is already under way on the
third fidor of the bagk bullding and
the St. James will use it as an annex
withont. waiting for the new office
bullding to be compieted. The third

floor been used for many years
as a ge hall and for similar pur-
poses, But is now being cut wp Into

rooms for the hotel's use. The same
steps will eventually be taken with
the second story and It is not unlikely
that the ground floor wiil be made use
of by the hotel after the bank has
moved to its new quarters.

The need for hotel accommodations
in Wichita Falls is acute. At this sea-
son of the year, when travel is not
particularly heavy and the demand for
accommodations not excessive,
practically impossible for anyone ar.
riving on the night trains to get a
room anywhere save in the cheaper
rooming houses. The transient popu-
lation of Wichita Falls would be twice
as large as it is, were accommodations
avallable. The 8t. James occuples not
only the large three-story bullding on
7th street, but a number of rooms in
the rear of the Wyatt bullding. When
the new rooms in the City National
structure are available, about fifty
rooms will be used, and even then
there will be none too many. If the
present plans of the owners of the St
James are carried out, it will occupy
a threestory structure half a block In
length and fifty feet deep, making one
of the largest hotels in West Texas.

The -uunboot Sultana was bullt at
Cincinnati in 1863 and was a regular
packet running ' between New Orleans
and St. Louls, During the Civil War
the boat did comsiderable business for

In transporting troops alang the Mis-
sissippl river.

On the ill-fated trip that marked the
end of her career the Sultana left
New Orleans April 21, 1866, pnd ar-
rived at Vicksburg April 24, remain-
ing there twenty-six hours. At Vicks-
burg 1,965  soldlers, or about two full
regiments, and thirty-five federal offi-
cers who had been paroled, having
been in the Confederate prisons at
Andersonville, Macon and Cahaba, and
also two companies of infantry, were
taken om board, making more than
2,200 persons on the boat. The homes
of the soldlers were In Tennessee, Ken-
tucky, Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, Wis-
consin, Illinols, Nebraska, Kansas and
West Virginia, the larger number be-
ing from Tennessee and Kentucky.

Every avallable foot of space was oc-
cupled by the soldiers and the regular
passengers; In fact, the boat was
greatly overcrowded. On the morning
of April 26 the Sultana reached Mem-
phis, where a large quantity of sugar
was unloaded. Early on the morning
of the next day the boat left Memphis,
About four o'clock that aftermoomn oc-
curred the terrific explosion which de-
stroyed the boat and sent hundreds of
souls to death, The explosion oc-
curred pear Men and Chicken Island,
one of the four bollers of the boat
bursting. The vessel caught fire and
it was at once evident that the vessel
was doomed and with it the majority
of those on board.

Hundreds of the passengers jumped
from the burning boat to the water,
only to be swallowed by the current.
A few were saved by clinging to pleces
of the wreckage. Others managed to
swim for miles only, to perish from- éx-
haustion.

Seven boats were hurriedly sent
from Memphis to pick up all the sur
vivors who could be found. Some of
these were taken to Memphis, others
to 8t. Louls and Cairo. They were
placed In military hospitals, where
they remalned until they had recover-
ed from their injuries. But nearly all
of the 2,200 persons on board the ill-
fated craft had perished.

Tribute to the Dead.
Moblle, Ala., April 27.—For an hour
today the business of the great Con-
federate reunion In progress here was
suspended while elogquent tribute was
pald to the memory. of the comrades
who have passed away during the year.
During the process of the memorial
services the flags on the convention
auditorium  were draped and music
of an appropriate character was ren-
dered by the band and chorus. The
memorial oration was delivered by
Captaln W. H. Harrison of Atlanta
In addition to the veterans, the par
ticipants in the exercises Included the
ladies of the Confederate Southern
Memorial Assoclation and the member-
ship of other auxiliary bodles.

The harvest of death among those
whose names were prominently as-
sociated with the Confederate cause
was unusually large during the past
twelve months. Included among those
who passed away were Mrs. J. Addi-
son Hayes, daughter of President Jef-
ferson Davis; Maj. Gen. Robert Low-
ery, commander of the Mississippl di-
vision; Maj. Gen. Paul A. Fuss, former
commander of the Northwest division;
Maj). Gen. Zimmerman Davis, com-
mander of the South Carolina division ;
Col. J. B. Cowan, M. D, assistant sur-
geon general of the United Confeder-
ate Veterans, and Brig. Gen. B, G. Wil
lett, assistant quartermaster-general of
the organization.

Washington, D. C, April 27.—The
National Soclety of Colonial Dames
met In blennial council here today.
About 150 delegates were present,
principally from the thirteen colonial
states. Mrs. Willlam Ruffin Cox of
Virginia, the president of the soclety,
presided. The reports of Mrs. Alex-
ander J. Cassatt, the treasurer, and
Mrs Joseph Rucker Lamar, the secro-
tary, were read.
