Without removing the tire, the in-
spector will check for correct air
pressure in tires, bent rims and
out-of-true wheels, cuts or breaks
in treads or sjdewalls and eviden-
ces of wear from badly aligned
wheels, faulty brakes, unbalanced
wheels, camber malalignment and
excessive wear of kingpins, bush-
ings and wheel bearings, Inspect-
ors may remove tires from rims
for further inspection, if not sat-
isfied with inspection on the rim.

RABBITS SOMETIMES
INFECTED WITH TULAREMIA

During the winter months hunt
ing rabbits is a popular sport and
a wild rabbit makes a very fine
food, but according to the State
Health Department, extreme care
should be used in the handljng of
wild rabbits to prevent a possible
infection with tularemia.

“Those little cottontail rabbits
are not always. as harmless as
they look,” states Dr. Geo. W. Cox
State Health Officer. ‘“for some
of them are infected with tulare-
mia, This serious disease which

1s also known as rabbit fever us- throgh January 5th. Henry Stalcup '

ually is acquired by human beings
through contact with infected rab
bit or through contact with the
infected jnsect that spreads it
from animal to animal.” .

Dr. Cox cautioned that hunters
should shoot only the frisky rab-
|bits that run away. A rabbit with
out energy to scamper away from
the hunter is likely to be a sick |
one that can transmit tulremia to
those who hanlle him.

“It is necessary to handle un-
cooked rabbit meat cautibusly,” |
Dr. Cox said. “The use of rubber
gloves will protect your hands
since the germs may enter the
body through any cut or scratch

however small if the rabbitt is
handled without gloves. 2
|  “As further safeguard, rabbit

meat should be cooked very thor-
oughly so as to destroy any dis- |
ease producing germ that may be
present. This means that it should
be cooked at a boiling temperature
for at least 20 minutes before
cooking it to your individual taste

Fire Chief Ted Wood, and mem-
bers of the Dimmitt Fire Depart-
ment have addressed the following
open letter to local citizens:

“Several reasons have prompted
us to address you at this season,
and request your cooperation in
giving us certain information.

“Our department, like most
others in Texas has_suffered the
loss of experienced men -during
the past year. We are, therefore,
operating with a shortage of man-
power; wartime living conditions
make it imperative that we make
every effort to conserve automo-
ble tires and gasoline.

“Based on fire loss: records of
previous holiday seasons as com-
piled by Marvin Hall, State Fire
Inurance Commissioner, it is to
be expected that there will be a
number of fires in Teras within the
next several days. Among these
fires will be some loss of life. Such
disasters will result from careléss
ness. neglect and ‘taking chnces”
with unsafe decorations.

“In order that we of the fire
department may schedule our in-
dividual activities, and be ready
to answer your fire alarm with a
minimum loss of time and with as

formation:

1. Have you decided when you
want us to make a hurry-up call
to see you? If so, please state
the day and approximate hour.
2. At what hour do »ou plan to
expose your combustible decora-
tion to open fires, heavy lights
matches or candles? ;
3. Please let us know the hour
of the day or night you plan to
place in use, vour old frayed
electric cords lights or appliances

4.. We can reduce your fire loss
if you will let us know when
your accumulation of paper waste
wrappings and boxes will reach
a peak, allowing a few minutes
time before it is jgnited.
5. By letting us know about
five minutes before you allow
vour Christmas tree to become
ignited in the house, vour loss
can be kept principally to water
and smoke damage, or maybe
only the use of a small fire ex-
tinguisher will be necessary.
“Seriously, this is a reminder
and a request that we dilligently
try to make this season fire-safe.
Ouyr carefulness can keep it pleas-
ant; our carelessness will make it
djststerous.

THE AMOEBA

The .Amoeba is a one-celled ani-
mal belonging to the Ehylum Pro-
tozoa and to the class Sarcpdina.
The Amoeba lives in many differ-
ent habitats, at sea, in fresh water
and in the sojl.

A common, large fresh-water
specis, and one that is usually sel-
ected to introduce the phylum is

roscopic in size, When looking at
this animal under the microscope
it looks like an irregular, colorless
jelly-like mass which moves by
thrusting out and withdrawing
little finger-like projections known
as psuedopodia. The Amoeba pro
teus exhibits all the activities nec-
ssary to maijntain itself and its
race that are characteristic of fthe
higher animals.
