“We do recognize, as do you. tha t the oil and gaa in d u a t»  la an  Im­
portant segment in the economy of Texas,** he ssid, "but we f t \  certain 
tha t it is not so large a t  to Justify the large share of the financial bur­
den th a t we have on us for governmental costs **

He called attention to Indications that ' some ra ther large economic 
forces are in play In Texas o ther than tha t provided by oil and gaa."
