It would appear natural, 
when Hiler starts telling the 
names of the people he has 
known that skepticism would 
erupt among the adults who 
come along with the children 
to see him . . . Bat Master- 
son. Wyatt Earp. Pat Garrett, 
the sheriff who got Billy the 
Kid That's not the case, Hil­
er claims. Skeptics don't both­
er him anyway He can prove 
everything.
