In case Corea
needs a foreign loan she may place
it only in Japan, England or America.
Foreigners cannot enter the Corean
service. Immediate measures must be
taken to defend Corean territory ana
protest must be made against the en-
terprises of other powers which appear
to interfere with the defense of Corea.’

Corea refus-
ed and sent forces to destroy the lines
already constructed across the fron-
tier.

The Russian minister, continues this
unusually frank recital notified the
Corean government that an attempt to
interrupt the continuation of the tele-
graph line from Vladivostock to Gen-
san would be deemed an inimical act
and would be followed by unfriendly
reations between the two governments.
Nevertheless Russia again yielded and
proposed another route Trom Seoul .to
a junction with a Russian line to Pe-
kin.

At the same period Corea bhought
$100,600 worth of ordinance and an
English artillerist who sent to instruct
the Corean gunners.

Danger for Russia

The greatest danger for Russia, says
this writer. “would be for England, if
Japan came to establish a naval sta-
tion in the south of Corea which would
cut Viadivostock off from Port Arthur.

He feared the agreement of 1900, for
bidding any such staflon would not
prevent some British. company under
cover of commercial rights, from build-
ing docks, cannon, foundries, etc.

“We have learned, it would seem,
enough—in any event the Japanese
have not got such thick descriptions
of Corea nor such excellent maps of
Corea as we possess.”

EXAMINATION FOR
DOMESTIC SCIENCE

Dates Fixed for September 9 and 10—
Positions Open in Indian Service
at $600 Per Annum

The United States civil service com-
mission announces that on September
9-10, an examination will be held by
the local board at government build-
ing for the . position of domestic
science teacher in the Indian service,
the age limit being 20 years or over.
Two days will be required for this
examination. Applicants must have
received training in a cooking school
and be familiar with the chemistry
of foods and food materials. In addi-
tion to the required qualifications in
«ookery and household management
and sanitation, applicants should also
have the general qualifications of the
ordinary teacher.

From the eligibles resulting from
this examination it is expected that
certification will be made to the posi-
tion of domestic science teacher, Car-
lisle school, in the Indian service, at a
salary of $600 per annum, and to other
similar vacancies as they may occur.

This examination is open to all citl-
zens of the United States who comply
with the requirements. Competitors
will be rated without regard to any
consideration other than the qualifica-
tions shown in their examination pa-
pers, and eligibles will be certiflea
strietly in accordance with the civil
service law and rules.

Persons who desire to compete
should at once apply to the secretary
of the board of local examiners.
