New York Aug. 14—Inquiries have 
been made by tue Tribune as to the 
stock of Anthracite coal on hand at 
several cities in the fast with the fol­
lowing result:

New York city dealers say the sup­
ply here his been practically exhaust­
ed for weeks. The railroad companies 
have been able to deliver only a few 
thousand tons a day recently, and 
much ot it i. known as washed coal.

Retail price of mal in Jersey City is 
$9 a ton. delivered or $8 at the yards 
and orders are taken only conditional­
ly. The dealers have agents out pur­
chasing wherever they can find coal. 
None is coming in by the cars. Some 
have a meagre reserve supply, but 
this is kept for customers with whom 
they have contract?. Orders for thous­
ands of tons have been pigeonholed 
because they cannot be filled.

Boston reports that no distress has 
vet been felt, although the margin of 
♦he coal supply is not a pleasant ob­
ject of contemplation. One authority 
said three days ago that there are per­
haps 26.000 tons of coal within the 
city limits. The dealer? are doling 
out their supplies a ton here or two 
tons, there.

Stock Very Low at Baltimore
From Baltimore the report is that 

coal dealers estimate the stock of an­
thracite here at 100,000 tons. This in­
clude.- all in the local yards. The sup­
ply is so low that at a meeting of the 
retail dealers’ asfociation it was de­
cided not to make an advance. The 
price remains $7.50 for regular size 
and $6.25 for pea coal. A famine is 
Imminent.

Buffalo Supply Limited
Buffalo. *N. Y. reports that the Erie 

railroads Hillside is the only anthra­
cite that ean be bought there at pres­
ent It sells for $5.65 a ton. and is 
not the best quality of hard coal. The 
Philadelphia and Reading, the Lehigh, 
the Delaware and Hudson, and the 
Delaware and Lackwanna and West­
ern railroads have all stopped the sale 
of anthracite at their trestles and have 
closed their local agencies, thereby 
putting an absolute stop to their coal 
business. The railroads are maintain­
ing the utmost secrecy regarding their 
supplies and even the Erie officials re­
fuse to say how much thev have on 
hand All the leadine coal dealers say 
the supply is exceedingly limited.

At, Alhanv. N. Y . the retail dealers 
have in stock not to exceed 2.006 tons 
of anihraeite. which they are selling 
at $6 to $6 25 a ton. The Delaware 
and Hudson company has about 1.000 
tons in reserve at Delanson. This, 
with 300 tons held by a wholesale 
dealer is all that can be counted on 
for Albany. It is known says the Al­
bany correspondent that the Delaware 
and Hudson has considerable coal, es­
timated as high as 50.000 tons, on sid­
ings along its Susquehanna division.

The Wilkesbarre, P a , correspon­
dent tays there is no general supply 
of anthracite on hand at anv point in 
the coa! region That what is being 
sold is some that the companies are' 
producing in their washeries and some 
that is obtained by individual con­
cerns from small coal pickings. The 
regular dealers have none and can 
get none.

The following simplified method for 
the restoration of drowning persons 
and of those who have lost conscious­
ness through asphyxia or any other 
cause was developed by Dr. J. V. La- 
borde of the School of Anthropology, in 
Paris. It has proved efficacious in 
many cases. In one cited, of a child 
who had been submerged for nearly 
fifteen minutes, the return of breathing 
was accomplished in ten minutes. A 
translation given oy Harper’« Weekly 
is from a leaflet which Dr. Laborde 
distributes among his pupils, and its 
publication now, when accidents in the 
water are common, is believed to be 
timely:

1. As soon as the drowning man 
has been taken from the water force 
open his mouth. If the teeth are 
clinched, separate them with the fin­
gers or by means of any hard object— 
e. g„ a piece of wood, the end of a 
cane, the handle of a knife, of a spoon 
or of a fork.

2. Firmly seize between the thumb 
and the first finger of the right hand 
the end of the tongue, using your hand­
kerchief or any piece of linen to pre­
vent the tongue from slipping; then re­
peatedly. rhythmically and with de­
cision pull it from the mouth and 
relax it alternately, at the rate of at 
least twenty times a minute, imitating 
the cadenced movements of expiration 
and inspiration.

