OCTET GOING TO SEE RELATIVES
IN MEXICO l

-——

Attired in a Profusion of Red, Mocca-
sined and Feathered Were the Cen-
ter of Attraction in Texas and
Pacific Depot

@ght Kickapoo Indians, moccasin-
ed, girdled with red sashes of the Mex-
fcan variety, red feathers protruding
from the hat bands, were the center
of attraction at the Texas and Pacific
Union passenger station Saturday
night. The octet was in charge of M.
J. Bentley, an attorney of Shawnee,
Okla., who is piloting them to the
Santa Rosa mountaigs in Mexico not
many miles northwest of Monterey.

The Indians were from their reser-
vation in the Southeastern part of Ok-
lahoma. They arrived on the Mis-
gouri, Kansas and Texas from South
MecAlister, and left on the Katy's flyer
for Laredo, from where they go to the
mountains. )

The Kickapoo are making the trip
to visit relatives, many of whom re-
gide in the Santa Rosa district, to
which they were chased in 1876 by the
United States cavalry. Their tribe
furnish some of the early history of
the Texas frontier. In 1876 they were
depredating no little along the Rio
Grande, when Major McKenzie, of the
cavalry service, and well known in
the state, with his riders gave chase.

The Indians—409 of them—cross-
ed the border into Mexico, believing
themselves safe from Federal interfer-
ence. There was no international law
to stop a chase in those days, so Maj-
or McKenzie continued the ride, cap-
turing the whole bunch.

Only a Fourth Left Now

Pahpahinenakothe, Enekahwa and
Wahskotate, three of the party here
Saturday nirht were among the 409
returned to the States and by execu-
tive order placed on the reservation in
Southern Oklahoma. Now there are
only 194 of the original band living,
and toward civilizing them the gov-
ernment has expended $200,000. This
record stands in striking contrast with
that made by another band of the
Kickapoo who were not found by Mc-
Kenzie during his search twenty-four
years ago. They were 178 in number,
who took refuge in the Santa Rosa
mountains, where they live today. and
thrived without financial aid until the
band numbers 460.

Those residing in the States own
valuable lands near Shawnee aund
through the territory. They are among
the wealthiest of the tribes.

Fahpahmenakothe is the Oldest

The first of the trio, whose designa-
tion might have been “the-man-with-
fifteen-letters-in-his-name,” was the
oldest of the party, being now in his
eightieth year. He wore a red feather
from a white hat, and a Mexican's
sash, also of red, around his waist.
The others, some younger, were in
similar costume. They had money to
spend, and spent it buying red colored
popcorn and highly colored candies.

“Those fellows haven’'t been out of
their buckskins long,” said the attend-
ant to a crowd in the depot’s main
waiting room. “They are dressed up
now, and the more red they can get
spread on themselves, the better they
are in style. Indian style never
changes. The feather is a symbol of
their tribe and of it they think consid-
erable. Take Enekahwa, for instance,
he has a new pair of moccasins, and
wou!d be classed as an Indian dude.”

The Indians expect to remain in
Mexico for several months,

The Cannon car, though not so freak-
ish in appearance as the Baker racing
machine which was the cause of a fa-
tal accident at speed trials on Staten
Island, is strikingly novel in appear-
ance as well as in construction. Its
most prominent feature is a large boil-
er surmounted by a short, obliquely
placed stack, which is set almost
in the middle of the carriage. Back of
it 18 the engine, and In the extreme
rear is the engineer’s seat.

A particularly rakish effect is given
%0 the front of the car by a large water
tank, with sloping sides, bolding twen-
ty gallons, which also acts as a dash-
board and wind shield for the driver,
whose seat is between it and the
boiler. :

BALL HAD A READY ANSWER

Champ Clark Tells How Texan Re-
plied on Trusts

Champ Clark’s Syndicate Letter:
For years Texas has had one of the
strongest average delegations in con-
gress, in both house and senate. Some
man from Texas has been to the fore
in congress constantly for a quarter of
a century, or, more properly speaking,
I should say some men, for the Lone
Star state has and, excepting in the
reconstruction period, always has had
more than one of her sons in the pub-
lic eye at any one time. The impress
of old Sam Houston and his great com-
peers is still upon that mammoth and
magnificent commonwealth. When
Coke, Reagan, Sayers, Mills and Judge
Culberson retired, it was . generally
taken for granted that the glory of
Texas had departed, temporarily at
least.

Not 8o, however. The youngsters
who came upon the boards still main-
tain the high reputation of the state.
Culberson and Bailey are the youngest
senatorial team in the less numerous
branch of the National legislature, and
they are second to mno other state’s
senators in ability. Her 13  repre-
sentatives are men of unusual ab®lity
on the average. They are all Demo-
crats. In the next congrese she will
have 16, all Democrats, heaven be
praised, not only Democrats nominally,
but Democrats who possess the courage
of their convictions. And they are
good to look at—big, strapping fellows,
with great heads, set on broad shoul-
ders and strong necks. They are the
glory of the republic and of the human
race.

I did not, however, start out to write
an e¢ssay on the Texans, though the
theme is a tempting one. I set out to
tell a short tale as to how Thomas H.
Ball of Texas answered Charles E.
Littlefield of Maine on the trust ques-
tion.

Ball is' a rising man—indeed, he
has already risen. He is as fine a
specimen mentally and physically as
one will see in a day’s journey. He is
getting to be one of the best debaters
in the house. On June 24 he was mak-
ing some remarks on the trusts when
Littlefield, one of the Republican chief-
tains, asked him, “What is the Demo-
cratic remedy for trusts?”
