Washington, Aug. 20.—Application1 
has b**en filed In the supreme court of | 
the District of Columbia for an injuuc-1 
tioa preventing Secretary Hitchcock :

from compelling cattle owners to pay 
the fee of twenty five cents imposed 
by the Chickasaw nation for each 
head of stock not belonging to a mem­
ber of the tribe grazing on their 
lands, and restraining the officials 
from seizing the cattle now grazing 
on the Indian lands in violation of the 
act of the Chic-kasaw legislature.

Justice Clavbar.gh granted a tempor- 
ry writ and ordf-ed Secretary Hitch­
cock to appear Sept. 10, and show 
why a permanent injunction should 
not be issued. It is contended in the 
petition that Secretary Hitchcock is 
only a ministerial officer and that he 
has no authority to undertake the en- 
lorcement of a law of the Chickasaw 
nation.

Xngroes Shoot Him to‘ Death Hit
Train In North Carolina.

Ralelgh.N. C., Aug. 20.—Roadmaster 
Fred Stevers of Stevers, Va, was shot 
and kilLd and Jim Mitchell, a negro 
porter, was dangerously wounded in 
n fight with disorderly negroes on a 
southbound Seaboard Air Line train 
near Middleburg. The negroes had 
taken seats in the coach reserved for 
whites. Conductor Clements ordered 
them to the coach for negroes. Tts 
negroes protested, but obeyed.

When in the “Jim Crow” coach one 
of the negroes, named Joe Cole, 
Struck at the conductor. Roadmaster 
Btevens came to the conductor’s res­
cue. The negro pulled a pistol and 
Stevers clasped him around the body, 
but the negro twisted bis arm around 
and getting his piet ->1 against Stevers* 
head shot him, Stevers falling dead 
on the coach floor. Mitchell, the por­
ter, rushed toward Dole as he pointed 
the pistol at Conductor Clements and 
was shot in the abdomen.

Passengers captured one of the par­
ticipants and’ two jumped from the 
train, escaping to the woods. Blood­
hounds are being used to chase them 
down. Requests for the uee of the 
militia have been made, as there are 
rumors that a lynching may be at­
tempted
