POSTAL CARDS

IMPORTANT DECISION OF THE
GOVERNMENT ANNOUNCED

Heretofore Only Stamped Envelopes
Were Returnable and Result Was
Often a Loss to Lodges and
Others

An important order has just been
issned by Third Assistant Postmaster
General Madden regarding the redemp-
tion of unused and unserviceable pos-
tal cards. Heretofore nnused stamped
envelopes which are of no use to the
owners, have been redeemed at 2¢
each and there are no less than 5000
such envelopes at the local postoffice
which have been redeemed since last
March. It is unkind to disclose if,
but many of the envelopes are received
fromm men who save the self-addressed
and stamped letters they receive In
their daily mail, till they gét a litile
pile and then cash them in for post
age stamps, postal cards, or other
stamped envelopesz.

There has never heen any redemp-
tion scale for postal cards, and the
offer of 75 cents per hundred will he a
great convenience to lodges and other
organizations which sometimes have
several hundred postal cards printed,

and afterwards are compelled to dls
card a large number of them. To bhe
redeemed the postal cards must be

To Prove -Adaptabhility of Kaffir Corn,
Sorghum, Macaroni Wheat and Al
falfa to Dry Soils — General

The Friico svstem i1c making prepa-
rations to lease two 40-acre  tracts

on dry or semi-arid lands. One of
thate tracts will be located prohably
in Comanche county and the other in
McCullough county. near Brady

I.eases will be made for a term of
five veare and all improvements and
the expense of raising and harvesting
the craops will be borne by the railway
company and the products will be used
largely for exhibition purposes. These
experiment stations, for such they are
practically, will each be divided into
four seetions of 10 acres, which will be
planted in kaffir corn, sorghum (a new
variety), macaroni wheat and Turk-
estan/dlfalfa. This variety of alfalfa
is alsn* known as mountain alfalfa
and flourishes on high land. It has
a peculiarity, in that it grows away
from water—other varieties grow to-
wards water,

It has. been pretty well established
that Kaffir corn and sorghum - are
adapted to dry sections and the great-
est interest will be centered in the
alfalfa :and macaroni wheat experi-
ments. If it can bhe demonstrated that
these will flourish in a dry climate it
will add two exceedingly valuable
crops to such sections.

It is believed that seed can be se-
enred from the government for the

purpose of starting the experiments.
When once under way they will be
continued for five vears, giving oppor-
tunity to judge of results under differ
ent conditions.
