Samuel Mahahero Is smart. He ehosa 
hla time, after Instilling the idea of fear 
in his following. Ha told them the Ger­
mans were treacherous and after gaining 
a firm hold on the land would extermi­
nate the Hereros. At an opportune mo­
ment he raided the mission schools, far 
from the settlements, mas.sacring the 
whites and such blacks as sympathized 
with them. Then tijey killed tha farmers 
In rural settlements.

Finally they attacked the garrisons. 
Here, despite the debauchery and habitual 
orgies of the soldiers, the blaclu were re- 
pul.sed. Time and again they returned 
and were always on the watch for strag­
glers.

Whenavar amall datachments of soldlars 
wandared away from ramp they wara an­
nihilated. Thousands of natives surround 
the garrl.sons, preventing the passage of 
supplies and ammunition, and the latest 
reports say the natives have defeated the 
Impoverished troops In pitched battle. 
Colonel Lentwein, the governor general 
of the territory, has been reported killed, 
but this has not been officially confirmed.

The Hereros are physically the finest 
and the most intelligent race of negroes In 
South Africa. Most of them are huge 
fellows, tall and powerfully built. Their 
chief characteristic is their smell, which 
far exceeds the ordinary perfume o f the 
black man; for the Hereros never wash 
from childhood to old age.

Added to this uncleanllness, they have 
habit of smearing their bodies with 

various kinds of grease and 
gives off overpowering odors.

Aa expert judee. smya the Phlladel- 
pbla Record, should be able to select 
an animal by the sense o f feelins, and 
in Judging cattle the touch as well 
as the eye is brought into request, 
according to an authority. Except In 
regard to certain points o f conforma­
tion and color, some expert! are by 
no means sure that **touch”  Is not the 
most important qualification. The skin 
and the flesh can only be fully exam­
ined by touch or handling in ascertain­
ing if the bones are well covered by 
flesh and alto if the latter is soft to 
the touch and ample In quantity on 
the examined points. The squeeze of 
the palm of the hand is not so deli­
cate as the touch of the tips of the 
fingers. The former ascertains the 
quantity; the latter Judges the quality.

Long practice is required to appre­
ciate a fine touch, but when It is ac­
quired it Is alone sufficient to estimate 
the feeding properties of an ox. In a 
fat animal the position of the flesh on 
tbe carcass is a great consideration. 
The finest meat lies on the loins and 
rump and on the fore and middle ribs. 
Consequently the ox that carries the 
largest quantity of meat on these parts 
is the most valuable. The other parts, 
of various qualities and used for soups 
and salting, do not fetch the high price 
of the parts described. The i>otnt on 
top of the rump is the first pert o f a 
feeding ox that shows fat, and the 
parts that are last in being covered 
with flesh are the top of the shoulder 
and the point of the ehoulder Joints. 
When these points ars felt to he well 
covered, then the other and better 
parts may be considered to be in per 
feetton, and a prime condition may be 
expected. But the general handling 
must establish the real condition, for 
there Is a wide difference between 
the apparent and real fatness o f an 
ox.

more or less trouble. Captain Cumhio 
o f the Salvation .Vrmy has done good 
w ork during the past winter, and has 
helped many who wore In distres.s. The 
Telegram  has assisted him In all his 
efforts, and this pai>er know s where 
he has made personal effort to care for 
those who were In trouble. At the 
same time there .are .some engaged in 
the .same kind o f  w ork w ho emleavor 
to discount the effitrts o f C.iptain 

It was reporte<l to Chief ofCiimbie.
Police Ren a few  days ago that Cap
tain Cumble scattered his charity w ith ­
out Investigating the w orthiness o f 
the objects upon whom it was con ­
ferred. This statement was made in 
the hearing o f  The Telegram  repre­
sentative by Mr. Tudor, the city  m is­
sionary o f the Methodist church. Again 
there Is a bit o f  friction  existing  be­
tween Captain Cumble o f the Salva­
tion Army and Colonel Mayfield, who 
represents the Christian Volunteers. 
Both o f  these advertise to do charity 
work.

The Telegram  h.vs this suggestion tn 
make. Let those who ara inclined to 
do som ething for the rity  s poor, meet 
and organize a I'nited Charities, and 
m ake It such an organization that It 
w ill be permanent. I..et all con tribu ­
tions g o  Into a comm on fund, employ 
a person who Is known to be stra igh t­
forw ard, to investigate all cases o f 
charity, and report whether they are 
w orthy or unw orthy, and in this way 
the eharlty w ill never tie misapplied. 
As it Is today there are people elaim - 
Ing to do charity  w ork, who have no 
credentials w hatever to show  whom 
they are or what they are. Money, 
clothes and food  are given liberally by 
the people, and there is never a re ­
port made o f  what was done with all 
o f  It. Do not g ive unless the man ran 
show  w ho he Is and where he came 
from , and where he will dispose o f the 
collection . L«et there be some organ ­
ization, to the end that the w ork will 
be kept in proper channels. There is 
too  much friction  betw een tho.se who 
are supposed to be ham lllng the ch ar­
ity  w ork  and the sartie ob jects o f char­
ity  are being helped by too m.tny per­
sons.

