In an average year, 1,200 tomadoes cause 70 fatalities and 1,500 injuries nationwide. You can find statistical

Tornado Facts

B A tornado is a violently rotating column of air
extending from a thunderstorm to the ground,

B Tornadoes may appear nearly transparent until
dust and debris are picked up or a cloud forms
within the funnel. The average tornado moves
from southwest to northeast, but tornadoes
have been known to move in any direction,

M The average forward speed is 30 mph but may
vary from nearly stationary to 70 mph.

B The strongest tornadoes have rotating winds of

more than 250 mph.

B Tornadoes can accompa:v tropical storms and
hurricanes as they move onto land.

When and Where Tornadoes Occur

Tornado Myths and Truths

MYTH: Areas near lakes, rivers, and mountains are safe from tornadoes.
TRUTH: No place is safe from tornadoes. A tornado near Yellowstone National Park left a path of
destruction up and down a 10,000 foot mountain.

MYTH: The low pressure with a tomado causes buildings to “explode” as the tornado passes overhead.
TRUTH: Violent winds and debris slamming into buildings cause most structural damage.

MYTH: Windows should be opened before a tornado approaches to equalize pressure and
minimize damage.
TRUTH: Leave the windows alone: The most important action is to immediately go to a safe shelter.

MYTH: If you are driving and a tornado is sighted, you should turn and drive at right angles to the storm.
TRUTH: The best thing to do is to seek the best available shelter. Many people are injured or killed when
remaining in their vehlcles

MYTH: People caught in the open should seek shelter under highway overpasses.

TRUTH: Take shelter in a sturdy reinforced building if at all possible. Overpasses, ditches, and culverts
may provide limited protection from a tornado but your risk will be greatly reduced by moving
inside a strong bmldmg

How Lightning Forms

Lightning results from the buildup and discharge of electrical encrgy
between positively and negatively charged areas. Rising and descending
air within a thunderstorm separates these positive and negative charges.
Water and ice particles also affect charge distribution.

A cloud-to-ground lightning strike begins as an invisible channel of
clectrically charged air moving from the cloud toward the ground.
When one channel nears an objcct on the ground, a powerful surge of
clectricity from the ground moves upward to the clouds and produces
the visible lightning strike.

Why the sudden interest in
rural, small-town America?
Several reasons. One is that
commuting to better paying
jobs in larger cities have
never been easier. Better
roads, more comfortable cars
and relatively cheap gas all
encourage workers to drive
farther than ever. Another
trend-one likely to continue
growing-is that more people
are working from home
thanks to the Internet and
other new technology.

But the main reason may
be the hardest to measure;
Could it be nothing more
than values have shifted? Has
a sense of well-being become
more important in our lives
and money a little less so?

“People just want a small-
town, ruraflfeel,” says Calvin
Beale, a demographer with
the USDA who ‘ms been
studying the census data
showing movement to rural
counties. In trying to under-
stand that data, he often calls
local people with firsthand
knowledge of the movement,
including Extension agents,
chambers of commerce and
real estate agents,

“They tell me people are
moving in who simply want
to get away from cities,” says
Beale. “They say they're
concerned about their chil-
dren, that they want to get
their children out of urban
schools and into rural
schools where it's safer and
they don’t have the gangs.”
The reasons are social, he
believes, not economic.

Despite all of the negative
perceptions may have about
rural America (it's isolated,
behind the times, poverty
stricken), there are just as
many positives associated
with country life, A survey
last year by the W.K. Kellogg
Foundation found that
Americans also see it as the
epitome of traditional, fam-
ily values, a place where life
is slower, more friendly and
richer in community. Hard
work, such as that done by
farmers, builds character.

Paramore, an information
technology specialist, may
not call himself a farmer, but
he views his 25 acres of hay,
Kubota tractor, rake and
baler as more than just a
hobby.

And, being
married to an accountant, he
pushes a sharp pencil.

Jim Purcell is another who
takes farming seriously. He
has only 5 acres 45 miles east
of Atlanta, and only a small
portion of that is planted to
muscadine grapes.

Purcell, his wife and their
two children live just a few
steps from the start of their
small vineyard. Next spring,
he will plant another acre of
vines and install a network
of drip irrigation.

“I just love being in the
country and living off the
land,” says the 35-year old
Purcell, a deputy sheriff in
DeKalb County. “They all
give me a hard time at work,
calling me Muscadine Man
and Farmer John.
