It was brought
out that in one of these syndicates Sen-

ator Depew was a participant to the
extent of $100,000, and the senator was

requested to appear before the com-
mittee.
Mr. Winthrop was unable to find

where a record of profits from a num-
ber of the syndicate transactions was
made and expert accountants at work
on the books of the society are ex-
pected to unearth these later.

The witness detailed a number of
lnans to the Equitable Trust and Mer-
ecantile Trust Companies as well ag the
sharing of these companies in syndi-
cate transactions with the s=ociety.

Late in the day Henry Greaves, who
was a clerk for George H. Squire,
formerly a member of _the finance
committee, was called to supply some
information regarding the George H.
Squire, trustee, account and from him
it was learned there were a number of
these accounts. There was, hesides the
George H. Squire, trustee, account the
Marcellus Hartley, trustee, account and

another, the J. W. Alexander, trustee,
account,
Mr. Greaves produced a bank book

of the Squire account, and by means of
it, Mr. Hughes tried to trace amounts
that waould correspond to profits to this
account, but the witness could not re-
member the items of the amounts de-

posited,
Winthrop on Syndieates

Mr. Greaves gave way temporarily
to Mr. Winthrop, while Mr. Hughes
queried further regarding syndicates.
Mr. Winthrop was asked to furnish a
list of the Individual participants in

the syndicates and said that President
M&rtion was preparing such a state-
ment. Mr. Winthrop said he had no
rositive information of the Charles H.
Hyde and associates syndicate, but he
expects to have. Mr. Winthrop said
that in the Philadelphia, Baltimore and
Washington and Long Islands fours
eyndicated, managed by Kuhn, Loeb &
Company, there were two participa-
tions. one of $300,000, the other of
$100.000,

The society derived profits of $2.336
on the $100,000, while J. W. Alexander,
J. H. Hyde, G. H. Squire and W. M. Mec-
Intyre @ivided the profits on the $500.-

000. The Equitable put up $218,000. It
has received no interest, neither has
the money been returned, and when

asked if the matter had heen called to
the attention of these gentlemen, Mr.
Winthrop said:

“It will be.”

Several vouchers signed by George H.
Squire, as secretary of the finance com-
mittee of the Equitable, were shown in
evidence during the examination of Mr.
Winthrop, as also was a letter frn'm
George H. Squire for the Mercantile
Trust Company to General Fitzgerald
of the flnance committee of the Equita-

ble Society., asking for payment of
$600,000. or 80 per cent of the Equita-
ble's participation in the Union Pa-
cific svndicate in consequence of a call
by Kuhn, Loeb & Company.

®Then.” said Mr. Hughes, “George H.
Sauire, first as an officer of the Mer-
cantlle Trust Company, writes to the
Equitable and asks for 2600000 and
then as an officer of the Equitable

signs checks, paying the money to the
Mercantile Trust Company?”

“Yes,” replied Mr. Winthrop.

In the Central Pacific refunding syn-
dicate the =ociety's participation was
$250,000. Speyer & Company, the syn-
dicate managers, sent a check for $14,-
074 on Deec. 15, 1899, representing the
profits Mr. Winthrop said he was
unable to find in what account this was
entered on the society’'s books, but the
search was still being made.

In the St. Louis and San Francisco
Raillway Company underwriting syndi-
cate the Equitable participated to the
extent of $100,000 and paid out on its
account on April 20, 1896, $18,000 to the
Mercantile Trust Company.

“Were there any profits?” asked Mr.
Hughes.

Hunting For Check

“A check was drawn tno the order of
the society Aug. 29 1896 of 322,919,
I am not now tryving to find that,” said
Mr. Winthrop.

During the questioning of Mr. Win-
throp on the syndieate 1t was brought
out that the Equitable Trust Company
loaned the Equitable Life Assurance
Society $626.000 in the name of a clerk

Witness gaid this loan did not appear
on the books of the Equitable Life.

Responding to questions by several
members of the committee, witness
sald Barrington was employed an
advertising manager and was under the
direction of the president. His salary
is about $2,000 or $2,500 a year.

