ROOSEVELT, Ariz, Nov. 23.—Tle

place for the United States govern-

Machinery is arriving and extensive
preparations are being made for the
gigantic piece of masonry work. The
contract will necessitate a vast ex-
penditurz of money before the work is
started,

The Roosevelt will, when complete],
be the largest dam in the world. The
Cheesman dam, which supplies Den-
ver, Col, with pure mountain water,
now hLolds that distinction, but the
Roosevelt dam will be higher by at
least 25 or 30 feet. Its height will be
236 feet, with a width on top of 16
feet. The length at the bottom will
be only 20 feet, with a width of 160
feet.

The reservolr that will be created
will have a capacity of 1,000,000 cubic
feet and will hold sufficient water to
irrigate 250,000 acres of land. After
the first year, when the ground has
become thoroughly saturated, It is ex-
pected that the water supply will be
sufficient to irrigate considerably in
excess of 250,000 acres,

It 's probable that the active work
of constructing the dam will be com-
menced before the close of the present
year, The contractors are now install-
ing the machinery which has already
arrived, and they expect to be ready to
start on their contract by the time the
federal government has installed its
power plant.

Althiotgh the present town of Roose-
velt will be wiped out of existence
when the reservoir is formed, it will
be re-established on a more favorable
site., It 1s expected that it will have a
gapid and substantial growth under
the new eonditions.

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Must Save His Race From the
Ferocity It Is Now Com.
pelled to Endure

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 23.—Rus-
sian Jews are without hope that the
overthrow of the St. Petersburg bue-
reaucracy means their own emanicipa=
tion. They will have to win their own
victory from the new government that
is to be formed in Russia, and it will
be as hard for them to succeed.

The people in provincial Russia, after
gaining the upper hand in their fight
against absolutism, have begun, as
their first act, a general massacre of
Jews. In Odessa, Nijninovgorod
Nicolaieff, Kischineff, everywherg
where there are Jews and Gentiles,
the Christians have celebrated theilr
freedom from autocracy by turning on
their Jewish fellow townsmen and
treating them with a ferocity never ex-
celled by the most bloodthiraty czar®
that have occupied the Russian throne.

Russia’s first offering on the altar
of freedom is the blood of thousands of
Jews, whose only offense is that they
are not members of the orthodox Rus~
church. The Jews have beey
hounded like wild beasts, their homeg
burned, their wives and daughters
tieated as captive slaves In anclent
times.

The Slavs want independence for
themselves only. They do not intend
to share their freedom with synagog
cemmunicants. If the Jews are to as-
sert themselves in the new Russia, they
must rise in their might and wrest
power from the democracy as the
democracy has wrested power from the
autocracy.

The Slavs, as thelr first move under
their new conditions of government,
have not shown themselves competent
to take part in the government of a
great country. It is not only the rough
element in the provincial cities that
has participated in the anti-Semite
massacres. People of supposed en-
lightened minds have joined in the out-
rages, or else have condoned them.

The only people to come to the res-
cue of the Jews have been young stue
| dents carried away by their enthusiasng
for the rights of men and by their pura
democratic principles, learned from
text-books that have been smuggled
into Russia. These boys, none much
over 22 or 23, have stood up for the
Jews,
against them and they have met deathy
at the hands of the soldiers, called out
to protect property and life, but pro«
tecting only the right of a Christian tg
murder a Jew.

The massacre of Jews that has been
going on is permitted because public
opinion in provincial towns favors it.

The Jews, unless they can force cone
cessions from the new masters of Rus-
sia, will continue to live the life of
degs. It is doubtful whether they will
be given the full right to vote for .
members of the new parliament.

At the bottom of the guestion is a
fear of the Jews on the part of the
Slavs.

This is the opportunity the Jews are
waiting for. The merchant princes of
Russia are almost all Jews. The ma-
chinery of commerce is in the hands of
the Jews, and it is on them that Rus-
sia will have to rely for the second
step in her journey toward modern
progress and enlightenment. For so
many years have the Jews been the
cecmmercial leaders of the empire that
no Gentile competitors can hope to
rival them.

