Revolt in M oscow Reported 
Thoroughly Crushed

OUTLOOK STILL UNSEHLED

Train Service Is Much Ham­
pered—Foreign Residents 

Leaving Odessa

ODESSA, Dec. 27.—The Actual out­

look Is difficult to describe, now that 
train service is cut off beyond Zeh- 
nierliika, St. Petersburg and Moscow 
and frontiers are IsolattMl. The post 
and telegraph departments are work­
ing again, but it Is quite uncertain 
how long they will continue in opera­
tion. since fre»h strikes are declared 
daily and a general strike is expected 
every moment. Popular sentiment 
here, however. Is for a speedy finish 
to disorders and street disturbances 
have been promptly quelled by mili­
tary. Fewer rowdies are met with, 
and apart from the nervous tension 
tha city has entirely resumed Its nor­
mal aspect. Th(| peasants of Kherson 
are now quiet as military wa.s sent 
there with orxlers to shoot marauders. 
The exodits from tUlessa still con­
tinues. There are steamers leaving 
here full of pna.sengers. Most of the 
families o f foreign residents already 
hava left, and consuls have made ar­
rangements for ships to take the re­
mainder If such a step becomes nece.s- 
sary. Business is at a standstill. At 
the moment of serydlng this dispatch 
the revolutionar>’ party is endeavoring 
to close the banks.

27.—An Inspired statement in the Slovo 
today says the government expects the 
revolt at Moscow to be completely 
crushed within four days. The dura­
tion of the rising is explained by the 
small number of troops available.

Many soldiers are neces.sarlly em­
ployed In guarding the government 
buildings, leaving a comparatively 
small number available to cope with 
the Insurgents over a wide area of 
disturbance.

Fresh troops have now arrived and 
the end is said to be near. The Slovo 
says:

‘‘The grenadiers have wiped out the 
stain upon their honor with blood, 
fighting in front ranks at their own 
rtHiuest.”

From an Independent source the 
Slovo declares It is learned the blood­
shed at Moscow has heep frightful 
•nd casualties reach 15,000. and about 
100 Red Cross workers have been dis­
patched from St. Petersburg to Moscow 
and are caring for the wounded.

The Slavo says It learned that the 
arms of the revolutionists mostly came 
from Germany and Belgium, whence 
they were shipr>ed to England, trans- 
8hipp)ed there and smuggled into Rus­
sia through Finland and the Baltic 
provinces. Continuing the Slavo re- 
ma rk.s ;

“AVhen our plenipotentiary sought to 
prevent the sailing of these vessels 
through tonsul.s. the latter refu.sed to 
acL as all the ve.ssels flew foreign 
flags.”

The information of other papers Is 
that, while admitting that the revo­
lutionists are showing signs of ex­
haustion they do not regard the is­
sue as decided.

The Molva. formerly the Russ, whicli 
reapi>eared today, started out by hold-, 
Ing out encouragement of the success 
of the revolt. This paper declares that 
the area of fighting is increasing In- 
stea<l of dimlnisliing and asserts that 
the Insurgents are holding six miles 
of barricades.

“ Even if the revolt fails now," the 
Molva says, “ It will be recommenced in 
January or February.”

This is al.so the view of thp revolu­
tionary leaders here. However, they 
do not give up the hope of success. In 
spite of thé bad prospects here, the 
leaders of the revolutionists are con­
tinuing desperate efforts to bring on 
a geenral conflict.

At KharkofT yesterday the flag of 
the armed revolt was raised, but, ac­
cording to reports, troops, which had 
been largely reinforced, put down the 
outbreak mercilessly.

Members of the so-called provincial 
government. compose<l of twenty-sev­
en delegates, which «has been sitting 
at KharkofT, were captured early in 
the day and later, when the red flag 
was raised and barricades had been 
erected around »he Helfich engine 
works, wldch the revolutionists were 
holding, cannons were brought up and 
the revolutionists were given ten min­
utes in which to surrender. They then 
sent out an emissary, who was seized 
by the militaiv commander who then 
gave the command to the artillery to 
open fire on the works, which were lit­
erally battered down over the heads 
of the revolutionists. The latter, al­
though unable to make any defen.se, 
held out until about three-fourths of 
their number had been killed and 
wounded, when the remnant of about 
137 men surrendered.

Llutgcn Mlstchenko. who command­
ed the Cossacks brigade at Manchuria 
during the Russo-Japane.se war, has 
arrived in Moscow, and may take over 
the command of the troops there, ile  
had a narrow escape from capture by 
the revolutionists at St. Andrew’s mon­
astery, on the outskirts of the city, 
where the railroad track was blocked 
by barrk-ades constructed of frelgnt 
and passenger cars.

