Among the dead is Sr. Manuel Tro-
vino, a mining engineer., He was a
former president of Monterey and be-
distinguished family of
that city. He held a position as civil
engineer on the Monterey and Mexican
during and after the
coustruction of that line, and after-
ward as superintendent of the Monret
brick manufacturing company. He, at
the time of his death, held a respon-
.;ihle position with the Torreon smel-
er.

Among the others who partook of
the poison were: Luis M. Navarro,
mayor of Torreon; Congressman Lic.
Manuel Garza Aldape, Dr. Pedro Agu-
irre y Campos, Lic. Benito Flores, Dr.
Garza Gongora and other persons, all
belonging to the principal fumilies of
Torreon and Gomez Palacio,

The poisoning occurred at the posa-
da dance given in the Vega theater.
The posada was held by the family of
Colonel Carlos Gonzales and the mem-
bers of the princlpal families of Tor-
reon were present.

About midnight Manueél Trevino be-
gan to present symptoms of having
been poisoned and shortly thereafter
twenty persons presented like symp-
toms. Trevino died after being taken
to a pharmacy near by. The other
victims were soon in a serious con-
dition and on Monday eight had diasd.
Their names are not obtainable, but ai
were leading citizens of Torreon.

Strychnine is said to have been
placed in the punch bowl and also in
bottles containing cognac, which was
served to the dancers.,

T. N. Ronse of the American Liquor
Company, with headquarters at San
Antonio,  Texas, and who frequently
visits El Paso, was present at the
dance and was among the first to
make the discovery of poison in the
liquor. Being an expert in judging
wines he was called upon to sample
the cognac and the punch. The de-
cision that it was serfously adulter-
ated was reached immediately and the
dispensing of it stopped.

The dancers who had been drinking
the cognac and punch were all taken
violently ill and rushed to their homes
and were given medical attention.

Torreon was thrown into a ferment
of excitement by the polsoning and a
rigld investigation is being made. Sen-
sational developments are expected,
bui according to the last report re-
ceived here only one arrest has bheen
made, that of the owner of the cantina
where the wines were purchased.

Residents of the south side are help-
lessly indignant over the polsoning of
a number of valuable dogs within the
past two weeks, Bight dogs have dled
from the poison while others have been
saved only through the promgpt efforts
of the owners. The manner of the poi-

soning is not known. Owners of sev-
eral of the dogs are now investigating
the hource.

Jeff D. McLean, county attorney,
stated this morning that penal code¢
provides a fine of not more than $250
for any one who shall be convicted of
having wilfully polsoned a dog or other
animal,

Several of the dogs that
killed in this manner were valued high-
ly by their owners while all have been
regarded as great pets of the families.
The fact that so many dogs have been

poisoned has caused a great fear
among the owners of dogs that have

not yet been affected and these dogs
are kept at home all the time and are
hardly allowed out of the sight of
their owners,

Among those who have had dogs poi-
soned are Morris Berney who lost two
valuable wire haired fox terriers, dogs
that are very valuable; Jerry Ellis of
501 Henderson street, who lost a fine
bull terrier, and A. E. Want, 610 Fifth
avenue, who lost a Llewelyn setter that
he had owned for seven years and
which was a great pet of the family
as well as a valuable watch dog. There

This house is unpretentious In ap-

pearance, but spacious enough with its
four stories to serve amply for the
young couple,

It has been occupied by Mr. Long-
worth’s mother and other members of
his family who have been in Washing-
ton thia winter. Mrs. Longworth
brought with her Oriental rugs of her
own, her own table linen and the fam-
iily plate. When the change in mistress
takes place, only the bride’'s personal
effects will be added to the 1urnish-
ings already installed, as the home
is looked upon as only temporary. The
many tokens of regard with which she
was showered in the Orient will al-
ways make her domicile, wherever |t
may be, one of the most attractive.

The plan of the house is somewhat

Coffin Case Viewed as Prece-
dent Test

ANNAPOLIS, Md., Dec. 29.—The
closing session of the court-martial of
Midshipman Trenmor Coffin Jr. for
the alleged hazing of Midshipman Je-
rome P. Kimbrough began today. There
is great interest in the case, as it is
generally regarded as a forerunner of
a series of cases. The little court room
in the temporary bullding at the acad-
emy was full of spectators during the
day. An hour consumed the opening
session in reviewing the testimony
given yesterday.

ANNAPOLIS, Md., Dec. 29.—Court-
martial proceedings against Midship-
man Trenmore Coffin Jr., a member of

the third class, on the charge of haz-
ing Midshipman Jordan P. Kimbrough
of the fourth class, began at the na-
val academy vesterday, the charge be-
ing supported by the specification that
the accused caused Kimbrough to
stand on his head continuously for a
space of ten minutes or there abouts
and until he became unconscious. This,
lit is speclfied, took place on the even-
ing of Dec. 12 last.

