ABSENTEE voting ended 
Tuesday and was reported 
heavier than usual in Dimmitt, 
also for Hart and Nazareth 
school board elections. Only 
four absentee votes were cast 
in the Hart city elections where 
candidates for three places are 
all unopposed. 

The highest number of ab-
sentee ballots were cast in the 
Dimmitt school board election 
with a total of 88. There were 
64 absentee votes in the city 
elections and 57 for Plains 
Memorial Hospital board mem-

industry. 
"It also recommends a sharp 

reduction in foreign sugar im-
ports. In addition, the U.S. 
International Trade Commis-
sion after a six-month investi-
gation has recommended to 
President Carter a restrictive 
import quota of 4.275 to 4.4 
million tons," Ginn said. 

HE ADDED that low world 
sugar prices have given sugar 
exporting nations as well as 

many importing countries, the 
incentive to negotiate a new 
international sugar agreement. 

These worldwide negotia-
tions under auspices of the 
United Nations will begin next 
month and Ginn expects a 
meaningful agreement keyed to 
a minimun worldwide floor 
price by fall. 

He also cited the Food and 
Drug Administration's proposal 
to ban the most widely used 
non-caloric sugar substitute, 
saccharin, because it appar-
ently has caused cancer in test 
animals, and said that even if 
this proposal is overruled such 
sweeteners may be suspect in 
the minds of consumers who 
will turn to sugar instead.  

A cotton and oil seed crop 
meeting will be held at 7:30 
p.m. today (Thursday) in the 
assembly room of the court-
house, according to Charles 
Hottel, county agricultural 
agent. 

JAMES SUPAK and Zoel 
Daughtery. Extension Service 
area agronomists. will discuss 
cotton, soybean and sunflower 
production. Olan Moore, Castro 
County entomologist, will pre-
sent information on insects 
which affect these three crops. 

All producers who have an 
interest in these crops are in-
vited to the meeting, Hottel 
said. 

County representatives for 
the Plains Cotton Growers will 
also be elected during this 
meeting.

Legislative and economic 
conditions at present offer a 
rosier future to sugarbeet 
growers of Castro County and 
over this area, according to 
industry spokesmen. 

OPTIMISM was expressed 
this week by Bob Binn. agri-
cultural manager for Holly 
Sugar's Hereford plant, al-
though he added that moisture 
conditions and irrigation water 
availability may prevent some 
growers in the area from plant-
ing all the sugarbeet acreage 
they desire this year. 

"As a result, domestic beet 
sugar production may be down 
somewhat in 1977 despite more 
favorable economic outlook 
provided by recent events," 
Ginn said. 

Legislative relief appears to 
be in sight for the sugarbeet 
industry after some rather dark 
days. Ginn said, basing his 
optimism on recent events in 
Washington, D.C. 

THE FACT that the new 
secretary of agriculture, Bob 
Bergland, comes from a sugar-
beet producing area, the Red 
River Valley of Western Minn-
esota, is seen as a hopeful 
factor. 

"He knows and understands 
the problems growers face and 
he has repeatedly pledged to 
work for responsible solu-
tion,-  Ginn said.

A public hearing on a pro-
posed health standard that 
would reduce worker exposure 
to cotton dust will be held by 
the US Dept. of Labor's Oc-
cupational Safety and Health 
Administration (OSHA) in Lub-
bock May 10. 

SESSIONS will convene at 
9:30 a.m. at the South Park 
Inn, 3201 S. Loop 289. 

The key provision of the pro-
posed OSHA standard would 
reduce the present permissible 
exposure limit from 1,000 mi-
crograms of total dust per cubic 
meter of air to 200 micrograms, 
based on an eight-hour time-
weighted average. 

Respirable dust is proposed 
as the measure because larger 

cotton dust particles are not 
believed to be harmful. 

IN ORDER to hear as many 
persons as possible, presenta-
tions will generally be limited 
to 15 minutes. However, OSHA 
will attempt to accomodate re-
quests for additional time re-
quired by special circumstan-
ces.

