"Tho most bitter pang In my remorse ts 
caused b'y the thought of ̂ e  great drrong 
1 have duno you, diear w lf^  'You will now 
be forced to face the world not only un­
protected by the one whose duty and whose 
desire it was to smooth the way for you; 
t>ut, what is worse, oppressed by the bur­
den of hia sin.

"What little money I hare left tn the sav- 
Inge bank I have transferred to y ^ r  name. 
You may use It all with sctesrconelence: 
for every dollar ot It was honestly mine. I 
a wear 1 have never had a atngto oeat of the 
money I have stolen. It has all been drawn 
by Henry Seymhbr, and used 1 knouMi'ot 
how. , ‘

"As soon as I am settled ii> the place lo 
which 1 am going I shall try. as far as Uaa 
In my power, to redeem my past by a Ilfs of 
honest labor; and 1 hope to be able to con­
tribute to your support In the near future. 

"Oh! my wife! my darling wife! Would

OdUld once more place my hand In youra, 

an honest man. Though you may flnd It 
hard to forgive ms now, perhaps In time
