The period for the operation of the
70 per cent flour rule géverning bak-
ers of all products excebt bread and
rolls, which expired July 31, has been
extended to August 31.

Food Administrator Writes Presi-
dent America Conserved 141,.
000,000 Bushels Wheat.

CREDIT DUE TO WOMEN.

Meat and Fat Shipments Increased by
844,600,000 Pounds.

Conservation’ medsures applied by
the \nu-rluen people enabled the Unit-
ed States to ship to the Allled peoples
and to our own forces overseas 141,-
000,000 bushels of wheat and 844,000,
000 pounds of meat during the past
year, valued In all at $1,400,000,000,
This was accomplished In"the face of a
serious food shortage in this country,
bespeaking the wholeheartedness and
patriotisn with which the American
pgople have met the food crigis abroad.,
» Food Administrator Hoover, In a let.
ter to President’ Wilson, explains how
the situation was met. The voluntary
conservation program fostered by the
Food Administration enabled the'piling
up of the millions of bushels of wheat
during 1917-18 and the shipment of
meat during 1917-18,

The total value of all food ship-
ments to Allled destinations amounted
to $1,400,000,000, all this food being
bought through or in collaboration
with the Food Administration. = These
fizures are all based on official reports
and represent food exports for the
harvest year that closed June 30, 1018,

The shipments of meats and fats
(including meat products, dairy prod-
ucts, vegetable olls, ete.,) to Allied ;ie.-
tinations were as_.follows:

Fiscal year 1916-17....2,166,500,000 1ba,
Fiscal year 1017-18..7.8,011,100,000 Ibs,

Increase . 844,600,000 I1bs,

Qur slaughterable animals at the be-
ginning of the last fiscal year were not
appreciably larger than the year be-
fore and particularly in hogs; they
were probably less. The Increase In
shipments Is due to conservation and
the extra weight of animals added by
our farmers,

The full effect of these eﬂorts began
to bear thelir best results in the last
half of the fiscal year, when the ex-
ports to the Allles were 2,133,100,000
pounds, as against 1,266,500,000 pounds
in the same period of the year before,
This compares with an average of
801,000,000 pounds of total exports for
the same half years In the three-year
pre-war period,

In cereals and cereal products re-
duced to téerms of cereal bushels our
shipments to Allled destinations have
been :

Fiscal year 1916-17.. 259,900,000 bushels
Fiscal year 1917-18..340,800,000 bushels

Increase 80.900.000\bushell

Of these cereals our shipments of
the prime breadstuffs in the fiscal year
1917-18 to Allled destinations were:
Wheat 131,000,000 bushels and of rye
13,900,000 bushels, a total of 144,900,
000 bushels,

-The exports to Allled dostlnatlonl
during the fiscal year 1916-17 were:
Wheat 135,100,000 bushels and rye
2,300,000 bushels, a total of 137,400,000
bushels. In addition some 10,000,000
bushels of 1917 wheat are now in port
for Allied destinations or en route
thereto, The total shipments to Allled
countries from our last harvest of
wheat will be therefore, about 141,000,-
000 bushels, or a total of 154,000,000
bushels of prime breadstuffs. In ad-
dition to this we have shipped some
10,000,000 bushels to neutrals depend-
ent upon us, and we have <réceived
some imports from other quarters.

“This accomplishment of our people
in this matteér stands out even more
clearly If we bear in mind that we had
available in the fiscal year 191617
from net carry-over and as surplus
over our normal consumption about
200,000,000 bushels of wheat which we
were able to export that year without
trenching on our home loaf,” Mr,
Hoover said, “This last year, however,
owing to the large failure of the 1917
wheat crop, we had available from net
carry-over and production and {mports
only Just about our normal consump-
tion. Therefore our wheat shipments
to Allled destinations represent- ap-
proximateély savings fromi our own
wheat bread.

“These figures, however, do not fully
convey the volume of the effort and
sacrifice made during the past jyear
by the whole American people.” De-
spite the magnificent éffort of our agri-
cyltural population in planting a muc h

A Sugar Stretcher - .

How the chemist
come forward with a war time prop-
osition for'saving sugar by actually
increasing -its sweetening power, J,
J. Willaman, a member of the Min-
nesota section of the American Chem-
ical Society, tells in a recent inter-
view, This information- is particy-
larly valuable in view of the further
reduction in the sugar rations.

When cane sugar (or sucrose) ‘is
subjected to mechanical change called
hydrolysis, it is converted into in-
vert sugar - which is a mixture of
equal parts of glucose and fructose
(fructose is the characteristic sugar
of ripe fruit.a, especially apples and
""" ™ The fructose part of- invert

sucrose, and. far sweeter than glucose
or corn sirup. Weight for weight it
is considered to be about 30 per cent
sweeter than the cane sugar.

100 pounds of cane sugar makes
105.24 pounds of invert sugar which
has the same sweetening power as
135 pounds of cane sugar. So it can
be readily seen that the conversion
of cane sugar into invert sugar is an
economy in sweetening. It has no
more food value than the sucrose but
the use of the latter as a food is al-
most always a secondary  considera-
tion. .

The inversion of sugar is a very
simple matter and is -breught about
when it is boiled with an acid. In
fact, inversion takes place to a consid-
erable extent in the making, of jelly.
For many purposes confectioners and
manufacturers of jellies and jams boil
their sugar and tataric acid or even
cream of tartar in order to invert it.
Commercial invert sugar is made by
means of acid, but the latter is not
detectable in the sirup.

Any housewife can readily follow
this recipe for making invert sugar.
Take 10 pounds of granulated sugar,
4 1-2 pints of water, and 1-56 pounds
of tartaric acid (obtainable at any
drug store) and boil slowly in a cov-
ered kettle for about 30 to“35 min-
