Somewhere in Francé, July 24.
Dear friend: You canot imagine
how glad I was to receive your let-
ter. It was the first news that I have
had from Canyon since June 1st. It
made me think of home and I sure

-1 will be glad when the day comes that

I may be permitted to be with you
all again. Our trip over was simply
grand. We had one day of rough sea
and I fed the fish. I saw 'great
schools of fish. They were as large
as_those big white-face cows ov yours.
I went through England and it was
a pretty country.” Everything was so
green. All houses were built of brick
|and covered with jred tile or slate.
All the houses in[ France are built
of grey stone or sfucco covered with
stone or with' reld tile. Most of
them are very old.\ I celebrated the
Fourth of July in gland. We had
speeches by a representative of the
Belgian, Italian, New Zealand, Eng-
lish and American governments., We
had baseball games and boxing in the
arternoon, but now I'm near the firing
line and can hear the big guns at
night, and sometimes we can see the
big searchlights as they play in the
heavens hunting enemy air craft. 1
have seen many German prisoners and
they do not look as bad as our people
at home have pictured them. I have
seen a German bayonet that a French
soldier took off a German at the bat-
{tle of Verdun and sent home to his
wife... The top of it is made- like a
saw so it will tear such a hole that
the victim cannot Trecover. The
French are great people. They treat
us fine. We live in a village in va-
cant rooms. Our first night here
they treated us with wines. We are
all anxious to get up on the line and
we may get orders any day. I have
seen soldiers of every nation on the
Globe. Tell your dad that the most
interesting of them all are the Scotch
in kilts. They are smooth looking
fcyws, and have made a good rep
for themselves even with the Huns.
They call them them “fighting ladies
from Hell.” 1 sure will have some

: Packer;’ Profits
i Are Regulated

| The public should understand that
It the profits of the packers have been
limited by the Food Administration
since November 1, 1917. For this pur-
M  Ppose, the business of Swift & Company
is now divided into three classes:

\Clun 1 includes such products as beef,
pork, muttu., oleomargarine md
others that are essentially animal
products. - Profits are limited to 9
per cent of thé capital employed in
these departments, (intluding sur- |
plus and borrowed money), or not
to exceed two and a half cents on
each dollar of sales.

Class 2 includes the soap, glue,
fertilizer, and other departments
more or less associated with the
meat business.. Many of these de-
partments are in competition with
outside businesses whose profits
are not limited. Profits in this class
are restricted to 15 per cent of the
capital employed.

Class 3 includes outside investments,
such as those in stock yards, and
the operation of packing plants in
foreign countries, Profits in this
class are not limited.

Total profits for all departments
together in 1918 will probably be
between three and four per cent on
an increased volume of sales.

The restrictions absolutely guar-
antee a reasonable relation between
live stock prices and wholesale meat
prices, because the packer’s profit can-
not possibly average more than a
fraction of a cent per pound of product.

Since the profits on meat (Class 1)
are running only about 2 cents on each
dollar of sales, we have to depend on
the profits from soap, glue, fertilizer
(Class 2, also limited) and other depart-
ments, (Class 3) to obtain reasonable
earnings on capital.
