MILITARY TRAINING IN
NORMAL COLLEGE.

President J. A. Hill and Prof. D. A.
Shirley of the WegtT State
Normal College have just returned
from ~Ft. Sheridan, Ill., where they
attended a conferance of U. S. Army
[Officers and College Officials. As
a result of that conference the State
School at Canyon makes the following
announcement to the public:

1. The West Texas State No
College has been designated by the
U. 8. War Department as a Station
for military training and will proceed
to provide equipment, barracks, etc.

2. The War Department will de-
tail a U. 8. Army Officer to open a
training camp here about Oct. 1 and
continue same indefinitely.

3. The U. S. Government will fur-
nish free tuition, board, clothes, and
pay $30.00 per month to all who en-
ter. ;

4. All men who are 18 years of
age or more and who have completed
a standard high school or who can
pass College entrance examinations
are eligible.

5. Boys under 18 who have finished
the high school course will receive
military training.. Further renumer-
ation cannot be promised at this time.
. 6. Boys over 18 ‘who have not fin-
ished high school and who -cannot
pass College Entrance Examinations
may take the military training free
of cost, but the government will not
now make any promise of other re-
muneration. In case this institution
sholild be designated as a vocational
training school such boys might then
be placed upon exactly the same ba-
sis as others.

7. Boys will all live in barracks and
will be-under millitary discipine 24
hours per day, 7 days per week.

8. Boys wil be required to do' 18
hours per week of Military work,
and 3 hours of recitation on our “War
Aims”. It is desirable that all boys
take French and technical English.
Military instruction will consist of
rifle shooting, bayonet training, phy-
scial drill, and close order drill.

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Packers’ Profits
Are Regulated

The public should understand that

the profits of the packers have been
limited by the Food Administration
since November 1, 1917. For this pur-
pose, the business of Swift & Company
is now divided into three classes:

Class 1 includes such products as beef,

i Class 2 includes the soap,

pork, mutton, oleomargarine and
others that are essentially animal
products. Profits are limited to 9
per cent of the capital employed in
these departments, (including sur-
plus and borrowed money), or not
to exceed two and a half cents on

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BRIEF WAR NIWS.

The war situation for Tuesday is
summarized by the Associated Press
as follows:

From Flanders to Sounom, the
British, French and Americans are
keeping up without cessation their
strong offensive tactics. The Ger-
mans are still giving ground. Seem-
ingly realizing his peril prompts the

avert complete disaster.

Territory long held by the enemy
has been restored. Thousands of
Germans have been sent behind the
lines to swell the great throng in
prison camps and many of the ene-
my's dead lying upon his battlefield
testify to his heavy casualties.
Retreating columns of the Ger-
mans have been cut to pieces by the
British artillery from captured vant-
age points.:before which the enemy
was compelled to pass until sheltered
from the fire of the British gunners.
From the region around Arras
southward to Peronhe, the British
line has moved forward everywhere
since the famous Drocourt-Queant de-
fense line was overwhelemed and left
in the rear. Eastward of the Dro-
court line, the British now are near-
ing the Canal Du Nord and Douai,
Valenciennes and Cambrai have been
further encroached upon by English,
Canadian and Australian troops.
East of Peronne, the British line has
been steadily pushed forward. Num-
erous towns and villages have fallen
into British hands, among them
Queant at the southern end of the
Drocourt-Queant line.

To the south the French along the
Canal Du Nord are giving the enemy
no rest and gradually blotting out the
remaining portion of the salient north
of Noyon, while on the Soissons sec-
tor, the French and Americans now
are in control of the entire plateaun
dominating the Aisne, the Chemin-
des-Dames and the roads to Laon and
La Fere.

In Flanders the British have pen-
etrated the outskirts of Lens, the
famous coal mining city in Northern
France and farther north in the Lys
salient have taken Richebourg-St.
Vaast, and established themselves on
he line of La Bassee road and between
