Let us pause between the plow- 
handles, before the Cow shed, behind the counter, and do homage to 
the man who was “ first in war, first in peace, and first In the hearts 
of his fellow farmers.”

SAYS DAIRYING AND RURAL SUPERVISOR 
FARMING OUGHT TO REPORTS ON STATE 

GO HAND IN HAND AID SCHOOLS HERE
"Farmers make a mistake when 

they quit fanning altogether and go 
into the dairy business.” according to 
William Meinscher, county ugent. 
“ Dairying will never bring as much 
profit as it should until foodstuffs 
grown at home rather than the high 
priced Concentrates ure the etiief 
feeds."

Sweet clover and huhan. the fir»t 
a biennial crop and the latter an an­
nual one, have been planted in scat- 
teied patches over the country, and 
dairyman are finding them exceeding­
ly well suited to this soil and climate. 
Other foodstuffs are also being plant­
ed in increasing quantities, the agent 
says, and the milk suply is already 
increasing in quality and quantity a* 
a result.

Not only do home grown feedstuff*, 
which are ulyuys saleable when more 
than enough for home use is grown, 
bring in a greater return in herd e f- 
ficiency but tney give the needed 
protein for milk production which is 
Unobtainable from the concentrates, 
in the proper amount.

Mr. Meinscher sees a far brighter 
day for the already flourishing dairy 
industry in this end of the county, 
but much of the growth must he based 
to the raising of feedstuff*. A con- 
tinu .us educational program, based 
on finding of the A. A- M. experiment 
stations!, is being carried on in this 
field by^he county ugent.

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Vocational Courses in 
Our School

As the school board’s committee ap­
pointed to investigate the feasibility 
of having vocational courses taught 
j> Hico high school, it might be a 
good idea for local citixens to consider 
some of the advantages such courses 
will give to themselves, their children 
and their businesses.

The loudest cry against the public 
school of today is that it does not fit 
the young man or young woman for 
life. While much o f the protest comes 
from those who do not realize the 
benefits of a general foundation of 
English, mathematics, languages and 
other such courses, there is a basis 
n fact for a large part o f it. High 

schools do not have time to teach the 
student much vocational work, but 
they have enough time to make such 
work very’ worth Vhile.

It has been suggested that the v - 
catinnal codrses be partly financ< .1 
by contributions from local business 
men. The suggestion, on its face, 
seems to call for too great a strain 
on one class o f people who pay the 
-chool taxes, but from a selfish stand­
point the courses present an equally 
attractive face. Within a lew years 
at least, every merchant who contri­
buted to such work would be repaying 
dividends because o f better methods of 
farming, dairying and poultry rais­
ing and consequently better quabty 
and more products.

If  the courses were taught her?, a 
new instructor would be needed. That 
nstructor would be a graduate of A.

A M. College, as required by the state 
department of education. He would 
he a man fitted for hia work from both 
a practical and a theoretical stand­
point, one on whom the stamp of ap­
proval had been placed by the men 
who are doing the most to raise farm­
ing standards in Texa » -the county 
agents and the men who train them.

It is a glaring fart that few young 
men reared on farms in this section 
ever return to it if they receive as 
much as a high school education. They 
feel the pull of the big city life, the 
din o f "big money" in their ears, and

In 1.P02 cases 
of suspended criminal sentences, in 
each of which a finister, priest or 
rabbi became interested, ut my 
quest, only 62 o f the boys were 
brought back for violation of the con 
ditions of the parole. 1 believe the 
reform in the remaining cases (over 
1,000) was prompt and permanent. 
In fact, I regard our Sunday schools

ing tide o f vice and crime among our 
youth. The youth can not ha\c .» 
sound development o f character, nor 
a fair American chance in life, with­
out religion. In addition, it occurs to 
me, every church should have some 
room aft aside for a meeting plac«* 
for the use o f the boys in the eve­
nings. It would keep them o ff the 
streets and away from temptation. 
And I believe if  the members of the 
men's clubs o f the churches were to 
make a house to house canvass in 
their respective communities! for the 
purpose o f getting the boys and girls 
into Sunday schools, tremendous 
good would be accomplished. Every 
child is entitled to know God. Just 
as the Christian men and women of 
today are the real strength of our 
nation, so are the Sunday school hoy* 
and girls of today the hope o f the 
future of our glorious country.”

PASTURES CUT HIS FEED BILLS

Wharton, Feb. 20.— Good pastures 
have cut dairy feed bills in two for J. 
Ed Boerger who milks 36 cows near 
here and who says he is now produc­
ing milk at a cost of 14 cents per gal­
lon. For three years he had done 
this by planting 45 acres o f a mix­
ture of oats and barley every' fall on 
land that produced an Irish potato 
crop earlier in the year, and by us­
ing a Bermuda pasture in which he 
sowed yellowr bloom sweet clover a 
few years back. The sweet clover 
furnishes winter grazing when the 
Bermuda is dormant and by 
means a permanent pasture is 
vided. TOiis is one of the pasture 
demonstrations fostered by J. O. Gra­
ham, county agent, who introduced 
sweet clover here in 1923 and whose 
injunction “ Don’t plant too deep, and 
only on well prepared but firm seed 
l>ed" has enabled n^any Wharton coun­
ty farmers to successfully grow this 
valuable pasture crop.

