To say there were ten thovsand
hiding places for vermin wou'd be
4 most conservative estimats, No at-
tempt at sanitation or disinfection
had ever been made. Ancient table
scraps in various stages of decomposi-
tion proved attractive tidbits for my-
riads of flies. Mouldy straw lay about
on the dirt floor, and droping boards
being something this chap had never
heard about, the droppings served to
still further befoul the already dis-
gusting litter. In short, if 1 had want-
ed a particularly horrible example of
almost anything one should not do
in poultry raising, I could have found
it here. I really marveled that the
poor birds had been so lucky as to
suffer nothing worse than their pain-
ful burdens of lice.

Turning to my acquaintance, I said:
“Charley, there are a lot of things
that ought to be done here, but I have |
a little story that will help you to re-
member one of the most important.” |

mother skunk and several of her 1ittle
ones who were being persued by a
humter. The hurter gained ground

proper sanitary arrangements and an
campaign, the problem of vermin is
campaign, the problem of vermin in
seldom encountered.

Where those three points are not
observed, however, vermin take pos-
|sion and profits suffer with the poul-
try. Lice, fleas, ticks, mites, badbugs
| and many other pests in infinite vari-
|ety either suck the life right out of
their unwilling hosts or cause almost
unbearable irritation. In either case,
the fowl is seriously weakened, and
| the various bodily functions, inciuding
that of egg laying, are seriously ham-
pered. Furthermore, while parasites
are seldon directly responsible for
death, except in cases of extreme neg-
lect, they do often sap the vitality to
such an extent that fowls become cas<y
prey to disease,

These pests are prevertable. It is
no disgrace to have them snow up on
your premises, but it is a disgrace to
let them remain. Not only that, aside
from humane considerations which are
too plain to need emphasia, it is
mighty poor business to take: a cut
in the profits of any business when
the causa of such a cut ~an s> eaisly
be removed.

Prove Early Chicks to
Be Secret of Profits

Whether a farmer is to get 70
cents an hour for his labor with his
poultry flock, or 24 cents an hour,
depends largely upon whether he can
get his pullets into production in
time to take advantage of high winter
egg prices, it is.shown by a recent
experiment conducted on a big poul-
try farm. A large percentage of the
farmers throurhout the country can
nearly triple the labor income from
their chickens, merely by managing
the flocks so that at least 25 r
cent of the year's egg production
comes between October 1 and Janu-
arv 31, according to the results of
this test.

A group of farmers were united
for this experiment. Half of them
managed their poultry flocks so that
25 per cent of the total yearly pro-
duction was disposed of in October,
November, December and January,
when eggs are highest in price. Fig-
ures showed that this practice boost-
ed their year-round average price to
38,7 cents a dozen for all sold,
and gave them a return of 70 cents
for every hour of labor on poultry,
after allowing for all other costs. A

THE HIGHWAY FUND

Having for months and even years |
heard that we are and again that we |
are not receiving our proportionate
|share of the state highway fund, I |

Through the kindness of our rep-
resentative, J. C. Shipman, I procured
the biennial report of the state high-
way commission, from which the sub-
joined figures are taken. |

In the state at large the average |
passenger car paid $14.05 for license

lates, of which the county received

.86, the state $7.67, the collector
|41 cents, and the license plates 11
cents. Hamilton county, according to
the report, received a total of $37,-
[ 811.16, of which the county retained
$19,334.48, the state receiving net
$17,694.91 and the collector and li-
cense plates $781.80,

buted among ten small towns, 10,000
spindles going to each.

This is only one of many similar
movements of industrial establish-
ments towards the smaller communi-
ties, but it is the largest single move-
ment of its kind so far
It should give encouragement to any
town, regardless of its size,

report of his farming activities dur-
ing 1928, Mr. Trimmell is a native of
Somervell County, married a Somer-
vell County girl, and believes that
Somervell county offers as good op-
portunities as any county that he has
ever visited.

Mr. Trimmell believes in diversifi-
cation and practices it. He believes in
giving the hen, the sow and the cow
an opportunity to help make a living
for his family and practices what he
preaches on that line. And here are
some figures that he gives us touch-
ing his work for 1928 that might be
of interest to you.

He started the season with eight
“turkey hens and one Tom. From this
flock he sold during the year $280.87
worth of turkeys and has a nice flock
left.

From 250 white leghorns he sold|
$652.88 worth of eggs and $92.70|
worth of friers, making the total in-|
comes from his 250 hens, $745.28, be- |
sides the eggs and friers used by the
family.

He started the season with one good
brood sow, from which he sold pigs|
that brought $108 and butchered two|
for home use that tipped the scales|
at 502 pounds. !

He had four cows , that brought
$368.18 cents into the Trimmell till.
And this beside furnishing an nmplq-;
supply of fresh milk and butter for
the family and an almost unlimited
supply of skim milk for the chickens
and hogs on the farm.

The hogs, chickens,
cows on Mr. Trimmell’

will testify that his success is due in
the main to the advice, cooperation
and instructions of that very individ-
ual.

Acting on the advice of the Ceunty
Agent, Mr, Trimmell fed two pige un
the Eudaley Protein suppliment feed.
These pigs at six months of age tip-
ped the scales at 182 and 190 pourds
respectively. Another pig was ted on
the same ration until it was cleven
months old, when it tipped the scales
at 535 pounds.

Mr. Trimmell now has a pen of 15
tested and fine laying hens [rom
which he plans to secure 200 norve
fine birds to supplement his splended
flock for another year.

_Austin, Feb. 28—Favorable con-
ditions now exist in the agricultural
situation in Texas, according to Ber-
vard Nichols, ediBor of the Texas
Business Review, issued monthly by
the Bureau of Business Research at
the University of Texas.
“Agricultural conditions are as good
and possibly better than

last year at this time,” Mr. Nichols |

said. “Farm income for the year just
completed was larger than that of
1927, resulting in a higher purchasing
power. The trend in
prices is likely to be slowly upward
during the next few months, and,
since stocks of most farm commodities
are not burdensome, producers should
have little diffieulty in marketing
their crops.

“While it is true that farm work
is lagging in some districts, due to wet
weather, considerable land has been
plowed ahd some planting of cotton
and corn has already been done in
southern counties, Winter grains are
growing nicely and very little cotton
remains to be gathered. The recent
cold retarded the growth of many
winter vegetables, but the
damage was not as greag as was ex-

ted. Good season is in the soil in
Q«ractwully all parts of the
Movement of fruits and
is unusually large for the season, the
deal in spinach, cabbage and cauli
flower nearing the peak. Prices for
most vegetables were somewhat better
than expected.”
