City taxes, along with those of other kinds, are due 
and payable before the first of February following the 
year in which they accrue. Taxes for 1939 must lie paid 
at the City Hall by next Wednesday, Jan. 31, to escape 
penalty and interest charges. Please see that you do not 
let these taxes go delinquent, as this complicates 
matters not only for you, but for those who are trying 
to serve you in office.

The city officials have tried to estimate the amount 
of revenue which will come from taxes, and to keep ex­
penditures within the budget. Only the most rigid re­
quirements are being cared for during this period of 
economy.

However there are certain needs which simply can­
not be overlooked, such as upkeep on water and sewer 
plant equipment, purchase of fire hose, nozzles, etc. to 
assure cooperation with the fireboys, money for the 
city’s share in worthwhile W. P. A. projects, police pro­
tection, street and park upkeep, and many other inci­
dental expenses which are considered vital.

Likewise there are other fixed charges contracted 
for by the people under previous administrations, such 
as payment of bonds and interest', which must be made 
regularly if the city is to maintain its credit standing.
