That was the signal for the two- 
year old defense orgamzaUon of 
Westfield a small town suburban 
to New York which hat ga.ned the 
reputation of being "the best de­
fended small town in America."  lo 
uphold its reputation in the eyes of 
visiting officials from all parts of 
New Jersey as well as from neigh­
boring states

A debris clearance squad rushed 
eito the demonstration field to clear 

1' gs and bnish from a "besieged ‘ 
street, the volunteer fire brigade 
made quick work of checking a 
h> use fire lit for the occasion, the 
police reserve, all tn uniform, 
quell.-d a riot, and the motor corps 
and Krd Cross group bandaged and 
cared f  r a number of w, unded 
rioters

staged with little preparation, the 
"fire."* the "r io ^ "  the "wounds'* 
and »o or were treated more or less 
1 ghtlv- hut when all of the defense 
units of the town marched arounl 
the field behind the high school 
band, the whole audience thrilled to 
the realization that this town had 
d,,ne a job for America — that it had 
the trained, man-power and wom­
an-power ready to carry out ar.y 
duty which th1* emergency might 
cfTer—and that it would deal with 
real danger in an even more ade­
quate way than it dealt with the 
staged dangers arranged for v i« t- 
ing celebrities.

FRIVOLITY . . . bravery
In s small town, where everyone 

knows evervone else, a demonstra- 
1 n of this kind cannot be expected 
to be put on without a certain 
amount of frivolity.

You can’t see Tom Smith, the lo­
cal banker, suddenly appear in a 
red fireman s hat and red checkered 
shirt without having tt strike you 
funny. You can't see your next 
door neighbor, who hates to clean 
up hta lawn, rush out with an axe 
and wheelbarrow to remove a heap 
of debris. « ithout kidding him 
about it  And you cun t see one of 
the gang you bowl with every Sat­
urday night out directing traffic 
with a badge uti his shirt and a 
gun at his side, without wanting to 
drive on the left side of the street 
to see what he'll do about it

o f  course If this was Alermany.

yours that man tn the new police 
shirt was. you'd treat him with the 
utmost respect when you saw that 
badge and gun—or maybe he'd take 
a shot at you for your Insolence.

KMICRCiENCIF.S . explosions

Thousands of towns througbet

In the towns slong the eastern 
sesboard the people are more or 
less sold on the Ides They sens • 
enough danger to feel It Is to their 
Interests to have an organization 
ready "Juat in ease "  g

Not many ad them expect Ger­
man bombers suddenly to come 
over Ihe hornon But they know 
that even without any attack from 
outaide. the arsenal of democra

cy " which flows to eastern ports is 
a potential danger to factories, 
storehouses, ships and railroads

Even in the towns far away from 
the coast, where defense production 
is booming, the people are coming 
to the realization that it won't do 
any harm to be prepared for emer- 
jenc les

It is hoped that our thousands of 
k>cal defense organizations will nev­
er be needed to deal with any for­
eign foe. but they can be invalua­
ble in helping to keep the home 
fires bunung

DUTY . . . .  La Guardia
F. H LaGuardia, U S. director 

of civilian defense, recently esti­
mated that the chances are 94 per 
cent against any attack on this 
country. But he added that if there 
was even a 6 per cent chance that 
there might be an attack every citi­
zen of America should be ready to 
meet it

Because id that feeling. Mr La- 
Guardta. In spite of being the busy 
msyor at the largest city in the 
world, took on the sdditueial job 
of organising civilian defense

He has asked for the formation 
of defense councils In every town 
throughout the land and has pre­
pared a general plan for the for­
mation of such local councils along 
uniform lines.

His plan calls for the following 
groups in each town: air raid war­
dens auxiliary police bomb squads, 
auxiliary firemen. Are watchers, 
medical corps, rescue squads, 
nurses' sides corps, staff corps, 
messengers, drivers corps, emer­
gency food and housing corps de­
contamination corps, demolition 
and clearance crews, road repair 
crews.

That expression, " I 'm  so mad I 
can't see" is based on good sound 
fart, eye specialists tell me

Columbia university recently 
made a study of the effect of emo- 
t ns on eyes and found that both 
anger and fear temporarily derange 
the-delicate eye mechanism It 
wax found that emotions diminish 
the sight of one out of five per­
sons and another one of five be­
come actually wobbly-eyed under 
the stress of emotional excitement 
Alth yh excitement changes tf • 
vision , f most all of us. It seems to 
have different effects on different 
persona 11' les * To a fairly large 
gr.njp exriten ent sharpens and 
stimulates the eyesight so that the* 
can see better under emotion

The emotional effect on the eyes 
of telling lies has always been pro- 
l ir ceil, even to the casual observ­
er We all have seen people be­
came shifty-cyed and have Immedi­
ately suspected that they weren't 
telling us the truth This demon­
strates the close relationship be­
tween the eyes and the emotions 
Dishonesty, if practiced on a large 
acale. has n permanent effect on tht 
action Of the eyes, so that a person 
leading a dishonest life gets so he 
can t avoid being shifty-eyed even 
when he It telling the truth

The eyes are not only affected by 
our em it ions but they also reflect 
our emotions It Is easy to tell 
by looking Into people's eyes, if 
they are angry or afraid And the 
change In their eyes that we see 
when they are emotionally wrought 
up also affects their vision.

GLASSES . . . .  nrmy
Parents often make the mistake 

of not getting glasses for a child 
because they are afraid that once 
he atarta wearing glasses be will 
always have to wear them

That theory has been proven un­
true by many children who have 
used glasses to correct defects and 
after a year or two have been able 
to discard the glasses entirely Eye 
exercises have also been found to 
remedy many vision ailments But 
tests of school children show that 
at least 15 per cent have eye de­
fects which are not being attend 
ed to.

