[-living items when they reach
the “critical shortage” stage, with
Congress to act on the prograin,
one' way or the other, within 15
days.

6. Restore the President’s wartime
authority to restrict the use of grain
in liquor production.

January Crude
Allowable Shows
Slight Increase

AUSTIN—(#)—Little change in
the amount of Texas crude oil pro-
duction from December to January
appeared in store Friday, following
release of the Railroad Commis-
sion’s oil order for the initial
month of 1948.

The net allowable for January
will be the same as the current fig-
ure of 2,565,282 barrels daily, but a
slightly smaller percentage of un-
derproduction will allow an in-
crease of 8,208 barrels in the actual
flow of crude.

Actual production is expected to
be 2,368,268 barrels daily, the Coni-
mission order indicated.

All fields except East Texas will
continue to operate on a 31-day ba-
sis, and the East Texas fieid will
remain on a 20-day schedule.

Natural gasoline and distillate
production was figured at 214,359
barrels daily for the coming month,
boosting total liquid hydrocarbon
output' to 2,582,627 barrels. This is
272,627 barrels more than the Bur-
eéau of Mines estimate of market
demand for Texas production in
January.

Suppose a story in today’s Reporter-Telegram started
off like this:

“State, county and city officers redoubled their ef-
forts to save the lives of eight persons in Midland County
who apparently are doomed to horrible, violent death.”

Sensational? Well, such a story could be expected
to draw shocked gasps from every newspaper reader in
the nation.

Yet the story is true. It won’t gain nationwide, nor
even statewide attention. Perhaps not even everybody in
Midland County will notice it.

Cn the basis of statistics, eight healthy persons are in
danger of bone-breaking, bloody extinction in Midland

County between now and the end of this month.

In 1946, 13 persons were killed in automobile wrecks
in the county. Six met death inside the city limits. The
| other seven were killed on highways in Midland County.

This year, only five persons have died in automobile
crashes here; three were killed outside the city limits, two
within the city. ‘‘Only five ...” This is a strange way to
Say it, considering that any one of those who died meant
everything to somebody else.

State highway patrolmen, the sheriff and his depu-
ties, and pelice are hoping to see the yvear 1948 arrive in
Midland with no more fatalities on the ronad recorded.
| They are working harder, longer hours than ever before
this year, trying to catch reckless drivers elated by Christ-
raas spirvite or by ordinary spirits bought by the pint. The
officers figure if they can stop such drivers in time, they
may be able to save those eight precious lives. Over the
natien as o whole, traffic' deaths this year are exnected
to exceed those of last year. If this expectation is justi-
fied in Midland, then there are at least eight human be-
ings in extreme jeopardy.

Perhans this is a sensational way to put it. Officers
whose busiiess it is to keep down traffic injuries and
fatalities would resort to sensationalism or practically any
other means to halt the slaughter. Yet, about all they can
' do is plead with drivers to be careful.

Maybe Midlanders believe their highways are safer
than others. State highway officers don’t feel that way
about it. In their headquarters at the Sfate Department
of ‘Public Safety there is a large map, showing principal
trgffic arteries of the state. A 50-mile section of U. S.
I?lgh\\'uy 80, in the middle of which is a point named
“Midland,” has a special name on the map.

That 50-mile stretch of road is known to highway
patrolmen as “The Corridor of Death.”
