Pat DeAnda dead at 68
Long-time LULAC activist ‘did it all for 
community’; elected to Big Spring city 
council; served on BSISD school board

A long-time community activist and leader 
has died.

Pat DeAnda, 68, died Thursday at her resi-
dence. Services are pending with Nalley-
Pickle & Welch Funeral Home. Ms. DeAnda 
was a life-long resident of Big Spring and be-
come involved with politics at an early age.

“There are no words to express the loss 
of Pat DeAnda, on this day the Lord has re-
ceived his child,” Natie Salvidar of the North 
Side Movement wrote on the organization’s 
Facebook site. “Our deepest and sincere con-
dolences to the DeAnda family. May the soul 
of the dearly departed rest in peace.”

DeAnda served as the president of the orig-
inal Big Spring Chapter of LULAC (League 
of United Latin American Citizens). She was 
elected to the Big Spring city council in 1987 
and served two terms, according to informa-
tion provided by the city administration. 

She was a long-time educator for the Big 
Spring Independent School District and 
served a term on the school board from 2012 
to 2015. 

She was a founding member of the origi-
nal LULAC chapter in Big Spring and also 
was instrumental in the reorganization of

Big Spring High School offi-
cials delayed school for about 
10 minutes this morning as 
a precaution after a possible 
gas leak was detected.

“Other than a 10-minute 
delay of the school day com-
mencement, operations and 
classes are continuing today 
as normal,” Brancroft stated.

Did you ever wonder: God’s tabernacle

G
od tells Moses to speak 
to the people. “Let them 
take a portion for Me, 
whatever his heart moti-

vates him to give. This shall be My 
portion.”

He said, “They shall make a Sanc-
tuary for Me – so that I may dwell 
among them.”

Does this fill you 
with wonder and 
with warmth and 
awe? God loves us so 
much that He wants 
to be near us. And 
He does not specify 
an amount of the gift 
from each person; He 
says, “As your heart 
motivates you.” Or 
“However much you 
love Me.”

He gives specific materials and spe-
cific measurements. 

The Ark of the Covenant is made 
of acacia wood, covered with gold 
inside and out. Two golden cherubim 

(angels) sit upon the lid. Their wings 
are outstretched toward each other. 
It is carried by two long poles also 
covered in gold.

God warns that no one may come 
near it or touch it. Once a year the 
high priest may enter the room to 
make atonement for the sins of the 
people, and no one else is allowed to 
look upon it.

Does this show arrogance or con-
tempt for mere people? NO! It shows 
concern! He was protecting His 
people. Our God is so magnificent, 
so holy, that in our human state we 
would be annihilated by the glory 
that radiates from Him. 

Stop and think a minute. We are 
made in God’s image, so He must 
look somewhat like we do. Because 
of the radiance that emanates from 
Him, I can only imagine Him as pure 
energy. We can understand why, 
even though Moses was chosen, he 
could not look upon God.

Now that we have electricity and 
electronics, we can understand a 

little better. The Ark is built exactly 
like an electrical capacitor that 
would receive and store energy. We 
can understand why Uza was killed 
instantly when he put out his hand 
to stabilize the ark when the ox 
stumbled.

There was no power in the ark 
while it was being built. It was nor-
mal wood and gold before the Tab-
ernacle and all of the furniture was 
built and set up.

Once the cloud of God hovered over 
the tabernacle and God made this 
His home among His people, the ark 
became charged with His glory.

When the cloud lifted from the tab-
ernacle, its movement showed the 
Hebrews which direction to go. The 
ark and all the tabernacle furniture 
must be properly covered. 

The ark could only be lifted by the 
long poles and could only be carried 
by Levites who had been sanctified 
according to God’s command. (Now, I 
consider this a command.)

All the Levites were assigned work 

within the tabernacle and its court-
yard. They were to do their assigned 
tasks and no other.