3. At the same time Introduce far 
back into the throat the first finger of 
the left hand, pressing upon the base 
of the tongue, so as to Induce vomit­
ing. and thus free the stomach of the 
water or food which incumbers IL

4. This treatment the most effica­
cious known method of bringing back 
the respiration, must be begun without 
the slightest delay and persistently 
continued for a half hour, an hour or 
more. At the same time all the usual 
remedies must be applied. Most im­
portant are the removal of the cloth­
ing, friction over the whole body, pres­
sure upon the anterior part of the 
chest, the restoration of the bodily 
beat and. where it Is possible, the 
spplication upon the region of the 
heart of compresses of very hot water.

The same method may and should be 
applied. In the same manner, in all 
cases of asphyxia and of syncope (loss 
of consciousness), from whatever 
cause.

IRRIGATION IN TEXAS.
The last bulletin issued by Director 

Meriam of the* census devotes con­
siderable matter to the subject of Irri­
gation. While irrigation has been used 
in America as far back as the time of 
the old Pueblo tribes in New Mexico 
and Arizona, the public is still learning 
something of this wonderful aid to na­
ture's rainfall by means of which arid 
regions have been transformed to 
oases and thousands of acres worth­
less without water, have been made 
valuable and flourishing with abun­
dant vegetation.

The beginning of irrigation iu this 
country by English-speaking people 
was contemporaneous with the be­
ginning of rice growing in the Caroli­
nes in 1700. -For 150 years irrigation 
was confined to rice growing and its 
use confined to the regions of the rice
field in the southeastern part of the
country.

But to the much-berated Mormons 
do we owe the first systematic appli­
cation of Irrigation in the West 
Driven by ,ner*erutiofi ’from Illinois 
and Missouri, they hurried westward 
like a frightened flock and finally hud­
dling on the shores of t-ji/? great Salt 
Lake, found a stopping place. But the 
soil was eo barren that their scanty 
crops would not grow till at last with 
starvation threatened them, they 
turned the waters of the little* canyon 
streams upon the ground wihere Salt 
Lake City now stands.

About the same time, the gold min­
ers of California were building ditches 
for placer mining and were beginning 
to us<* water from these ditches for ir 
rigation. The epoch making act In 
irrigation's history was the founding 
of the Greely colony at the Colorado 
town of that name. There the wonder­
ful success attained by ready irriga 
tlon's aid. brought t.he possibilities of 
this new form of cultivation to thp 
country's notice, from which it has 
never since withdrawn. The Mormons 
entered Salt Lake Valley in 1847. and 
from a few hundred acres irrigated at 
that time by Indians, Mexicans and at 
California Missions, the amount of ir­
rigated lands has grown to more than 
7,000,000 acres in the United States In 
1899. The value of crops produced 
from this irrigated land in 1899 wa3 
186.860,491, while the total cost of con­
structing (not maintaining) the sys­
tem that yielded these results, was but 
$67,770.942. While these figures of re­
sults In the arid states and territories 
are more graphic, the work in Texas is 
not the least interesting.

In 1889 there were a little over 1500 
irrigators in Texas. In 1899 the num­
ber has grown to nearly 5000. In 1889 
the total acreage irrigated in the state 
was%6.965. In 1899. the acreage had 
grown' to 273,117. of which 264.561 acres 
were irrigated from streams and 8,556 
acres fromovells. The value of irrigat­
ed crops in 1899 was $2.000,248. and the 
cost of constructing the systems was 
$3.192.660. figures which show how 
quickly irrigation pays fer itself, in­
stead of merely paying interest on the 
investment.

Among rice-growing states in which 
irrigation is practiced. Texas ranks 
third with 8.700 acres under irrigation 
and produeng 7,184.461 pounds of rice, 
the entire cost of the systems being 
$326.629.

In states like California where at an 
original cost of $10 30 per acre for In­
stalling the system, and a yearly cost 
for malntainance of 69 cents -per acre, 
the land has been made to give an av­
erage yield valued at $28.47 per acre, 
the most striking results of irrigation 
are seen. Similar wonderful results 
are gotten in Arizona, Nevada. New 
Mexico and Washington, but there is a 
future for irrigation in Texas.

The wonderfully rich Soil, the wells 
of artesian water, may yet be made to 
help out nature during the “ dry spells” 
of year, so that the great state may 
berome not only the fairest, but the 
most productive and richest in the 
Union. Now the government is at 
work in the western part of the state, 
and the next report of the department 
will be even more interesting to the 
people of the Lone Star State who be­
lieve in a wonderful future before the 
great Southwest.