Another point which siigge.st.s Itself 
here Is that many o f these people who 
are ask ing charity  are able to get out 
and w ork. It may be that t!ic w ork  
w hich they can find to do w ill not be 
as congenial as they may desire, yet 
^•ggars shonlil not he choosers. Those 
w ho are destitute must he helped for 
their Immediate necessities, then there 
should be som e w ork  provided. If 
the mendicant then refuses the work, 
let him or her get out and hustle for 
the eubetance to  sustein life  or remain 
atm  and aterve.

The Telegram  has been offered quite 
a num ber e f  contrihntions for  charity 
F. O. M eFeak w ill contribute $10 for 
a fund, TVlIllam Tapps has offered to 
do som ething, others say they w ill give 
cloth in g, qtc.

INDIAN STRATEGY

The Spai.nk in School
The 8543 members of the Brooklyn Public School Teachers’ asBOciation 

have with practical unanimity signed petitions for restoration of the good 
old privilege of spanking.

The movement is not confined to Brooklyn. School teachers everywhere 
are practically In agreement on this question.

It is not to be assumed that these teachers want to be permitted to 
spank because they enjoy it. It is not a pleasure, but a painful duty which 
they ask to have put upon them.

There has been a lot of maudlin sentimentality against corporal punish­
ment tn the public schools. And It is to be observed that in about the same 
proportion that this sentimentality has prevailed reformatories and juvenile 
courts have become necessary.

Not very long ago the principal of the high school at Evanston, Hi., 
declared that the law which forbids corporal punishment was In large part 
responsible for the bandit evil that seemed to be epidemic among boys in 
Chicago and vicinity.

“ I^rn you, you dassent touch me"—the too common cry of defiance to 
the teacher—is the first expression of incipient desperadolsm. It embraces 
contempt for law and conviction that liberty and license rise above It. It 
puts a bad hoy In a wrong mental apd moral attitude toward society.

In forbidding corporal punishment we are asking o f teachera what we 
ask of no government on earth—that they rule without power.

Moral suasion is the best corrective Influence in the world, as far as 
it goes. But It is just where it is needed most that it does not go very far 
To the boy who really nee<ls correction—the Ineorrlgllile— moral suasion is 
a thing of mockery and dospisemeut. It is like water on a duck’s back.

A little woman cannot be ex|>ected to nile a half-hundred boys from 
the streets unless she has back of her some such authority as they are 
bound to respect. . '

Of conrse. the first right of correction rests with the parents. And 
if all parents faithfully and intelligently avajled themselves of the right 
there would be no need o f corporal punishment in the schools.

But many parents are unfit to com»ct their children, many others 
neglect their duty, and still others spoil them by over-indulgence.

And the question is whether the parental deficiency shall be supplied 
by the public school or the juvenile court.

Too often it is the criminal court that has to lay on the heavy hand.

ENTIRE TRAIN BURNED
Remarkable Wreck on I. and Q. N. W ith­

out Loss ef Life
JAC’,\SON\'H.LL. Texas. Feb. 17.—The 

rcguUr northbound passenger trsIn. known 
as No. 4. which Is the fastest train i. the 
International and Great Northern rallmad. 
met with a disastrous wreek yesteiday 
without the less of a life at Mealy, a tem­
porary siding between this place and 
Troupe, In which the entire train was de­
stroyed by fire with the exeeptlon of Ihc 
two Pullman sleepers attached to the rear. 
The cause nf the wreck was a switch 
which had been left partly open, permit­
ting the engine to enter._ the remaining 
portion of the train keeping on the main 
line. a« the switch appears to have been 
closed after the passing of the engine.

The engine being an oil burner, instant­
ly aet fire to the tank of oil. from whicn 
the flames spread rapidly, consuming 
within a short time the mall, baggago. ax- 
prasa and chair cars.

Two Pullman sleepers were detached 
and aaved through the heroic efforts of 
the employes and passengers. It Is also 
learned that all registered mall escaped, 
and the baggage and express were saved. 
Total lots of properiy estimated at $25,- 
000.

Engineer Rutledge was In charge of th» 
engliia. while Conductor Barfield had con ­
trol o f the train.

Only recently a fireman on the same en­
gine pulling the same train near the scene 
of the accident lost hie life by being 
thrown against the oab window, recalvlng 
tnlurtes from broken pieees of glass which 
eaused hla dagth.