In the syndicate to underwrite St.
Louis and Iron Mountain second meort-
gage 5 per cent bonds, said the wit-
ness, the Equitable took over the Mer-
cantile’'s entire participation of $1,500,-
000. The society withdrew fits bonds.
Its syndicate profits amounted to $54.-
601. Witness could not tell whether
these checks went to the credit of the

as

Equitable Society or not There was
no record of the society having re-
ceived the money. The checks were

drawn to the order of the society,

NEW YORK, Sept. 28.—Henry Greaves,
a clerk employed by the Equitable Lif2
Assurance Society, continued his testi-
mony before the legislative insurance in-
vestigation committiee toaay. He gave
further details of the payment of checks
to George H. Squire, on the trustees ac-
count. Concerning one entry of $40,000,
deposited to the account on July 12, 1901,
and the immediate withdrawal of the sum
by draft, Mr. Greaves said he knew noth-

ing. He did not know where the money
came nor by whom it was withdrawn.
He could supply no information as to

the profits of one-half interest in the Chi-
cago and Alton syndicate, credited to
George H. Squire. on trustees account.

The account of the syndicate profits in
1902 and 1903 deposited with the Ameri-
can Deposit and Loan Company to the
credit of this account, the witness was
unable to explain.

On May 1, 1901, a new book for these
entries was opened and a balance of $62.-
770 was credited. The vank deposit book
was kept by Thomas D. Jordan, at that

for depoeit to this account, Mr. Greaves
said, he delivered to Mr. Jordan.
Another entry to George H. Squire on
the trustee account. under date of May
2, 1902, was the first payment of $62,-
500 on the navigation syndicate call, by
order of James H. Hyde. This money
was borrowed from the Equitable Trust
Company by James H. Hyde on May 5 on
participation certificates. The witness
knew nothing of this merely making en-
tries at the direction of Mr. Squire.

Georgia Marshal Goes to Can-

ada to Bring Them Back
for Trial

WASHINGTON, D. C., Sept. 28—
United States Marshal G. F. White of
Macon, Ga., accompanied by his deputy,
J. F. Doyle, and two guards, passed
through Washington yesterday, en route
to Montreal, Canada, where they will
take Into custody Messrs. Greene and
Gaynor, who for five years have success-
fully resisted extradition from Canada to
meet the indictments returned against
them in connection with the harbor im-
provements at Savannah, Ga

They will be taken to Macon for trial
in the United States courts of Georgia.
Marion Erwin, the district attorney who
has recovered a considerable part of the
money out of which the government was
defrauded, will prosecute this pair.

HAVE ABANDONED FIGHT

SYRACUSE, N. Y., Sept. 28.—A dis-
patch to the Post Standard from its
Montreal correspondent says that John F.
Gaynor and Benjamin Greene have aban-
doned all hope of successfully resisting
extradition,

NEW ORLEANS, La., Sept. 28.—Rain
which starteq early vesterday morning
continued ceaselessly through the night
and was still falling early today. The
low' record of new cases during the pre-
ceding twenty-four hours, the lowest
since July, gave general satisfaction in
the city, but the authorities are not dis-
posed to exult prematurely, believing
the heavy downpour might have had the
effect of pulling down the total. Dr.
White urges the public not to give way
to over-confidence, but to prosecute the
fight against mosquitoes as relentlessly as
it did at the beginning of the campaign.
Country reports continue to be exceed-
ingly gratifying. There were (fifty-six
cases through the state communicated to
the state board, but reports from some
points covered several days.

TROOPS IN MANCHURIA
PREPARING TO LEAVE

Military Operations Begun to Suppress
Chinese Bandits and Restore
Order in Former War Zone

GUNSHU PASS, Manchuria (Wednes-
day), Sept. 27.—The Tartar general of
Heilung Chaing province has been
transferred to Kirin for the purpose of
instituting order, following the evacua-
tion of foreign troops. He already has
begun military operations to suppress
Chinese bandits who lately were in
Russian and Japanese service. The
Chinese estimate the bandits in East-
ern Heilung Chaing as 1,000 strong.
The Tartar general has issued a procla-
mation calllng on these outlaws to give
up arms as peace has removed the ne-
cessity for their services. At the same
time the general is dispatching a regi-
imvnt of native troops to suppress the
bandits. No official Chinese notifica-
i tion of peace has yet been made. Six-
|teen military attaches representing
!eight nations bid farewell to General
Linevitch on Sept. 24 at Kirin. Line-
vitech entertained them at dinner. Brig-
adier General Barry, United States
|army, senior attache, was spokesman
ion behalf of the others. The attaches
formally bade farewell to General Ku-
ropatkin Sept. 23,

There are evidences of breaking up
the army. Arrangements are making
at Kuanchentsu for the withdrawal of
troops immediately after the peace
treaty is ratified.