Russia must turn to her Jewish
population for help after the nation has
seen that parliamentary independence
alone will not put the country on a
sound progressive basis, and then the
Jews will have the battle in their own

SYNOD FIFTY YEARS OLD

Presbyterians at Houston Celebrating

Anniversary
HOUSTON, Texas, Nov. 23.—The
Texas synod of the Presbyterian

church, South, now in session here, is
one of the largest in the organization.
Thirty thousand communicants are
represented. The synods of Virginia

and North Carolina alone exceed
number of members.

The fiftieth anniversary of the or-
ganization of the Texas synod Is to be
celebrated in the first organized Pres-
bytery—that of the Brazos—{first
formed during the republic as a part
of the Mississippi synod.

It has been many years since the
Texas synod met In Houston. Last
year Austin was the place of meeting
The year before that it was Milford
and prior to the Milford session, at
Sherman.

The matter of the establishment of
an orphans’ home will come up for
especial attention at the hands of the
synod and has attracted no inconsid-
erable Interest. Rev. J. B. McLean ot
Tyler and Rev. Junius B. French of
Fort Worth have been active in the
work. A location has been selected
and properly secured at Files Valley.

The time for the meeting of the
synod was originally announced for
October, but a postponement was tak-
en to suit the demands of the occa-
sion.

Four hundred and thirty-eight
churches in Texas and Indlan Terrl-
tory are represented in the synod. As
many as 200 of the ministers of the
faith and the elders and deacons of
the churches are expected to particl-
pate.

The synod now, at its fiftieth an-
niversary, Is larger than the synod of
New York was In 1859. Dumgng the
fifty years past the synod has given
to the gospel ministry about fifty min-
isters, and of these eight have been
foreign missionaries. The whole
amount contributed to foreign missions
during these years since 1866 has been
more than $102,000.

CALIFORNIA LEADS
IN GOLD OUTPUT

During Year $80,000,000

By a Staff Correspondent.
WASHINGTON, D. C. Nov. 23.—The
gold produced United States
during the year for which the govern-
ment has just completed its figures,
is announced as 3.892,480 ounces.
This gold, if brought together and
molded into an equilateral cube, would
make a solid block six feet six inches
high, and the same dimensions on its

in the

sides.

The value of this block of gold is
about $80,835,648.

The past year is a record-breaker
in gold production. More than $7,000,-
000 worth more than last year is the
increase. The best previous year
was 1902, when the output was about
$30,000,000. The following year the
output sagged to $73,000,000, where It
stuck until this new boom started.

During the eight years from 1892 the
output of gold in the United States in-
creased rapidly. Beginning with about
$33,000,000, it went up to $79,000,000 in
1900.

California Record Breaker

Callfornia is chiefly responsible for
the increased_ production of gold in
the United States. The state’'s pro-
duction bettered the record of 1903 by
2.300,000. Colorado and Nevada also
did their parts, the former adding $2,-
000,000 to the record of the previous
year, while the goldfields region of Ne-
vada brought almost as much more.

The increase in California’s mining
output is accounted for by the larger
development of the quartz mining in-
dustry, and, in part, by the greater
activity of the dredgers. Arizona
shows increased yield of $748,708, while
Alaska increased $476,893.

Moderate Gain in Alaska

The moderate Increase in the pro-
duction of gold in Alaska is reported
to be due chiefly to an increase in the
production of the quartz mines. Nome
slightly reduced its output, which is
estimated at $4,004,604. The newly-
discovered placers on the Tanana
river ylelded about $400,000. The
quartz mines on the coast are sald to
be in a flourishing condition and
yielded over $3,000,000,

The gold producing area of Call-
fornia {s extremely large and includes
thirty-four out of the [fifty-seven
counties. Seven counties produced
each over $1,000,000 and two countles
over $2,000,000,

The {ncrease from quartz mining
amounts to $£1,404,494, and from dredg-
ing to $711,289.