R E V O LT  R E P O R TE D  C R U S H E D
ST. PKTERSBUR3. Dec. 27.—Em­

peror Nicholas and Count Wltte have 
received a report from General Dou- 
ba.ssoff, governor general of Moscow, 
siijing that the revolt there had failed: 
that the military had the situation In 
hand, and that whatever defection may 
have cxl.-»te«l among the troops had 
been overcome by attacks on them 
with revolvers and bombs, to which 
f-ev ’'ad been subjected from the win­
dows and roofs at houses and which 
had .so enraged them they could hardly 
be re.st rained..

DALLAS, Texas, Dec. 27.—Erne.st 

Turman, the negro accused of at­
tacking Mrs. Claude Bateman near 
Quitman, Texas, Christmas day, is 
safe in Jail at Dallas.

Sheriff Ray of Wood county, with a 
force of deputies guarding his pris­
oner, arrived over the Texas and Pa­
cific railway from Grand Saline, Texas, 
at 10 o’clock this morning, having 
taken the short line from Alba. Texa.s, 
to Grand Saline lute last night, when, 
accoriiing to reports sent ahead and 
distributed in the vicinity of Quitman, 
they were en route to Greenville, where 
the prisoner was to have been con­
fined in the Hunt county Jail for safe 
keeping, pending a trial.

Upon reaching Alba last night 
Sheriff Ray placed Turman in a box 
car and the trip to Grand Saline was 
quickly made during the hours before 
dawn toilay and the sheriff, deputl-s 
and prisoner succeeded in catching the 
westbound Texas and Pacific train 
thi.s morning, arriving in this city at 
10 o'clock as stated.

Turman had been removed from 
Quitman through fear of violence from 
the thoroughly aroused farmers of that 
vicinity.

As stated in dispatches to The Tele­
gram Tuesday afternoon, Turman was 
taken before Mrs. Bateman at her 
home for identification. Mrs. Bateman 
declared she believed Turman the man 
who attacked her.

The att.ack on Mrs. Bateman oc­
curred, while she WHS alone In her 
room, a negro who had been concealed 
In the hou.se. seleing her. She managed 
to free herself, however, and the negro 
becoming frightened ran away. 
posse was organized and early Tuesday 
morning Ernest Turman was captured 
in a crib about two miles from the 
Bateman farm.

Dispatch Says Santo Domingan 
President W as Shot

By .AeMOCiatal Pren»,
NEW Yi)|tK. Dec. 27.—A cable dis­

patch to the Herald from Puerto Plata 
says that cabinet troops sent In pur­
suit of President Morales, who fled 
from Santo Domingo, the capital, Mon­
day, encountered him with sixty men 
near San Cri.stobal and exchanged 
shots. The dispatch continues:

"There are rumors that Morale.s was 
w’ounded In the leg. Vice President 
Caceres has dispati hed u commission 
to Monte Crl.stl on the United States 
warship Dubuque to confer with 
Demetrio Rodriguez there.

"Firmin Perez of I’uerta Plata four 
days ago received a telegram from 
President Morales that Vice President 
Caceras had ordered Perez' removal. 
He advised Perez to resl.st, saying he 
had a combination with Demetrio Rod­
riguez and that the Mome Orlstl forces 
would march against Saptlago and at­
tack Caceres. Perez resisted until 
Monday, when his troops refused to 
obey orders. He then embarked to 
Monte Cristl.

"Perez deilares that Rodrigues will 
attack Santiago on Wednesday.

“Rodriiruez visited the captain of the 
United States cruiser Yankee, at Monte 
Cristl. on Saturday evening, declaring 
that hl.s partisans will support the 
coiKStltutional president; that Morales, 
who was powerless, had the entire 
ministry and party opposed to him, and 
that they would take Santiago on 
Thursday and march on the capital. 
Thereby, being government forces, they 
should receive American support.

"Vice President Caceres arrived here 
yesterday. He believed Morales was 
bidden in the capital. He can get no
trace of him.  ̂ ,••(jaceres will embark today for the 
capital on the Cherokee, to take the 
oath of president. He does not believe 
Rodriguez will mobilize troops.

Secretary Root W ill Make Necessary

A certain mass of routine 
of course there Is—matters which 
could be attended to by any well or­
ganized corps of competent salaried 
clerks. But the consul himself—the 
man who Is getting an Income from 
salary or fees, or both, amounting to 
thousands, or a scors of thousands of 
dollars—has little to do In protecting 
Americans. He performs a small and 
inconsequential part In promoting our 
trade with those nations.