Midshipman George W. Howlett of
the third class was the first witness,
Just after he was sworn counsel for
the accused asked the court to In-
struct the witness as to his rights to

withhold testimony which would in-
criminate himself.
| The witness testified that he had

looked in the door of room 53 in Ban-
l('ruft hall on the evening of Dec, 1;.
and that he had seen Kimbrough
standing on his head and Coffin and
Kimbrough’'s roomms:ate in the room
with him. The witness continued and
said he left and remained away about
five minutes and that when he re-
turned Kimbrough was s«till on his
head and Coffin the only other person
in the room.

The witness was asked to illustrate

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CATTLE SHIPMENT
FOR 1905 HEAVY

— -

Speeial to The Telegram.

EL PASO, Texas, Dec. 2%.—During
the past year the record for catle
shipments from New Mexico estab-

|lished in 1903 was not excelled. The
mark made that year remains the rec-
ord. The last year's shipments have,
however,eclipsed those of 1904 and com-
pared favorably with those of any year
preceding the banner year of 1903.

According to reports which have
been issued by the eattle sanitary
board of New Mexico, the shipments
for the past three years were as fol-
lows:

1903, 1904, 1905.
Cattle .... .220,866 166,273 203,152
Horses ....... 13,499 14,967 15.398
TR R R 30,221 38,865 39,835

The hide shipments have shown a
{steady and substantial gain each year,
the mark reached during the past year
being almost double that in 1903. The
horses exported from New Mexico have
been greater in number each year, the
gain having been approximately one
thousind a year. This branch of New
Mexico's animal mmdustry has been
growing steadily, but without any per-
ceptible spurt or boom, as has been, to
a certaln degree the case with sheep,
for example,

The cattle gain has been steady un-
til at the present time the sanitary
board estimmates that there are about
900,000 cattle In the territory. The
board attributes the gain In large de-
gree to the change in leasing laws,
which has made it practicable and
profitable to transfer a large number
of cattle from Texas to New Mexico.
The great increase in the number of
herds is indicated by the fact that
6.000 brands have been recorded since
March 1. A part of this increase, how-
ever, has been brought about by the

law requiring the registration of
brands,
The only noticeable shortage this

past year has been in calf crop, which
has been short fully 50 per cent. The
crop Is estimated at 200,000,
Misunderstanding Over Order

In the Gila river forest reserve there
Las been a misunderstanding as to re-
vision of the grazing laws which has
not yet been cleared up. It was an-
nounced that the fee had been re-
idum-«l to 10 cents a head, with 100 cat-
|tle allowed to graze free. This report
was inaccurate, but a definite an-
nouncement has not been made. For
the benefit of settlers who need to save
a part of the range near their homes
for fall or winter pasture a ruling has
been made permitting the lease of pas-
ture lands, up to a limit of 360 acres,
to settlers living within or on the bor-
ders of the reserve. The limit will be
permitted only in extreme cases.

One of the largest recent shipments
of range horses from New Mexico was
that last week from Deming of 200
head, consigned to North Carolina. The
Lrons-Campbell Company and Frank
Allison shipped the horses.

Because of these con-
ditions there 1s a fine season in the
ground and with warm weather and
an early spring grass will spring up
and outgrow Johnson grass, Our calf
crop was excellent and has all been
sold at fair prices. I market calves
and do not hold for age. My stock i3
mostly Shorthorns. Of course with
the present prospect for cattle to BO |
through the winter in the best of shape
we can safely count upon an unusually
average calf crop the coming year.

“I read in the Telegram the article
on the advance of the farmer and the
retiring stockman and I tell you it
was a good article and told the con-
dition of things exactly. I used to live
in Colorado City when it was a cow
town. Lands are advancing in price,
either through immigration or the good
seasons, or both and the advance in
price will continue. I am told that
sixty sections have been taken up by
farmers west of Big Springs this year
and McFadden, a real estate man thir-
ty miles east of Monahan, sold two
sections for $4,600 bonus to farmers,
80 you see the ‘advance of the man
with the hoe’ has about reached us.
It has been demonstrated that cotton
will grow fine in our section with irri-
gation. At Grand Falls on the Pecos,
just southwest of me, they have cot-
ton planted and irrigated and have
raised this yvear from one to two bales
to the acre. This seems a large vield,
but it is a fact, water can be reached
In bored wells at 80 feet and with
the present gasoline engines and wind
mills the question of water for firri-
gation is settled. I intend to cultivate
this year 100 acres in cotton and 100
acres in kaffir corn, and thus supply
mys=elf with roughness for my stock
and help the farmer in his efforts to
bull the cotton market.