Students with poor hearing 

seem to show more emotional 
stress and frustration than stu-
dents with other types of handi-
capping conditions. Parents 
and teachers, all too often, are 
impatient with children whose 
hearing loss is in the mild or 
moderate range and undetected 
in the school age child. The 
label of "stubborn" or too en-
grossed in play to listen or try 
to talk takes its toll in social 
and personality development. 

EVEN when the hearing de-
fect is identified, society seems 
to lower its expectancy in ac-
ademic and social development 
since communication is involv-
ed. This is communicated to 
the child with poor hearing and 
he responds, in many cases, 
with a loss of confidence and 
poor self-image. 

Unfortunately, many children 
with hearing losses are behind 
other children in school pro-
gress. There is no evidence 
that hearing impairment is re-
lated to intelligence or educa-
tional achievement, but this 
handicap produces the "im-
age" of retardation and results 
in "feelings" of social and 
psychological inadequacy in 
this type child. The use of 
hearing aids, which could help 
many children, has not been 
accepted by parents as have 
glasses for the visually handi-
capped. This condition is being 
overcome by great strides in 
the development of very ef-
ficient transistorized aids that 
are easy to wear and do not 
alter the appearance of the 
child. 

The modern school provides 
many services for the hearing 
impaired. These services pro-
vide early detection through 
screening by school nurses, 
speech and hearing specialists 
to develop the communication 
skills, special techniques in 
teaching through other chan-
nels of learning, and the un-
derstanding needed by children 
with hearing handicaps. 

Next week: Early signs of 
poor speech. 

Of the $109.3 million total 
federal funds being made 
available to the states for fish 
and wildlife restoration, Texas 
is in line for S5,252,500.

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department officials say the 
department must first spend 
state money for fish and wild-
life work, then be reimbursed 
by the federal government for 
up to 75 percent on approved 
projects.

phasis on the basics in the 
school curriculum is eviden-
ced." 

Major problems confronting 
schools were listed in the poll's 
first question. Lack of disci-
pline was at the top of this list 
with problems of integration, 
segregation and busing next. 

IN A significant change from 
1975, the problem of poor 
curriculum advanced from 
seventh to fourth place in 
Americans' concern, "undoubt-
edly because of wide publicity 
given to the drop in national 
test scores and growing con-
cern about the number of 
functional illiterates among 
those leaving school." 

Stricter discipline was in se-
cond place among suggestions 
for improving the quality of 
education, ahead of meeting 
individual needs of students 
and improving parent-school 
relations. 

Emphasis of moral develop-
ment was also high on the list, 
and in a separate question as to 
whether the school should 
assume a share of responsi-
bility for children's moral be- 

havior rather than leave it all to 
parents, 67 percent of the 
answers were "Yes". 

ANOTHER question sought 
reaction to proposals for school 
boards to appoint citizen ad-
visory committees to deal with 
various problems and help in-
volve more citizens in local 
school matters. 

In response, 90 percent of 
the persons polled said they 
would be willing to serve on 
such a committee, with the 
greatest number choosing ser-
vice on a committee on "disci-
pline and related problems.- 

Other committees winning 
high approval were those on 
student-teacher relations, 
career education, student drop-
outs, teacher evaluation and 
the handicapped student. 

ASKED TO pick the qualities 
which schools should stress as 
most important in development 
of a child, the respondents 
placed first, "Learning to think 
for oneself," followed in order 
by ability to get along with 
others, willingness to accept re-
sponsibility, high moral stan-
dards, eagerness to learn and 

desire to excel. 
Of the personal qualities de-

sired in teachers, the ability to 
communicate, understand and 
relate topped the list. Ability 
to discipline firmly and fairly 
was next, then ability to inspire 
and motivate the pupil, and 
high moral character. 

A majority felt that unioni-
zation of teachers was harmful, 
and the biggest majority of 
those were residents of the 
biggest cities, where unions 
tend to be more militant. 

ASKED whether teacher 
groups should have the right to 
negotiate with school boards 
about class size, the curriculum 
and teaching methods as well 
as about pay and working 
conditions, 52 percent of the 
respondents would approve this 
right, with the youngest age 
group of those polled-18 to 29 
years old—approving with a 73 
percent "yes" vote. 