Iredell State Bank Is | with th» I ’onltn.n-
Named as Depository-!*

(Meridian Tribune)

The Iredell State Bank was desig­
nated as the depository for Bosque 
county funds by the commissioners 
court, which was in regular session 
this week. The Iredell bank submit- 
ted a bid of 2.55 per cent interest to 
be computed on the daily balance and 
to be paid monthly, which was accept­
ed. There were only two bids, the 
First National Bank of Valley Mills 
which had been the county depository 
for many years, offered 1.6 per cent 
interest per annum and a bonus of $50. 
The designation is subject to filing 
and approval o f bond in the required 
time designated by law.

One hundred and three thousand 
dollar bond is required to cover the 
county school funds and 1137,000 bond 
to cover county funds. It is also re­
quired that the bonds covering county 
funds shall be U. S. Government 
bonds or other obligations o f the U. S. 
Treasury or other acceptable bonds or 
securities as defined by the depository, 
laws o f Texas, equal in par value at

Few Calls Come /or 
New State Teachers

Austin. Feb. 21.— Due to Hie largo 
number o f teachers available and to 
the fact that teachers are more ag­
gressive in seeking positions than for­
merly, the smallest number o f calls 
from Texas schools in six years was 
received in 1028 by the Teachers’ Ap­
pointment Committee of the Univer­
sity of Texas, according to the annual 
report of Miss Miriam Dozier, secre­
tary, to President H. Y. Benedict. On­
ly 1.388 requests for teachers were 
mnde to the committee. Applications 
for positions totaled 726, while a total 
o f 635 positions were filled through 
the committee.

The report shows a vast disparity 
between the number of applicants for 
the different positions nnd the number 
o f calls for those particular types of 
teachers. Commercial work, home 
economics, mathmatics. manual train­
ing and science are subjects in which 
there are more calls than applicants. 
This should prove an indication to 
students preparing to teach as to thp 
type of work in which to major. Miss 
Dozier said.

Cotton Farmers Will 
Hail Roads of Cotton

The cotton growers should be (Had 
every time a new use for cotton is 
discovered, for it means just that 
much greater demand for their prod­
uct. Experiments have been conduct­
ed recently with cotton roads, laying 
a heavy strip o f duck saturated with 
asphalt over a dirt road, and have 
been particularly successful with lnt 
era I roads over which travel is not 
heavy. Strangely, too. this proves* 
is cheaper than laying gravel.

Another experimenter has found 
that cotton can be used instead of 
silk for inculatinn o f electric wire, 
as all the objectionable qualities di* 
appeared after the cotton wn* wash 
ed in pure water.

As these experiments continue, 
there is sure to lx* an increased de 
mand for cotton, which is the crying 
need of the south today.— Rising Star 
Record.

Two Unpardoned Sins

Too many farmers do not allow the 
brood sow on winter ration enough 
protein, according to Dr. W. E. Car- 
roll of the animal husbandry depart­
ment o f the College of Agriculture, 
University of Illinois.

There are two great sins that the 
farmer may commit against the sow- 
on winter ration, one being the lack 
o f protein elements in her diet and 
the other neglecting to include in her 
ration some source of vitamin I>, 
states I>r. Carroll.

The sow thst lacks vitamin I> is 
prevented from utilizing the lime in 
her ration. Sometimes posterior par­
alysis results, though frequently this 
disease occurs after the litter have 
been suckled. This trouble can he 
prevented by a liberal use o f alfalfa 
hav or some other legume h y.

In the matter o f the protein ele­
ment the results are more serious.

Aged Mother Makes 
Booze to Care for Her 
Dying Son in Eastland

(Eastlarul Telegram)

tuberculosis who needed food and 
a warm fire glowing on the hearth— 

This was the situation that con­
fronted a mother, nearly 70 years of 
age, according to the authorities.

She decid­
ed to sell whisky in order that her 
son might be provided for.

When Sheriff Virge Foster raided 
the house, which is north o f East- 
land, he found 25 pints of whiskey. 
There had been no effort made to 
conceal the beverage. Two bottles 
were in plain sight, he said. The

FARMERS PROBLEMS TAKEN
UP AT SHORT COURSE SCHOOL

Lubbock, Feb. 20.— With the asser­
tion that something is the matter with 
agriculture and that legislation is not 
going to solve the problem, J. I) 
lough lan, director of Held service of 
the Texas Farm Bureau Cotton A 
sociation ol Dallas, put the matter 
squarely up to the farmers themselves 
in an address before the Farm Short 
Course recently held at Texas Tech­
nological College He said, “ Some­
thing must be done: I don’t know 
what. In fact, 1 doubt if there is a 
man in America who knows how to 
-olve farm problems, but there are 
hundreds of men who are solving our 
problems for us. You must gel down 
and study. Legislation is not going 
to solve our prob'ems, but that doesn't 
mean that -ume legislation won't help.

"1 pledge mv support of Texa- Tech 
nolog leal College to make this short 
course next ye«i four times as strong 
as it is this year. I love Texas Tech 
because o f some of its inmates. This 
college stands ready to help you do 
the things that are worth while. It 
has the scientific facilities.

“ I have gone down to the very core 
of the problems that are facing us 
today. Cotton is not a local product. 
It is not a Texas product. It is not 
a southern product. It is a world 
product. Therefore, it becomes one 
of the hardest of all problems. These 
cooperatives have attempted to solve 
it. It Is the most technical o f al' 
industries. The selling end has be­
come the most intricate o f all the 
economics we have attempted to stu­
dy. I am making an appeal that 
when cooperatives make mistakes (be 
cause they will) for you to build a 
spirit o f resistance. We can re-equip 
ouraclves, eliminate the practices that, 
WurV, atul go on down the road.