The army, as far •• vision la 
concerned, only requires a man ta 
see without glasses at 30 fret what 
normal eyes can see at 100 feet 
Yet 100.ono out at every million 
yoxing men can't even do that

Incidentally, recent tests show 
that dark eyes are stronger than 
blue or gray eyes The light eyes 
ties more quickly and am more 
susceptible to aide*. Bui mere

BLINDNESS . colors
A friend of mine never drives an 

automobile alone because he can't 
tell the difference between a red ' 
and a green light BHc has whul is 
known as red-green color-blindness, 
which means that he can identify 
other colors but can't tell red from 
green—they both look gray to him.

It is estimated that about one 
person In every 30 has some form 
of color blindness The most com­
mon form is not being able to iden- . 
tify the color green Of 3.500 male 
college studenU studied for color 
blindness. 113 were green blind. 15 
were red-green blind, one was red 
blind and seven were totally color 
blind

Perfect eyes studies have shown.
can see up to 3.000.000 shades of 
colors In a big dictionary, there 
are 3 400 words f >r various color 
shades. But ta a person who Is 
totally color blind all of these 
shades look practically alike, only 
varying between white, gray and 
black

CHILDREN . . . school
There are very few of ua who do i 

not have some form of eye trouble 
According to M J Julian, presi­
dent of the Better Vision institute, 
only about half of the school chil­
dren who should be wearing glasses 
are wearing them

Among young children It is very 
difficult to tell whether they have 
eye trouble, for a child doesn't usu- I 
ally realize that he can't see what 
his playmates can see Often young 
children have great difficulty • 
their school work and when It Is 
finally discovered that the difficulty 
Is eye trouble rather than brain 
trouble glasses bring about a com- 
plete change in ability and per­
sonality.

Teddy Roosevelt, who all through 
his adult life wore thick glasses, is 
a good example of that The first 
few years of school were a great 
struggle to him and not until his 
'teens did he or his fam ily discover 
tl>e reason. TTien one day he was 
given a gun as a present and was I 
surprised to find that his friends 
were shooting at things which he ! 
Couldn’t sec. A little later one of 
his friends read the words on a 
billboard aloud when Teddy couldn't 
see the words at all

It was then he told his mother he 
thought he had eye trouble Soon 
after he was fitted with corrective 
glasses and his w tv le | ersonality 
changed Instead of being a shy. 
awkward boy. he became filled with 
self-confidence and a leader of his 
friends. Probably we would never , 
have heard of him. when he be­
came a man. If that eye trouble 
hadn't been taken care of

Jan Suvitt, ii'iulrr of the Tuphutters orchestra in the 

Hotel Lincoln. New York, was anxious to improve his 
sump group bv adding a fifth saxophone pluyer. Hut the 
man he engaged Mould have to be good. At last, after 
looking around for some tune, Savitt found just the man 
be wanted. He was an accomplished musician M-ho Mould 
add Just the touch to the orchestra that Suvitt wanted. So 
the man was engaged.

And then the trouble began The man was very short, 
so short, in fact, thut he hud previously been dubbed 
"Shorty.” He was so self-conscious ubout his shortness 
that he built up a most aggravating air of superiority to 
compensate for the feeling of inferiority that his shortness 
gave him.

When a new man comes into an orchestra, he has to 
go through a mild hazing, something like a freshman in 
college. And so the men began tossing a few verbal nose- 
gays at "Shorty.” Did he take them smilingly? Not at all. 
He gave as good as he got. The uir wus as full of durts as 
a Kansas wheatfield of grasshoppers.

The men in the orchestra said, “Look here! This fellow 
enn't come in and act superior toward us. We’re pretty 
good musicinns ourselves!”

The tension increased. The more the men twitted 
"Shorty.” the more bitterly he responded.

To build up an important orchestra requires the ch est 
co-operation of all the men. Now with the bickering going 
on, the orchestra b» gan to suffer. It takes an a\. r 
three preliminary and three thorough playings to get an 
arrangement perfected. W’lth the situation that had arisen, 
it took an additional playing.

One day the quarreling came to a head. Savitt did some 
thinking and decided on a course of action.

He called n recess and trumped up an excuse to get 
"Shorty” out of the room. “Shorty” absent, he then ap- 
pealed to the men to help make the orchestra a succe -.

He asked the men to 
try an experiment: to let u u-hole week go by without 
tM itting him, and to show him every respect and consider­
ation. The men good-naturedly agreed, and when “Shorty” 
returned, there was a change in the studio.

These words touched off his imagination. He found 
that scientists had known for a Ion* time that foods frozen 
quickly keep their flavor better than slowly-frozen foods, 
but no one had ever thought of putting this scientific prin­
ciple to work But Clarence Birdseye did.

He and Mrs Birdseye began to make experiments. 
Another important discovery was that meats frozen dur­
ing the coldest weather have a better flavor than meats 
that were frozen during mild for (Labrador) weather.

He was now fired with the idea When they returned to 
the United States he continued his experiments His wife's 
kitchen was his laboratory. He had to study refrigeration, 
engineering, chemistry, or physics. But he had an idea 
and enthusiasm Side by side he and his wife worked 
After a time the kitchen was too small; then he opened a 
little laboratory in Gloucester, Mass., where there was 
plenty of fish.

He worked out a method of quick-freezing He im­
proved on it. Called tn experts to help him.

In 1939 he and his stockholders sold their interest for 
$22,000,000 The business is now owned by General Foods 
Corporation, and the quick frozen products it packs are 
called Birdseye Frosted Foods in nonor of himself and 
Mrs. Birdseye. •