The sons of Kohath, one of Levi’s 
sons, were to cover and pack the fur-
niture within the Tabernacle. And 
only they were allowed to carry the 
Ark of the Covenant.

Do you begin to picture how holy 
our God is? Are you filled with awe 
as you think of His majesty? As I try 
to picture the tabernacle and the ark, 
I am filled with excitement. 

My chest and lungs begin to tingle; 
it gets hard to breath. I can see it in 
my mind and I want to be there!

Just to think that our God who is 
so holy and majestic, loves me. Awe-
some.

Get your mind out of the world
I

n Colossians 3:1-8, the Apostle 
Paul is encouraging Chris-
tians to live the life that they 
were called to live in Jesus 

Christ. They had been delivered 
from the domain of darkness and 
transferred to the kingdom of Christ 
by God the Father (Colossians 
1:13). They were 
redeemed in Christ 
having their sins 
forgiven (Colos-
sians 1:14).

Because of this 
change that had 
occurred in their 
lives, Paul tells 
them that there are 
things that ought 
to happen. They 
should not continue 
to live the way they 
once did. They should not be focused 
upon the same things they once 
were. To illustrate his point, the 
apostle uses the very strong meta-
phor of death and killing.

Colossians 3:1-8, If then you have 
been raised with Christ, seek the 
things that are above, where Christ is, 
seated at the right hand of God. 2) Set 
your minds on things that are above, 
not on things that are on earth. 3) For 

you have died, and your life is hidden 
with Christ in God. 4) When Christ 
who is your life appears, then you 
also will appear with him in glory. 5) 
Put to death therefore what is earthly 
in you: sexual immorality, impurity, 
passion, evil desire, and covetousness, 
which is idolatry. 6) On account of 
these the wrath of God is coming. 7) 
In these you too once walked, when 
you were living in them. 8) But now 
you must put them all away: anger, 
wrath, malice, slander, and obscene 
talk from your mouth (ESV).

You may (or may not) remember 
from grammar the imperative mood. 
Dictionary.com defines it as: a com-
mand; an obligatory statement, prin-
ciple, or the like. I only bring this up 
because Paul puts three verbs in the 
imperative mood in the passage we 
have referenced. Let’s look at them 
and see what Christians are com-
manded to do by inspiration.

The first one is in verse 1. It is 
the verb “seek.” This word indi-
cates purpose. We are to be actively 
engaged in this endeavor. This is not 
haphazard or something we stumble 
upon by accident. If your main con-
cern is seeking the things in this life, 
you are seeking the wrong things! 
We should be seeking things that are 

above (heavenly, spiritual things) 
because that is where Jesus is.

The second command is found in 
verse 2. It is the verb “set.” Specifi-
cally we are to set our minds. This 
requires focus on our part. Again 
this will not be accomplished by 
accident. Our focus should once 
again be on things above and not 
things on earth. Is my family impor-
tant? Is it more important than God? 
Is my job important as far as provid-
ing the necessities for myself and my 
family? Is it more important than 
God? What are you focused on and 
what will be the ultimate outcome of 
it?

The third imperative is the verb 
“put” in verse 5. Christians are 
commanded to put to death what is 
earthly within them. This is pretty 
strong language. Paul tells disciples 
to prevent things of this life from 
turning our focus away from God 
and Christ they must kill them! We 
must kill the thoughts that are not 
focused on spiritual things. We must 
kill the actions that are contrary to 
God’s will. We must kill the words 
that we speak in anger trying to hurt 
someone’s feelings or damage their 
reputation. We must kill the profan-
ity that comes from our mouths and 

stop using God’s name in vain!
If you are not raised with Christ, 

I encourage you to become a Chris-
tian. Paul told these Colossian saints 
that they were circumcised with a 
circumcision made without hands, 
by putting off the body of flesh, by 
the circumcision of Christ, having 
been buried with him in baptism, in 
which you were also raised with him 
through faith in the powerful work-
ing of God, who raised him from 
the dead (Colossians 2:11-12). Jesus 
coupled baptism with belief (Mark 
16:16). The Apostle Peter linked 
baptism with repentance (Acts 2:38). 
1 Peter 3:21, Baptism, which corre-
sponds to this, now saves you, not as 
a removal of dirt from the body but 
as an appeal to God for a good con-
science, through the resurrection of 
Jesus Christ (ESV). Become a Chris-
tian and then seek the things that 
are above, set your mind on those 
things, and put to death whatever 
is earthly within you so that when 
Christ returns you can be with him 
in glory!