The troubles of the Frisco system in 
Texas of consolidating its four Texas 
lines under one management will prob­
ably be brought to an end upon the 
convening of the next legislature. Ap­
plication was made to the railroad 
commissioner for authority to l®ase 
the short lines under the existing law, 
with the approval of that body, which, 
it is understood, was at one time 
granted, and later revoked. It 1« be­
lieved the request of the legal depart­
ment which is to be made of the next 
legislature to consolidate the four 
lines in Texas under one head located 
in Fort Worth, will be granted with­
out measured opposition, unless the 
28th assembly reverses the attitude of 
former legislatures.

The process by which It is made Is 
one of compression and expansion, an 
invention of E. A. SjostedL the chief 
metallurgist of the company, and he 
bas been working on it ever 6ince the 
reduction works were first built.

Thirty tons of the liquid were made. 
It is said, in one day. When the same 
company found a process by which the 
sulphur separated front the nickel ore 
could be saved, it solved the problem 
which had long baffled the leading sci­
entists of the world, and the Boo plant 
la now the only one in the world where 
that natural product is not wasted In 
separation.

The gas taken from nickel in the 
roasting furnaces is used In the sul­
phite mill, where, with steam, it is 
turned into the digesters and used in 
“ cooking” the pulp chips in the manu­
facture of eulphite pulp.

BANKRUPTCY RECORDS

Les« Than Three Hundred Applica­
tions Filed Since Establishment of 

Court—List of Counties for 
Each District

During the filing of a bankruptcy 
application in the deputy United 
States district court clerk’s office this 
morning, an attorney, the deputy clerk 
and a Telegram representative did a 
little figuring which resulted in obtain­
ing some information which may be 
of interest, at any rate, it shows a 
most favorable condition of affairs 
with reference to bankruptcy matters. 
Presuming that every man, firm or 
corporation who is in position to need 
the protection of the bankruptcy law 
has taken advantage of it, the Con­
clusion is naturally drawn that Texas 
people aré in better circumstances in 
this particular than they are in many 
of the older states. As an evidence of 
the fact that this district is in fairly 
good condition so far as business in­
terests are indicated by the bank­
ruptcy court, there have been only 285 
cases in bankruptcy filed in this dis­
trict since the establishment of the 
court on July 1, 1898. Thé first case 
-was filed on August 4, 1898, just four 
years ago—an average of less than 6 
per month for 48 counties returnable 
to Fort Worth. Since July of the 
present year, by reason of the redis­
tricting, there have been 51 counties. 
The counties returnable to Fort Worth 
are: Comanche, Hood, Erath. Tarrant, 
Parker, Palo Pinto, Wise, Clay. Jack, 
Young, Archer, Wichita, Wilbarger, 
Baylor, Bailey, Hardeman, Cottle, Mot­
ley, Briscoe, Childress, Collingsworth. 
Donley, Armstrong, Randall, Deaf 
Smith. Oldham, Potter, Carson, Gray, 
Wheeler, Hemphill, Lipscomb. Ochil­
tree, Roberts.

So instead of carry­
ing the mail to Birdvilie alone, the car­
rier has to leave mail all along the 
route. As the carrier drives back to 
Fort Worth over the aame road on 
which he goes out a little change could 
make the star route into a rural free 
delivery one.

signed to engage the sides and upper 
surface of a bicycle wheel. The two 
legs of this stand are coiled at their 
lower ends about a bur secured in a re­
cess in the sidewalk. The sidewalk is 
also provided with a channel for re­
ceiving the device when folded.

The ends of the rod extend outward, 
continues the Scientific American, and 
form anchors to prevent the device 
from swinging too far rearward. These 
ends may be brazed together, and when 
the device is turned up in operative po­
sition the ends will engage a metal 
plate secured to the wall of the recess, 
thus holding the stund at a slight for­
ward incline, so that when the wheel 
Is removed it will fail by gravity to its 
position in the sidewalk.

The cbaunel can be easily formed in 
a wooden or stone sidewalk by the use 
of suitable tools, or if a concrete walk 
Is used the simplest way of forming 
the channel is to press the rod into the 
concrete while the materiul is still wet. 
The inventor of this simple staud is 
Mr. Louis II. Knoche of Ban Jose, Cal.