3 FOUND GUILTY IN
LAND FRAUD CASES

Cases at Portland, Oregon, Result in Vic=-
tory for Government After
Third Trial

PORTLAND, Ore., Sept. 28.—After be-
ing out for less than six hours, the third
jury which heard testimony of the gov-
ernment against Congressman Willlam-
son, Dr. Van Gessner, Willlamson's part-
ner in the llve stock business, and M. H.
Biggs, a Prineville, Ore., attorney, one
time United States commissioner of that
place, late last night found all three de-
fendants guilty of having entered into a
conspiracy to suborn prejury by induc-
ing locaters to fraudulently file govern-
ment land, providing them with money to
do so, under agreement with these per-
sons to convey the titles to Williamson &
Gessner, when the patent was secured
from the government,

This was the third trial of the case.
Little testimony was introduced differeng
from that of the two previous trials, and
| in the main the arguments of the attor-
neys were the same.

WRECK IS BLOWN UP

Eighty Tons of Dynamite Exploded in
Sues Canal

PORT SAID, Sept. 28.—The wreck of
British steamer Chatham which was
isunk in the Suez canal Sept. 6, in or-
der to prevent the explosion of an 80-
ton cargo of dynamite which formed
part of the cargo, while the ship was
menaced by flames, was blown up this
morning.

The explosion was tremendous and
an enormous displacement of water was
vigible from a point five miles distant
whence the operations of blowing up
the vessel were conducted. It is be-
lieved the whole of the Chatham's dan-
gerous cargo was destroyed. Engineers
are investigating the damage done to
the canal bottom. The explosion was
not felt at Port Baid.

Bank Bids to Be Opened

HILLSBORO, Texas, Sept. 28.—The
commissioners’ court will meet next Fri-
day morning to open bids from the banks
for the contract to act as depository for
the county funds. County Judge Smith
states that a certified check for $450
must accompany each bid, and that the
bank selected as a depository will be re-
quired to give a bond of $175,000.

FOR DYING MAN'S SAKE

Clerk lu-‘ed License and Physician Re-
peated Words of Marriage Cere-
mony at Bedside

CHICAGO, Sept. 28.—Belleving that
his last expressed wish had been grati-
filed and that his sweetheart, Miss
Edith Bruszer, had become his wife
through repeating fhe words of the
marriage ceremony by a South Chicago
physician, PEdward 7T. Bordman, a
switchman, who haa been crushed be-
tween two cars, died vesterday in the
hospital of the Illinois Steel Company.

The mother of the young woman,
Mrs. Mathilda Bruszer, had hurriedly
left for Chicago to secure a marriage
license, but had not returned in time,
S0 a minister could be summoned,

After the young man was injured he
expressed the wish that he and his
fiancee could be married before he
died. Mrs. Bruszer had not returned

and the young man, realizing that he
had but a few moments to live, re-
quested Dr, Hannah 8, Starrow, who
had attended him, to pronounce Miss
Bruszer his wife. Hardly had Dr.
Starrow finished repeating the words
of a marriage ceremony when Bordman
fell to one side of the hospital bed.

“My wife at last,” he said In low
tones. He tried to repeat the words,
but expired.

A state law, ignored in the issuance
of the license is the one enacted in the
last session of the state legislature,
which provides that no third party can
obtain the license.

New York Corporations Said te Plan

Moving to Chicageo to Remove

Temptation

CHICAGO, Sept. 28 —The Inter Ocean
today says:

Because the clerks and officials are

Their names could not be ascer-
talned yesterday, but they are believed
to be concerns that moved from Chi-
cago to New York several years ago.