The Cripple Creek region in Colo-
rado has a production for the past
vear reported as $14,504,530. This is
a milllon and a half above the year
before.

Idaho, which shows an increase of a
third of a million over the previous
yvear, gets the additional gold from
working its siliceous ores.

In New Mexico the gold production
of the year was $381,930, an increase
of $112,207 over the year before,

Oregon shows a stationary gold pro-
duction of $1,412,188. South Dakota
from the small territory known as the
Black Hills region put out gold to the
value of $7.,363,977, an Increase of
about $500,000 over the year before.

Many, varied and'
exciting were the scenes known in the
days when he was a stage driver. Be-

ing in several holdups along the
Chidester route, which then marked
the outer confines of civilization, the

driver once left Texas, becoming tired
of the constant and strenuous wear
and tear of the work, went to the north
and for a while drove a circus wagon
for the renowned P. T. Barnum in the

| days when circuses went from town to

city by the dirt roads, stopping usually
at county seats.

Returning to the southwest, Davis
began driving again, this time a hack
in Fort Worth, in which occupation he
was engaged up until a few years ago,
when old age and the continual ex-
posure of years began to tell upon his
system to such an extent that he was
forced to retire from the box. ‘

Uncle Jim Davis had a varied ex-
perience, He was once engaged in a
profitable transfer business in this cl(y.!

Mr. Sterley says that the movement
of farmers into the country tributary to
the Denver road all through the Pan-
bandle is heavler than for years.

A SEA LEVEL CANAL

After a great deal of discussion pro and con, it
has at last been recommended by the engineering
sommission selected for that purpose, that the Pan-
ama canal be constructed on the level of the sea, do-
Ing away with a cumbersome lock system. It is true
that the lock and dam system would have been
cheaper from a construction standpoint, but cheap-
ness is not the matter to be considered in this con-
nection. Anything that is worth doing at all is
worth doing well, and as the canal is not a tempo-
rary expedient, but is being built for posterity as
well as the present generation, it is but right and
proper that the work should be done in the right
manner, We are building the canal for all time, to
provide ourselves and the world generally with
better maritime facilities. If we build cheaply we
can but expect disappointment at the result,

The Telegram thinks the people of the United
States would very generally approve the determina-
tion by congress to have a sea level canal, and as
they are the ones who must pay for it, they are
the ones that should be pleased with the new de-
velopments. That the determination will meet the
unqualified approval of the balance of the world
goes without saying, for it is natural to suppose that
Its desire is for the best facilities that can be pro-
vided. It can be expected, however, that the advo-
cates of the lock and dam system will at once raise
a cry of fraud or extravagance over the decision.
The man who has a job in view, or who has an ax
to grind, will be very much in evidence and pre-
pared to make violent mouthings over the situation.
This will have no appreciable effect on the great
American people, however. The time has passed
when much attention is paid to the agitator. The
people want a square deal for themselves and a
square deal for the people who are engaged in the
great work of building the canal, the completion
of which means so much for the country in general
and the gulf states in particular. This great enter-
prise is meeting with powerful oppasition from a
number of sources, but it is going to be built just
as fast as men and money can do the work. Secre-
tary Taft recently made a speech in St. Louis, with
the canal for a text, and told some inside facts.

Discussing the opposition to the canal and the
difficulties of its construction, Secretary Taft said
some of the opposition came “from those who are
sincerely convinced that the Panama route is not
& practicable route and that there are other and
easier routes to be preferred. It is not to be ex-
pected that owners and managers of great transcon-
tinental lines should become enthusiastic over an
enterprise which, if carried to completion, must
certainly affect the rates of freight between the
Atlantic and Pacific coasts, Even now there is
some question as to whether low rates and equality
of service to all on the Parama railroad may not
reduce transcontinental rates. Orders have been
issued directing equality of service and rate® to all
and also a reduction of rates. But so congested is
the railroad by transportation of material for the
canal commission, and so interrupted is the traffic
by quarantine and other causes, that it is impossible
now to say what will be the effect of this policy
under the conditions which we hope to make normal
when all the commercial traffic and all the ecanal
transportation can be promptly and easily cared for.
But recurring to the obstacle found in the opposition
of powerful interests to the building of the canal,
it takes different forms. It is found in the mis-
representation of conditions on the isthmus, in un-

" founded reports concerning friction between those
having authority in the canal work, in intimations

of irregularities and frauds and favoritism in con- |

tracts without any evidence whatever to justify sus-
plcion and generally in the constant suggestion of
a presumption that the expenditure of millions of
dollars in building the canal must involve what is
called ‘graft’ Doubtless congressional investigas
tions will be held from time to time.”