HACKE.N'SACK, Dec. 27.—Frank R. 
Long, the well known bridge builder, 
and Jacob L. Swayze of Hackensacic. 
are now the owners of the famous 
bark rigged yacht, Hildegard, built In 
1874 yj England for the Prince of 
WTales, now King Edward. This yacht 
is 120 feet over all and cost more than 
$100,000. It has passed through sev- 
enil hands since the Prince of Wales 
released it, and was purchased a few 
days ago for less than $10,000. 
Though the winner In 1877 of the 
Queen’s Cup, offered by the Royal 
Yacht Squadron, the Hildegard may 
now be doomed to become an ordinary 
freight vessel ou th* Hackensack 
river.

The boat Is In an excellent condition. 
The hull Is of Chinese peak wood and 
mahogany. The Interior decorations 
and furniflhlngs are still attractive.

SO M ETH IN G  FOR N O TH IN G
A distinguished and honorable statesman once 

said: "The darkest hour in the history of any
young man Is that in which he first conscientiously 
cherishes the desire to get something for nothing," 
and these words should be burned Into the heart 
and understanding of every young man In America 
today. It is true that a large number of the young 
men who are Just starting out in life are actuated 
by the desire to get on in the world as fa.st as possi­
ble, and with as little exertion as possible, but the 
great Csct still remains that no human being under 
the whole broad canopy of heaven has the moral 
or legal right to expect something for nothing.

Man has been commanded to live by the sweat of 
hie brow, in return for the first great transgresslo.i, 
end that Idea Involves the giving of value for all we 
receive while filling our respective niches in this 
world. It may be true that we can see on every side 
of us dally men who are living by their wits Instead 
pf by the sweat of the brow, but these wit-livers are 
kivarlably men who will sooner or later arrive at the 
fnd of their row and find themselves enmeshed In 
the strong tolls of the law. The man who starts 
out In life with the Idea that the world owes him 
a living and It Is hl.s duty to obtain that living with 
as little honest labor as possible is in effect but a 
polite vagabond, whose descent Into the life and work 
of an actual criminal will prove rapid. It Is from this 
list of fakers and genteel vagabonds that the army 
of grafters is regularly and systematically recruited. 
These are the pien who revel in high finance, and 
who know no moral or leg:il restraint when it comes 

»-^o feathering their own nest at the expense of others.
The man who is pursued by a desire to gain 

something for nothing is nourishing to himself either 
the pauper or the criminal instinct. The man wh-o 
is able to support himself but content to delegate 
the work of doing so to another is In reality a pau- 

yper. and deserves a place on the county i>oor farm. 
The man who is willing to get a living by any prac­
tice or avocation that does not Involve the rend9fing 
of full value as equivalent for what he receives. Is 
at heaxt a criminal, and is sure to land In the place 
provided for men of that ilk sooner or later.

We often find success In life measured and deter­
mined by what men are able to accumulate without 
reference to the return they make to society, and 
no standard of measure could be more false, for It Is 
the standard of honor established by the robber. 
Should we call that man successful who.by his finan­
cial sftrewdness amasses the pile of a Croesus and 
does nothing with bis wealth to benefit the world? 
It would be far more appropriate to regard that life 
as a miserable and lamentable failure.

nearly every case, were ascribed to the fact that they 
were built In a speculative way; that Is to wy, old 
machinery waM disposed of to the profit of Indi­
viduals and the mills were never of any value. Some 
failed because of bad management and some failed 
because of the lack of proper tabor. But In no In- 
«tanca where a mill wis built wisely-and 
weaving waa undertaken In a methodical and Duel- 
nese-llke way. did any failure resulL Old machinery, 
as has been stated, was brought here from the old 
states and disposed of to an exertted people, and the 
end was In sight right there and then. Again, people 
went Into the business without calculating the price 
of labor or the pro^>eat of securing It. These people 
thouglvt thstt a man could go out and hire a weaver 
Just aa he could go out and hire a eotton picker. 
Then, again, others became so enthused over the cot­
ton mill proposition that they seemed to think that 
the mill would not only make cotton cloth, but would 
keep books and all that. One essential of success In 
the cotton mill business is the labor. It cannot be 
had as the labor for cotton picking can. In fact, it 
Is skilled labor, and as little of it could be found In 
Texas, It had to come through the experience of raw 
hands. In other words, they had to leem, and this 
T^ulred time and loas. Then, again, labor In Texas is 
not of the yielding and complacent kind. The Texas 
Individual Is rather a self-opinionated person. He 
has only to work at a Job a moment or two when he 
thinks he knows as much about It as any other per­
son. This Is a peculiarity of Texarw, outside of their 
politics, where some of them are subservient. The 
instructors In cotton-weaving had a hard time, and 
In several Instances they threw over their Jobs. 
Again. If cotton weavers were brought on to work in 
the mills they .saw where they could Improve their 
conditions outside of the mills. Altogether, the trials 
of tlitf mills were great. Hut where labor could be se­
cured and where good munagement was the rule they 
paid and are paying now. Women and children were 
given work In the Waxahachle mills. Thos<i mills, 
as others, were gud.scnds to the poor people. We can­
not exi>ect that Texas will become a great cotton­
weaving .state for some time yet. The lopulatlon must 
Incri'aae, and with it must i"omo such increase of the 
laboring classe.s as will fill the mills. The product, 
the climate and other advantag«;« which the state 
jMjs.seMses are sure to make It a leading manafactur- 
Ing state In the end. .4nd, In this connection. It might 
not be out of the way to mention the fact tliat even 
while t̂ Je excitement was on In regard to building 
cotton nrlll.s, a strenuou.s crusade was waged against 
their emploj-ment of child labor. State Press does not 
propose to discuss that matter here otlier than to 
say that those who wanted to Invest In cotton mills 
became frightened at the di.sposKlon of the people to 
restrict them by laws In the conduct of their property 
even before the spindles began to whirr.—Dallas 
News.