Proposals of methods to cut 
school costs were offered in the 
poll, and the largest percentage 
of votes, 72, went to reduction 
of administrative personnel, 
while 52 percent wanted to 
reduce the number of counsel-
ors. 

In the face of declining 
birthrate and consequent lower 
school enrollment, 55 percent 
approved reduction of school 
expenditures in proportion. 

A tax-supported child-care 
system for all pre-school child-
ren was given approval by 57 
percent in cities over a million 
population but by less than half 
those questioned in cities under 
500,000.

Robert 
Ryan pointed out the national 
public's concern for curriculum 
improvement. 

Ryan told the board he in-
tends to use the poll as a 
guideline in setting goals for 
the future. 

"As you know, one of my 
primary concerns for the Dim-
mitt schools is curriculum im-
provement—that's what school 
is all about," he said. 

He considered the poll's 
most important question to be 
the one concerning improve-
ment of overall quality in public 
school education. More than 
half of those questioned said 
the best way to achieve the 
improvement would be by more 
attention to basics. 

THIS POLL was the eighth 
annual Gallup survey of the 
public's attitude toward public 
schools, and the report which 
accompanies it notes that " the 
year 1976 may well prove to be 
the turning point in the public's 
attitudes toward the public 
schools . . . a nation-wide shift 
toward more traditional val-
ues."

From the East coast to the 

West coast and in numerous 
communities in between a real 
taxpayers revolt is brewing, 
especially with homeowners. 
Skyrocketing property taxes are 
the reason for raising the roof 
over higher taxes. Inflation has 
pushed the cost of everything 
from education to garbage col-
lection. So, cash-strapped cities 
and towns are putting the arm 
on owners of single-family 
dwellings as never before. 

The real problem area is the 
trend toward assessing single-
family dwellings at their fair 
market value, or at least mak-
ing sure that comparable prop-
erty is assessed equally. This 
both increases local tax reve-
nues and eliminates inequities 
caused when inflation forces 
assessments to get out of line. 
The equalization process is the 
only fair approach; but it makes 
the residential property owner 

feel like a sitting duck. 
It's the same story every-

where. Property values climb in 
response to an inflation fueled 
market and homeowners are hit 
with sometimes staggering tax 
bills. Hardest hit are the el-
derly and those living on fixed 
incomes. Some owners are forc-
ed to sell their houses. The 
only other recourse for the 
homeowner is to appeal the 
evaluation or to vent his frus-
tration by voting down school 
bond issues and organizing tax-
payer protest groups. 

Property taxes have been the 
primary source of revenues for 
local government. In 1975. 
property taxes amounted to 
81.6% of local revenues from 
all sources. As property taxes 
climb, they tend to become re-
gressive. But with restricted 
bases of revenues and consti-
tutional limits on taxing author-
ity, local governments have no

LAST WEEK I was in Lub-
bock for two days of training 
about home remodeling. It was 
very interesting and I'd like to 
share several things with you. 
Of those families who are ap-
plying for loans for a new home 
today. fewer than 17% can 
qualify. So we see that many 
people must keep their present 
home doing what they can to 
make it more adequate. There 
is also a new "rule of thumb" 
regarding how much money 
you can plan to spend on 
housing. It used to be 21/2  
times your annual income, but 
now it is P 7 times your income 
or not more each year than 
25% of your earnings. This is 
partly because utility bills now 
are often as great or greater 
than the mortgage payment on 
a house. 

If you are contemplating re-
modeling I'll he glad to help 
you however I can. Be sure you 
check on the building codes 
and get a permit. Most people 
remodel kitchens and/or bath-
rooms. Garages are also often 
converted into usable space. 
Bedroom additions are also 
common. However, remember 
that if you have more than 4 
bedrooms or three bathrooms 
you are not adding to the resale 
value of your house. When you 
remodel keep your house com-
parable (money wise) to the 
others in your neighborhood. 
You cannot get 550.000 for your 
house in a neighborhood of 
$30,000 homes. 

One of the things you may 
want to do is add insulation to 
your house. Heating bills can 
be reduced up to 40% by 
proper insulation. There are 
new recommendations for the 
amount of insulation needed 
and I'll be glad to share them 
with any of you who are in-
terested.