HOUSTON (AP) — The 
Chicago Bulls overcame 
injuries and a nine-point 
fourth-quarter deficit to 
stun the Houston Rockets 
and improve their chances 
of sneaking into the play-
offs.

Nikola Mirotic scored 28 
points and Jimmy Butler 
added 21 to lead the Bulls to 
a 103-100 road win Thurs-
day night.

In a pivotal game for two 
teams fighting for the fi-
nal playoff spots in their 
respective conferences, 
the Bulls were fueled by a 
strong fourth quarter in 
which they outscored the 
Rockets 32-20. Chicago en-
tered the fourth facing a 
nine-point deficit, but was 
able to overcome it thanks 
to hot shooting from Mirot-
ic.

“It was a pretty gutty ef-
fort by our guys,” Bulls 
coach Fred Hoiberg said. “I 
hope this is something we 
can build off of.”

The Bulls won their sec-
ond consecutive game fol-
lowing a four-game skid. 
After Thursday’s win, Chi-
cago trails Indiana by one 
game for the eighth and fi-
nal playoff spot in the East, 
thanks to a Pacers loss 
to Orlando on Thursday 
night.

Chicago holds the tie-
breaker over Indiana.

Trevor Ariza attempted 

a tying 3 at the buzzer, but 
it rimmed out and Chicago 
held on.

Houston fell to 37-39, 
dropping a half-game be-
hind Utah and Dallas, who 
are tied for the seventh and 
eighth seeds in the West.

“Our problem has been 
maintaining what works,” 
Rockets coach J.B. Bicker-
staff said. “This was a team 
on the ropes. They put in 
their second-unit guys 
and they gave them a huge 
spark.”

Chicago’s bench out-
scored Houston’s 67-31.

James Harden led Hous-
ton with 24 points and eight 
assists, Patrick Beverley 
had a career-high 22 points, 
and Michael Beasley added 
20 points and 11 rebounds 
off the bench.

“It’s very frustrating, es-
pecially in games where we 
should win,” Harden said 
of Houston’s continued in-
consistency. “We’ve got to 
figure it out.”

Bobby Portis started at 
power forward for Chicago 
in place of Taj Gibson, who 
was sidelined by a broken 
rib with no clear timetable 
for a return. Additionally, 
Derrick Rose (hyperex-
tended left elbow) was lim-
ited to 12 minutes and did 
not play in the second half.

“I made the decision for 
him that it wasn’t worth 
it,” Hoiberg said. “He was 
out there playing with one 
arm.”

Doug McDermott handled 

the bulk of the minutes in 
Rose’s absence, scoring 15 
points and grabbing nine 
rebounds.

The Bulls kept pace with 
the Rockets in the first 
half, thanks in large part 
to 21 first-half points from 
Mirotic. After scoring a 
team season-high 15 points 
in the second quarter of 
Tuesday’s win over Indi-
ana, Mirotic dropped 14 
second-quarter points on 
Houston, hitting four of 
five 3s.

“He’s shooting with no 
conscience,” Rose said of 
Mirotic. “He was huge for 
us.”

Houston had a chance to 
take a lead into halftime, 
but a 30-foot attempt from 
Harden clanked off the 
front of the rim, and the 
score was tied at 52 at the 
break.

Pau Gasol had 12 points 
and 10 rebounds to become 
the 11th player in NBA his-
tory to have 500 career dou-
ble-doubles.