RUSSIANS WARM IN
PRAISE FOR WITTE

Plenipotentiary

Peace Given
Enthusiastic Greeting in

. St. Petersburg

ST. PETERSBURG, Sept. 28, 10:26 a.
m.—M. Witte, senior Russian peace
plenipotentiary, returned to St. Peters-
burg this morning and the enthusiastic
welcome accorded him by the waiting
crowds fully demonstrated the great
popularity of the statesman and the
public appreciation of the services he
rendered his country at Portsmouth.

Cheer followed cheer as the pleni-
potentiary alighted from the train and
when later M, Witte replied in an in-
tensely patriotie strain to an address
of welcome, popular enthusiasm found
full vent.

FIFTY INJURED IN
HUNGARIAN RIOTS

Demonstrations Against
Government Continue

SITUATION GETS WORSE

Emperor Issues Orders to Re-
frain from Harsh Measures

in Preserving Order

BUDAPEST, Sept, 28.—Between forty
and fifty persons were injured in riots
here yvesterday evening when socialists
and adherents of the coalition parties,
including students, clashed opposite the
Royal Hotel and for two hours there
were scenes of tremendous excitement.
The Royal Hotel is the headquarters
of the Independence Club in which is
the council room of the coalition lead-
ers.
The students and other supporters of
the coalition had arranged for a gi-
gantic torchlight procession tonight, but
during the day the socialists issued in-
flammatory proclamations calling  on
soclalists and others opposed to the coa-
lition to gather and fight for thelr
rights which they said the coalition
was trying to sidetrack under cover
of an alleged affront by the King-em-
peror to the whole nation. Owing to
these proclamations the coalition lead-
ers decided to postpone the torchlight
procession, sceking thus to avoid bload-
shed.
At 8 o'clock about 1,500 socialists
gathered outside the Independence
Club and announced their intention of
entering and tearing down the council
room. A large force of police wag
present and was aassisted by 150 promlig
nent citizens.

Police Battle With Mob

The mob made an effort to enter,
but was vigorously opposed by the:
police. A fight ensued and amid the
wildest clamor, a number of persons
were stabbed. The socialists were
finally scattered. Fifteen minutes later
the socialists again gathered By this
time adherents of the coalition in large
numbers appeared upon the scene and
their appearance resulted in g free
fight between the two factions. A
dense mass of humanity surged in
every direction, shouting and singing
the “Marseillaise” and other songs,
Knives, sticks and stones were used
vigorously,
Meanwhile a thunder storm came up
and vivid lightning lit up the square
while the thunder added a note of ter-
ror. Rain fell in toyrents and the com-
batants were finally dispcrsed by the
people.
It is reported that over forty per-
sons: were wounded, eight of them
seriously. There were no deaths Scat-

The address read:

“You accomplished your difficult task
and the nation is grateful to you. You
have given credit for your success to
Emperor Nicholas, President Roosevelt,
Emperor William, Germany and to the
press. You have forgotten only your-
self. We, however, fully appreciate
yvour services to your country. The
tree you planted at Washington's
homestead at Mt. Vernon will serve as
a token of the union be{ween two na-
tions. You have done much. For our-
selves and for those who are absent, we
once more shout a hearty hurrah.”

M. Witte, who seemed deeply moved
by the sincerity of the welcome, ad-
vanced a few steps and said: “I am so
little prepared for this kind reception
I must ask your pardon for the inco-
herence of my words. 1 performed my
Autieg well because I strictly obeved
his majesty's instructions, because cir-
cumstances favored me, because the
world was weary of this bloody war,
because all classes of American so-
ciety from President Roosevelt down
were in sympathy with my and your
cause, because I was true to my coun-
try and her and our interests.”

M. Witte's last word was followed
by further loud and hearty cheering.
after which slowly advancing toward
the entrance he shook hands with the
deliverer of the welcoming address and
his friends and former colleagues.

Know About Alleged Secret

CHICAGO, Sept. 28.—With the open-
ing of arguments in the cases of the in-

windows and attempted to gain an en-
trance. The mob was held back by the
police while the printers and editors
threw furniture from the windows on
the heads of the crowds. Here, too, a
number of persons received wounds.
Finally quiet was restored and up to
10 o'clock there was no renewal of the
disorders.