" TROUBLES AMONG LATTER DAY SAINTS
The latter day saints over in the commonwealth
of Utah are having their troubles these days, along
with the balance of mankind.

'lnside the temple, and that the quarrel between
lApostles Charles W, Penrose; and Reed Smoot be
came so intense that there was an exchange of
blows.

The general opinion is that Reed Smoot will be
given the option of resigning as senator or quitting
his position as apostle. On all sides he is censured
for his part in the recent municipal election in Salt
Lake City. Smoot is a resident of Provo. Neverthe-
less, he sought to dictate local politics all over the
state, using the machinery of the Mormon church
for his purpose,
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!  Old heads for wisdom, is a very safe thing to
apply in the election of the next state legislature.
We do not mean, however, the heads that are al-
ready bowed with the weight of advanced age. We
mean men of sufficient age to have demonstrated
of just what they are capable. Texas needs the
best material that can be elected next year, and
the election of the best material should apply all
the way from consiable to governor.

If the state legislature is convened in extra ses-
sion during the month of January, it is to be hoped
that the majority of the members can be prevailed
upon to leave their lightning rods at home, If an
extra session i8 held it should be devoted to busi-
ness exclusively, without any attempt at political
or horse play.

There are thousands of men in Texas who want
office so bad they.can fairly taste the desire, and
the great majority of them are going to make the
effort of their lives to land something during the
coming year. It is a great pity that all patriots can-
not be provided for at the same time, but Texas,
with all her greatness, is not big enough.

On
that thumb was fastened a knife, strapped with
leather. With this knife he could whittle the most
ingenious tops imaginable. An inmate of a home for
superannuated railroad men, he never missed a con-
vention, where he managed to sell a number of his
toys and photographs.

elected an honorary member of the order, after
which he was escorted to the platform, where he
shook hands with the long line of members of the
order as they filed past him. On either side of him
were secret service men, who closely scrutinized
each man as he approached. I was sitting near the
front row, with the reporters, and had an excellent
view of ‘One-Fingered Jimmy,” whom I had not seen
before, as he passed me. Suddenly the glint of that
knife caught my eye. I was paralyzed for the mo-
ment and could not speak or move.

OUR WASHINGTON LETTER

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 23.
Special to The Telegram.

Mr. Cannon, who will be Speaker Cannon after
the first Monday of next month, is charged by the
democrats with having a scheme up his sleeve to cut
the democratic representation on the house commit-
tees down to the lowest possible notch.

Democrats now in Washington, and among them
some of the most influential of the minority, resent
this, The probable action of the next speaker has
aroused more comment among the democrats than
any question of party policy that has yet been sug-
gested. Mr. Cannon is charged with going back on
his expressed opinion as to what he believed an ag-
gressive minority should be, and arranging his plans
to destroy that minority which he has often said
acted as a desirable check over the majority.

Mr. Cannon will not have a virile minority if
he carries out a plan to cut the democratic repre-
sentation on the committees. The democrats claim
that he is not giving them a *“square deal,” and
they point to the faet that when they had a major-
ity of 139 in the Fifty-second congress, and fewer
members of congress, that the republicans had six
on every committee and seven on some. They say
that Mr. Cannon is contemplating giving them only
five on each committee and giving the republicans
one additional, thus making the committees stand
five to twelve. The democratic contention is that
the republicans have twenty-five less than two to
one in the house, and that the almost exact propor-
tion of membership on the committee would be six
to eleven.