The fact that some failure occurred back In the 
early days of the cotton mill Industry In this .stats 
should not operate to discourage our people at tl|is 
time. The rea.sons for those failures are well por­
trayed by the News, and were largely tlie result of In­
experience, overconfidence, and a disposition to boom 
the situation without understanding what was really 
Involved In the situation. Condition« have changed 
since that time. Texas has twice the population. Is 
producing twice the amount of cotton annually, and 
much experience has been gained in manufacturing 
cotton, even from the small number uf mills that are 
being opi'ration In the state.

It will be reincnibered that the first efforts made 
to convert this city Into a great packing center re­
sulted In dl'^mal failure. Ptoine mighty good men went 
dead broke as the net result of their efforts In this 
particular dlnction, but they opened Ibo way fur the 
magnificent plants that are located in North Fort 
Worth today. As a result of those efforts and those 
failures Fort Worth has finally become the great 
packing center and live stoek market of the South­
west, and so it will prove In other lines of manufac­
turing. It makes no difference that the pa.st may 
contain some evidences of failure. The people of 
Texas are not looking to the po.st: their faces are set 
resolutely on the future, and H Is the future that 
■will bring to this state the desired results In the mat­
ter of cotton mills and other mamifacturlng lntere.‘»ts.

The Telegram firmly believes the day Is not far 
distant when there will be more cotton mills operated 
In Texaa than in any other .«state In the union, and 
there exists no \-alid rea.«<on why It should not be so. 
We produce more cotton than any other state, we 

^have wonderful natural advantage«. Including near 
proximity to the gulf coast, and all that Is now neces­
sary Is an awakening on the part of our own peopla 
And this will not be long In materializing.

a m o n g  the exchanges
The new city directory of Fort Worth, Just Issued, 

shows that we have a total population of 51,126, and 
while those are very conservative figures, they serve 
to disclose the fact that we are a growing proposi­
tion. An Increase of more than 6,000 during the past 
year is not a bad showing.— F̂ort Worth Telegram.

Considering that these are ‘ ‘directory*’ figures 
they are Indeed conservative. Figures of a similar 
kind coming out of Dallas a month or so ago showed 
that city’s population increasing at a rate of 4,00# 
a month. Such lack of "conservatism.’’ however, 
tends to Increase the public rate of “discount” ct  
these directory figures, and works a hardship on ths 
modesty of Fort Worth.—San Antonio Express.

Fort Worth directory figures are backed up by the 
actual names and places of residence of all her popu­
lation, and Fort Worth does not have to make ex­
travagant claims In order to bolster up her alleged 
greatness.

The Insurance Investigation his 
placed the New York senators In a position that Is 
very unenviable, to .««ay the least of It, and It must 
be particularly embarrassing.

William J. Hryan declined to become the guest 
of the governor general of the Philippines on the 
ground that he is making his’ tour of the world In 
the capacity of a newspaper man, and does not desire 
to feel under the slightest obligations to the admin­
istration, which he may feel called upon to freely 
criticise upon his return.