“It’s pretty amazing when 
I think about it, and it’s re-
ally special to me,” Gasol 
said. “I’m just humbled 
and thankful that I’ve been 
able to play at this level for 
so long.”

ARLINGTON, Texas 
(AP) — Jeff Banister liked 
the story about some col-
lege football walk-ons, one 
the manager related to his 
AL West champion Tex-
as Rangers.

Written on the wrist-
bands of those walk-ons 
was “YCBM” — an acro-
nym for “you can’t beat 
me.”

“Think about what our 
guys did last year,” Banis-
ter said. “Those kids had 
a competitive attitude and 
they weren’t going to give 
in. I know our guys thrive 
when they are told they 
can’t do something.”

The Rangers lived up to 
their “Never Ever Quit” 
motto last season in Ban-
ister’s managerial debut, when they 
overcame an 8-16 start and were still 
eight games out of first place after los-
ing newly acquired ace Cole Hamels’ 
first start on Aug. 1. They took over 
the division lead in mid-September 
and who knows what might have hap-
pened if not for Jose Bautista’s bat-
flipping homer after three consecu-
tive errors in the deciding game of the 
AL Division Series.

Banister would never say which 
coach told him that story this winter, 
or what school it was. He said all that 
mattered was the message.

“It’s about competing,” Banister 
said.

This season, Texas has Hamels to 
start opening day. And Yu Darvish, 
the ace who missed all of last year 
after Tommy John surgery, could be 
back in the rotation by late May.

The bullpen that improved with the 
emergence of Shawn Tolleson as a 
reliable closer and the midseason ac-
quisitions of Jake Diekman and Sam 
Dyson, got bolstered even more this 
offseason with Tom Wilhelmsen (in a 
trade from Seattle) and Tony Barnette 
(free agent from Japan).

Except for slugger Josh Hamilton 
on the disabled list until at least May, 
while still recovering from surgery 
twice last year on his left knee, the di-
vision-winning lineup is pretty much 
intact.

A few things to know about the 
Rangers, whose opener is Monday at 
home against Seattle:

IAN IN THE OUTFIELD: Former 
All-Star shortstop Ian Desmond was 
still unsigned at the end of February 
when he agreed to join the Rangers to 
play left field. He played two games 
in the outfield during his seven sea-

sons with the Nationals. Desmond ad-
justed to the outfield in spring train-
ing games. “It’s something we felt he 
would be able to do, and all indicators 
are he is more than capable,” Banis-
ter said.

BOLSTERED BULLPEN: One of the 
biggest questions going into last sea-
son is now one of the team’s strengths. 
“It’s a complete 180 turnaround from 
last spring ... and it’s exciting,” Tolle-
son said. “At the same time, there’s a 
lot of responsibility that comes with 
that.” Tolleson had 35 saves last sea-
son, even the right-hander’s first one 
didn’t come until May 20. Diekman, 
who came from Philadelphia with 
Hamels, had a 2.08 ERA in 26 appear-
ances for Texas. Dyson was 2-1 with 
a 1.15 ERA in 31 games after coming 
from Miami. And now Wilhelmsen

HOUSTON (AP) — Like the 
three double-digit seeds that 
made it to the Final Four be-
fore them, the Syracuse Or-
ange had to beat a No. 1 seed 
in the regional final to ad-
vance.

Syracuse, the No. 10 seed in 
the Midwest Regional, still 
hasn’t needed an overtime 
victory to keep playing like 

the 1986 LSU Tigers, 2006 
George Mason Patriots and 
the 2011 VCU Rams did on 
their way to the Final Four.

Before the Orange try to 
become the first double-digit 
seed to get to the champion-
ship game Saturday night 
when they play top seed and 
ACC-rival North Carolina, a 
look back at the No. 11 seeds 
that made it to NCAA Tour-
nament national semifinal 

games in 1986, 2006 and 2011:

1986: In the first NCAA Tour-

nament with a shot clock and 
the last without a 3-point line, 
LSU was an at-large team that 
got to play its first two games 
on its home court. (That has 
also never happened again).