It was 
only ncoes.'^ary In the pa«t to ai«k and then to recelva 
In the new order of thing« the people demanded that 
the railroad« .«»hould bear a greater proportion of taxa­
tion; that corporation franchises should be given for 
a limited number of years only, ami then to the high­
est bidder. That there should be an equalization of 
taxatkm so <hat corin')™t Ions whlcli grow wealthy 
and powerful should bear more of the burdens and 
real e.«»tate owned by the p^ ĵp!« should be relieved 
in a measure. Colby advocates the llmlt«‘d franchise, 
the increase of cori>oratt#n taxes, etc. He and his 
followers and those of Hutfc>on county arc pledged to 
jv.,- Til»* rfillisiods. st«*am anti trolley, do
BOt want the limited franchise of Colby. The rail­
roads. fsinclally, do not warrt equal tax:»tion along 
the ItHxil rate« proiiosltion. This would cause the 
Pennsylvania, the Central of New Jersey, the Erie, the 
l»ackawanna, and the West i^hore to pay an Increase 
In taxtvs estimated at not le.ss than $3,000,000 more to 
the local and state trea-surles In a year. In fact. If 
Otdby’s plan wins the corporations may be compelled 
to pay $5,000,000 !n a year.
Corporations Are Ready for Battle

In order to offset any nwve and prevent such leg­
islation. tthe ri# poratioms will have i>owt>rful lobbies 
at Tr<*nlon. The railroad Influences were exerted In 
behalf of tthe denH>crats of Hud.son county at Uie last 
election, but the people were so aroused that they 
w1p«d this »lemocratlc stp»ngliol»l off the face of tho 
map. ole<llng nearly all n-publlc^ns to the legisl.ature. 
The repnblle.Tti caui'us in the house tn selecting Mr. 
Robbins of Burlington for sp»'aker, has named a man 
who i.s suspected of being under cori>oratlon Influence, 
else ho would mt have I»» en cho«cn. In 1h<? election 
of William J. Bradley of Catnden as president of the 
senate, the rorjx>ratlon Influence will have selected 
their ally and friend. 'The committees will l»e framed 
on the same llne.s. The reiiubliean organization must 
n»'eds keep all it.s men In the house at every session, 
or have .some allies among tthe democrats. If they do 
not the Colbyltes can block their K’glslation. The 
ho\ise has thii1y-six .suilwart republicans, one Inde­
pendent; twenty Colbyltes and three democrats. A 
working majority of the house Is thirty-one votes. 
Unless there slmll be a concession by the corpora­
tions and tthe republican baders It l«%iks as If there 
would be no radical tax legislation at the coming 
session. The railroads do not want to pay more taxes, 
taking the .starxl that th»1r conces.slons at the ses.slon 
of 1905 were all that Uiey willingly Intend to make. 
Governor Btok»*« by message and spe^Tlies Is pledged 
to equalize taxation. So Is State Chairman Briggs. 
The question arises then, can the republican machine 
afford to Ignore these pKnlges? Penrose and Durham 
may be unhappy with their lot. but Governor Stokeo 
arai the republican leaders uf New Jer.s» y just now 
are In nee<l of sympathy also.—Philadelphia T.e»lger.

T H E  PAST AN D  PRESENT
Ten years ago all that seŝ tion of 

Texas west of a line drawn north and 
south along the eastern border of Tom 
Green county and the counties to the 
north and south of that county, w-ere 
deemed peculiarly the domain of the 
cattle raisers. Only In a few sporadic 
cases was a farmer to be found tilling 
the soil, and very few of the stockmen 
supposed that a change to gny extent 
would ever occur. As a home for 
their vast herds no part of the United 
States w-as Its equal and no one for a 
moment thought that It would ever be 
suitable for agricultural purposes, be­
cause of the climatic conditions.

It was a lonely land and was the 
pride of those w-ho were so fortunate 
as to possess a ranch and cattle within 
Its confines. But the "man with the 
hoe,” as has always been the case, has 
advanced with steady pace, occupying 
section after section, and footing him­
self firmly in the soil, driving back 
steadily the stockmen from their an­
cient holdings, and proving to the 
world that agriculture will flourish 
where none deemed It possible when 
it is proiierly "tickled” with his im­
plements.

Ten years ago cotton, the “currency 
of the south." w-as an unknow-n product 
west of the eju?terii border of Tom 
Green county, but thus far San Angelo 
has received 7.000 bales of the fleecy 
sUtple, many boles being handled In 
the seed from isiints beyond Sterling 
City, fifty miles west of the city of 
San Angelo.

Colorado City, the one time queen 
city of the cattle country, has re­
ceived from the farms In a year as 
much as 10.000 bales of cotton, all 
raised upon lands that ten years ago 
were solely used for grazing purposes. 
This year the Texas and Pacific rail­
way estimates that Big Springs will 
receive and ship 2.500 bales and from 
Barstow- on the Pecos 3.000 bales will 
be sent to market. The filains counties 
have become agricultural communities 
and are adding their quota to the 
Texas crops. The value of these lands 
have so increased that it does not pay 
the owners to hold them In large 
iKKlies for sto<'k purposes, therefore 
large ranches have been cut up into 
small holdings and sold to settlers 
for farming purpo.ses.