Coach Dale Brown’s team 
got into the tournament even 
after losing 11 of 19 games. 
That was three years before 

a big center named Shaquille 
O’Neal got to Baton Rouge. 
But the SEC Tigers survived 
two OTs to win their first 
game and then beat the Nos. 
1-3 seeds in the Southeast Re-
gional.

Today's Highlights in 
History:

On April 1, 1976, Apple 
Computer was founded by 
Steve Jobs, Steve Wozniak and 
Ronald Wayne. The federally 
created Consolidated Rail 
Corporation (Conrail for short) 
began operations in the north-
eastern U.S. (it was taken over 
in 1999 by CSX and Norfolk 
Southern).

On this date:
In 1789, the U.S. House of 

Representatives held its first 
full meeting in New York; 
Frederick Muhlenberg of 
Pennsylvania was elected the 
first House speaker.

In 1891, the Wrigley Co. was 
founded in Chicago by William 
Wrigley Jr. (Although the busi-
ness initially sold soap and 
baking powder, it became 
known for its chewing gum.)

In 1924, Adolf Hitler was sen-
tenced to five years in prison 
for his role in the Beer Hall 
Putsch in Munich. (Hitler was 
released in December 1924; dur-
ing his time behind bars, he 
wrote his autobiographical 
screed, "Mein Kampf.")

In 1933, Nazi Germany staged 
a daylong national boycott of 
Jewish-owned businesses.

In 1945, American forces 
launched the amphibious inva-
sion of Okinawa during World 
War II. (U.S. forces succeeded 
in capturing the Japanese 
island on June 22.)

In 1954, the United States Air 
Force Academy was established 
by President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower.

In 1962, the Katherine Anne 
Porter novel "Ship of Fools," an 
allegory about the rise of 
Nazism in Germany, was pub-
lished by Little, Brown & Co.

In 1970, President Richard M. 
Nixon signed a measure ban-
ning cigarette advertising on 
radio and television, to take 
effect after Jan. 1, 1971.

In 1972, the first Major 
League Baseball players' strike 
began; it lasted 12 days.

In 1984, recording star 
Marvin Gaye was shot to death 
by his father, Marvin Gay (cq), 
Sr. in Los Angeles, the day 
before his 45th birthday. (The 
elder Gay pleaded guilty to vol-
untary manslaughter, and 
received probation.)

In 1986, "New Kids on the 
Block," the group's debut 
album, was released by 
Columbia Records.

In 1992, the National Hockey 
League Players' Association 
went on its first strike, which 
lasted 10 days.

Ten years ago: Former hos-

tage Jill Carroll arrived in 
Germany, where the freelance 
American journalist strongly 
disavowed statements she had 
recorded during her captivity 
in Iraq and shortly after her 
release, saying she'd been 
repeatedly threatened. Two 
American pilots were killed 
when their Apache helicopter 
was shot down near Baghdad.

Five years ago: Afghans 
angry over the burning of a 
Quran at a small Florida church 
stormed a U.N. compound in 
northern Afghanistan, killing 
seven foreigners, including 
four Nepalese guards.

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SANTA CLARA, Calif. (AP) 
— After months of trade talk 
and speculation, Colin Kaep-
ernick is still on San Fran-
cisco’s roster and due a hefty 
payday.

Not many figured on this 
outcome in recent months. 
The 49ers could have released 
him or traded him.

Instead, the quarterback’s 
$11.9 million 2016 contract 
became guaranteed at 1 p.m. 
local time Thursday when 
San Francisco kept him on 
the roster.

While potential new teams 
for Kaepernick might ask 
him to restructure his cur-
rent deal, Kaepernick 
wouldn’t have to accept any-
thing less than the $11.9 mil-
lion. Denver had been con-
sidered a serious suitor for a 
trade given the retirement of 
Peyton Manning and backup 
Brock Osweiler’s departure 
to Houston in free agency, 
but nothing got done.