And still the quiet, steady advance 
of the men who till the soil goes on 
and the gra.ss of the lands that once 
w-ere the grazing grxiunds of countless 
thousands of thrifty cattle Is being 
turned under and the rlcli earth pre­
pared to receive the seeds that in due 
time will pnxluce the crops that w-lll 
make It truly agricultural.

What can the cattlemen do to stay 
this steady advance of agriculture 
uiKin their domains? The answer 
must be. Nothing. It Is inevitable.

Thlrty-two cases were filed In the 
corporation court this morning. The 
majority of these were negro women 
who had been arrested on charges of 
vagrancy before Christmas.

The filing of the cases was the re- 
•sult of a short conference held during 
the session of the court by Police 
Judge Prewett, Assistant Chief of Po­
lice Day and Assistant City Attorney 
Parker.

The assistant city attorney said fol­
lowing the action:

"You may announce that I shall not 
prosecute any more women for va­
grancy who live in that district of the 
city known as the ‘reservation.’ I do 
not think it the policy of g«ood govern­
ment to punish one class of people and 
knowingly allow another class to go 
free. Therefore these cases W'ere filed 
at my request.”

Police Judge Prewett was asked for 
an opinion iu thê  matter and said:

"I endeavor to try all cases before 
the corporation court according to the 
law- and the evidence, but I object to 
being called upon to try- a woman for 
an offense for which others are not 
prosecuted nor arrested. I think we 
should either arrest them all and close 
up all the places containing these char­
acters, or else not arrest any- of them 
on the charge of vagrancy.

Police Chief Maddox said today:
“I shall not direct the officers of the 

police department to arrest any more 
women on charges of vagrancy so long 
as they confine their residences to a 
known district not frequented by the 
general public. If they violte other 
restrictions of the city In the manner 
of their deportment they will certainly 
be prosecuted.”

NEW YORK, Dec. 27,—President 
Eliot of Harvard has declared himself 
In favor of stopping Intercollegiate 
fcrotball for one year In order that the 
game may be modified and a reaBon- 
able game devised and demonstrated In 
practice. He expressed his views In a 
letter to Chancellor MacCracken of 
New York University In replying to an 
invitation to Harvard to attend the 
conference of colleges on football to 
be held here today. President Eliot, 
after saying that the Invitation had 
been referred to the faculty commit­
tee on athletics, added: "I avail my­
self of this opportunity to tell you 
that my own belief Is that • Intercol­
legiate football should be stopped for 
one year so that the Individual col­
leges may demonstrate In practice, 
each on Its own grounds, a reasonable 
game of footbalL

“For myself, I find It impossible to 
btlleve that the committee, coaches and 
umpires who have ruined the game 
are to he trusted with Its reform or 
replacenietit. The fundamental difft- 
ciiltv with the present game is the bad 
spirit In which It Is played. To get 
rid of this vicious spirit, I think we 
must stop Intercollegiate football for a 
time. On the whole, therefore, I favor 
separate action b> the Individual ool- 

and not conferem es and conven­
tions or other attempts to continue 
Intel collegiate football under new reg- 
ui.atlons.”

This is the first official declaration 
of the spirit of the H..r ird authorities 
toward the game. Heretofore In answer 
’ > all Inquiries the statement was made 
that I’re.sl'lent Eliot would deal with 
the whole matter In his annual mes­
sage to the university corpor.ation In 
Fehrunry, but that the Initiative In 
any acUon for or against football did 
not lift with him, but in the overseers 
of the university.

The intercollegiate conference will 
open at the Murray Hill Hotel this 
nioriiirg.

The first snow of the season fell 
here on Tuesday of this week.

J. H. William.«, who ha.s large ranch 
interests In the north part of the 
county, has made up his mind that he 
will hereafter be .sati.sfied with noth­
ing short of the be.st In the cattle line. 
As a result of this decision, he re­
cently purchased nine head of regis­
tered Durham bulls, which be placed 
on his ranch. The time has arrived 
when we must have better cattle and 
few in numbers.