Kaepernick has been re-
covering from surgeries 
on his right thumb, his left 

knee, and on his 
non-throwing left 
shoulder to repair 
a torn labrum, 
which landed him 
on season-ending 
injured reserve af-
ter he lost his job 
last fall to 2011 first-
round pick Blaine 
Gabbert.

Gabbert took 
over in November 
for the benched 
Kaepernick, who 
completed just 59 
percent of his pass-
es with six touch-
downs and five in-
terceptions.

Kaepernick went 2-6 in 
eight starts last season be-
fore being benched, raising 
questions whether the quar-
terback who guided the 49ers 
to a runner-up Super Bowl 
finish following the 2012 sea-
son was still the best option 
under center.

Now, it looks like he will 
get a chance in a new, fast-
paced offensive system. 

New coach Chip Kelly said 
two weeks ago he had spo-
ken recently to Kaepernick 
and was hopeful the mobile 
quarterback would still be 
on San Francisco’s roster 
when the offseason program 
begins this coming Monday. 
It’s unclear whether Kaep-
ernick will be in attendance 
on Day 1 — and the offseason 
program isn’t required.

Only the lonely
A 

couple hundred years ago 
people lived in remote 
isolation, farming land on 
open prairies. Travel and 

communication were 
slow and uncertain.  
Letters took weeks, if 
not months, to reach 
their destination. 
Responses were long 
delayed.  A visit to 
town might take an 
entire weekend. Camp 
meetings lasted for a 
week or more. 

Modern technology 
has changed all of 
that.  Travel is rapid 
and relatively cheap. We can travel 
to the other side of the earth in a 
day. Communication is immediate 
and global.  Email, Facebook, Twit-
ter, LinkedIn, Skype and cell phones 
connect us with family, friends and 
strangers.  We can as easily com-
municate with someone in another 
corner of the same department store 

as we can someone on the other side 
of the earth.  

Strangers stroll down grocery 
store aisles “talking to the cabbage.”  
Young girls jog along the street, their 
pony tails swinging in rhythm to 
their stride will they jabber away on 
their headset. Distracted motorists 
navigate through traffic, one hand 
on the wheel, another holding a cell 
phone to their ear. Text dings are 
commonplace. 

You would think that loneliness 
would be something of the past in 
our social media world.  

But a strange thing has happened. 
In spite of our technological con-
nections, loneliness is epidemic.  
According to Social Media Week, 
“Despite being constantly connected, 
people are still feeling alone. So what 
gives? With the ability to keep in 
touch with all our loved ones, why 
are people lonelier than ever?” 

The article went on to say, “The 
problem with social media is the 
fact that people only share the good 

things about their lives. This con-
stant barrage of good news causes a 
vicious cycle in which people post 
the great things that are happening, 
which causes their friends to only 
share the good things that happen 
in order to keep up. This kills any 
sense of vulnerability, of genuine 
shared experiences that were so cru-
cial to emotional closeness between 
friends.”

We need community, frequent face-
to-face committed relationships with 
others.  This is why we need church. 
But we need more than assembling 
to sing a few songs and listen to a 
preacher preach.  We need honest 
and transparent friendships.  We 
need to “bear one another’s burdens 
and thus fulfill the law of Christ.” 
(Galatians 6:2).  We need a place 
to “rejoice with those who rejoice 

and weep with those who weep.” 
(Romans 12:15).  We need trusted 
relationships where we can “confess 
our sins to one another and pray 
for one another so that we may be 
healed.” (James 5:16). 

This is why many churches are 
creating “Life Groups” that meet 
in people’s homes, where they can 
share a meal, visit over the table and 
study the Bible.  

God does not desire that any one 
should be alone. “A father of the 
fatherless and a judge for the widows 
is God in His holy habitation.  God 
makes a home for the lonely.”