B. B. Curtis, an employe on the well 
known Kelly Bros, ranch located near 
Bovina. Texas, came In this morning 
with eight car loads of 1,100 pound 
steers. Several train loads of steers 
have been brought In from this ranch 
during the past few weeks, and all of 
the usual good quality. After the 
windup shipments have been made, 
5,000 head of cattle will be wintered. 
“And there will be feed left after we 
get through next spring,” said Mr. Cus- 
tis. “On this ranch we had 2.000 acres 
in birage, and I never saw such a Crop. 
We are .still stacking it, and cannot 
get it all .stacked, as it is getting too 
late. We will Just turn the cattle in 
on what is left. Next year we intend 
to Increase the acreage of forage to 
3,000. Kaffir corn, cane, millet and 
ather feeds are raised on the ranch."

O RDINANCE NO. 949
An ordinance prohibiting the selllnf 

or giving away of any whisky, wln^ 
beer or other Intoxicating liquor in anj 
house or place where theatrical or dra­
matic representations are given and 
prohibiting the same from being takes 
into such places under any pretext 
whatever.

Be it ordained by the City Council 
of the City of Fort Worth;

1. It shall hereafter be unlawful for 
any person or persons, firm or corpo­
ration to sell or give away any whis­
ky, wine, beer or other intoxicatlnf 
liquor in any house or place wher4 
theatrical or dramatic representationf 
are given.

2. It shall hereafter be unlawful for 
the lessee, owner, manager or employs 
of any house or place where theatrical 
or dramatic representations are given 
to take or carry into such place, any 
whl.sky, wine, beer or other Intoxicat­
ing liquors.

3. All rooms or buildings, or apart­
ments of any kind Inside the rooms 
where such theatrical or dramatic rep­
resentations are given, or being a par( 
ot It, or Joining or connecting there­
with by any door or doors, dumH 
waiter or opening of any kind shall hs 
held to be within the places Inhibited 
by the provisions of this ordinance.

4. Any person violating any of tks 
provisions of this ordinance shall b4 
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor an<i 
upon conviction thereof shall be pun­
ished by fine of not less than twenty 
dollars and not more than two hundred 
dollars. Each .violation shall be deem­
ed a separate offense.

6. None of the provisions of this 
ordinance shall be held to apply to tb( 
sale or gift of whisky, wine or beer oi 
other intoxicating liquor nor to th« 
taking or (Uirrylng In of such llquorf

"The blowing out of the gas In a 
New Orleans hotel Friday, causing the 
death of three Mls.sissippians calls to 
my mind a similar occurrence in the 
old Pickwick Hotel, now lEie iJelaware, 
In this city, in 1886,” said W. H. Smith 
to Man About Town this morning. "The 
victims of the Fort W’orth tragedy 
were two Indians, Quanah Parker, the 
present celebrated chief of the Co- 
manches, and Yellow Bear, a chief of 
less Importance and not of the same 
tribe. Yellow Bear lost his life as a 
result of blowing out the gas and 
Quunah Parker got about as near the 
happy hunting ground us any Indian 
ever did without making the whole trip.

"Parker always was partial to Fort 
Worth In those days and frequently 
made visits here, sometimes with his 
favorite wife, sometimes with one or 
more friends, and sometimes alone. He 
always stopped at the best hotel, wore 
diamonds and spent money freely.

"The time I refer to he was accom­
panied by Yellow Bear, a sub-chief, 
who was not on to the ways of the 
white man as Quanah 1‘arker was, and 
knew nothing about gas, having l>een 
used to a tallow dip or a campfire for 
Illuminating purposes all his life.

"The two, after having taken In the 
Bights about town until alKtut 10 
o’clock, went to the Pickwick and were 
assigned to a room by the night clerk. 
Quanah went to bed all right, got un­
der the cover just like a white man, 
but old Yellow Bear, disdaining the 
way of the white man, wrapped his 
blanket tightly around his body, blew 
out the gas and laid on the bed atop 
of the cover, with his moccasins and 
breeches on. The fumes of the escap­
ing gas soon filled the room and 
started old Yellow Bear over the long 
trail to the happy hunting grounds, 
with Quanah right behind him.

“When the chambermai<l made her 
rounds to clean up next morning she 
could not get Into the room of the 
two Indians, and reported the fact to 

f the clerk. An Investigation was made, 
the door was broken In and the discov­
ery made that Yellow Bear had at last 
become a good Indian—he was dead— 
and Quanah Parker was not far behind 
him. The only thing that saved him 
was that he covered his head when ho 
vent to bed.

“The doctors took Quanah In hand, 
and after a deal of work saved his 
life, but It was the closest call he ever 
had. The body of Yellow Bear was 
shipped over the Denver road to the 
closest point to the reservation, where 
It was recelv'ed by a delegation of In­
dians. among them all his wives, an4 
from there to the Indian cam^'neat' 
Fort Sill they kept up such a hQWlliyr 
as had never been heard by whlfe men 
in that part of Texas. The wives of 
the dead chief (and they were numer­
ous) gave evidence of their great grief 
by slashing their bodies with knives, 
cutting long gashes in a dozen places. 
It was a long time l>efore Quanah 
Parker came back to Fort Worth. The 
death of his chief. Yellow Bear, was a 
heavy blow to him, for the two were 
great frienas.”

J, P. Elliott, a former newspaper man 
of Fort Worth, but now connected with 
the Guffey Oil Company at Humble, 
was in the city this morning, en route to 
Denton on a sad mission, going there 
in aiiswer to a telegram telling him of 
the death of hts daughter, who was a 
teacher In the public schools of that 
city. Miss Elliott died from typhoid 
fever. Mr. Elliott was in Fort Worth 
during the '80s as a representative of 
the old Dallas Herald, which was ab­
sorbed by the News. He has a large 
number of friends in Fort Worth.

PETITION CENSORED
M ail C lerks M ay Not P e tition  For 

Safety Appliances as a Class,
Says Superintendent

The postofTice department has cen­
sured the petitioning of congressmen 
by railway mall clerks concernfVig leg­
islation In favor of the bill for the 
block system that has been drafted and
presented by the Interstate commerce 
commission.

The department sav-s th.at the clerks 
have the right as citizens but not oth­
erwise to petition the congressmen. 
The wonls "We require and charge" 
which have been In the petitions cir­
culated have been found to be es­
pecially objectionable.

The corre.siKkndence which Superin­
tendent S. M. Gaines has received from 
the office of the general superinten­
dent Is ns follows:

"Dear Sir:—A petition has been for­
warded to this office with the request 
to be informed whether there was any 
objection on the part of the depart­
ment to such a petition being circula­
ted and signed by various postal clerk.s 
In the railway mall service. The pe­
tition reads;

" ‘Relieving that the preservation of 
life and limb is one of the first duties 
of government and that the death and 
mutilation oU over 70.000 .Americans 
on the railroads In this country In a 
single year is a crime against the citi­
zenship of the United States, we, the 
undersigned railway postal clerks, re­
quire and charge you as our represen­
tatives in congress to forward by every 
means In your power house bill 18,469, 
drafted by the Interstate commerce 
commission of the United States of 
the block signal system.*

•’The matter has been given careful 
consideration. The second assistant 
postmaster general, to whom the ques­
tion was referred, has rendered tha 
following decision;

"Tn reply I have to say that there 
is objection on the part of this offloe 
to railway postal clerks as a class and 
as officials of the government signing 
and forwarding such petitions direct to 
representatives in congress. By execu­
tive orders they are required to bring 
to the attention of congress all mat­
ters affecting them as a class through 
thdr 8up#rior officer, the i>o8tma8ter 
general. If It be true that the pro­
posed legislation Is In the Interest of 
the general publlo, then railway postal 
olerke as individual citizens, and not 
otherwise, bav# the right to petition 
oongresa dlracUy to forward the same.

HOT WEATHER HERE
Sudden Rise o f Tem perature  E xp e ri­

enced in  T h is  C ity — Rain is 
Forecast

The maximum temperature of Tue.s- 
day was the hottest recorded during 
the month. The maximum tempera­
ture was 61.2 degrees, while the pre­
vious high for the month occurred on 
the ninth, when the thermometer went 
to 60.1 degrees. The minimum tem­
perature for the twenty-four hours 
ending at 7 o’clock this morning was 
32 degrees. At 7 o’clock Tuesday 
morning the temperature was 32 de­
grees. while at the same hour thin 
morning It was 36 degrees.

The rain forca.st for tod.ay on the 
map of Tuesday is still given for to­
night with showers tomorrow also.

"The highest temperature rei>orted In 
the country yesterday was at San 
Diego, where the thermometer went up 
to 68 degrees. Port Worth and Corpus 
Chrlsti were second with 62 degrees. 
The lowest temperature of the day 
was at Landor, Mont., where the ther­
mometer fell to 2 degrees below the 
zero mark. .\t that point, however, the 
maximum was 42 degrees, a range of 
44 degrees for the day.

Official statement of the weather 
conditions is:

"The country east of the Mississippi 
Is dominated by high barometric con­
ditions. cau.sing cool .md generally fair 
weather, except on the immediate gulf 
coast, where cloudiness prevails, and 
raining at Galveston, Incident to a 
comparative low barometer area In the 
gulf. Low barometer areas are noted 
In the extreme southwest and in the 
upper Missouri, but no fAul weather Is 
present in either Tow,’ except high 
winds in Montana and North Dakota.

"Temperatures to zero and a little 
below are noted In the middle north­
