Local sales of War Bonds and 
War Savings Stamps during Wed-
nesday exceeded expectations, and 
casual inquiry at only a' half a 
dozen places of retail business in 
Dimniitt quickly revealed that Cas-
tro County's July monthly quota, 
as fixed by the government, had 
been exceeded. 

At the First State Bank sales 
ran near $1,500, at the post office 
the total for the day was nearly a 
thousand dollars. One store 
bought $1,000 bond; another took 
a $500 bond, and the smaller places 
made several trips to the post of-
fice during, the day to obtain sup-
plies bf War Savings Stamps. 

The county's June quota of 
$3,000 already had been exceeded 
several days before the month was 
ended. The July "quota for the 
county has not been made known, 
but even if it should be double that 
of June, it is believed the entire 
sum was raised yesterday by the 
23 places of retail business in Dim-
mitt, not to mention the several 
retail stores outside Dimmitt that 
will not be heard from until two 
or three days will have elapsed. 

Castro County has a quiet, un-
ostentatious way of doing its war 
work and its civic work, and while 
the few skeptical ones are busy 
wondering and worrying over the 
outcome of these drives the work-
ers proceed to "put them over" 
with pronounced success and credit 
each time.

F. T. Dines of the Texas Wheat 
Improvement Association, and E. 
A. Miller, Agronimist, of the A. & 
M. College Extension Service, who 
came here last week and made a 
tour of the county, visited 174 
fields and took samples, inspected 
the grain, and conferred with our 
county farm agent, M. U. May. 

Dines said Castro County has 
many pure varieties of ' wheat. 

The party found, in the brief 
survey, two per cent Early Black-
hull, 10 per cent Chiefkan, and 88 
per cent . Turkey,. Tenmarq, and 
Standard Blackhull, which are ac-
cePted varieties, with good milling 
qualities. 

Dines said Castro County will 
have to watch its wheat rye mix-
tures; for in the future, if it 
should get worse, it might cause 
a heavy" penalty. Both Dines and 
Miller were high in their praises, 
however, ef the purity of the good 
wheat grown 'in the county, and 
recommended that every farmer 
get as good seed as possible for 
planting purposes next year. 

Agent May said a good many 
Castro County farmers are har-
vesting wheat that has come from 
certified seed planted last fall, and 
a large amount of this seed of ap-
proved varieties will be available 
for sale this fall. Anyone desir-
ing the names of farmers having 
this pure seed can contact May, 
he said, and he will be glad to 
give the names of the producers.

Mrs. Burchfield said the po-
tatoes are bruised on one side, 
but most of them are usable. 

county many farms lost every 
grain of wheat they had, and just 
as the grain was turning ripe for 
the harvest. Many other growers 
who did not suffer total losses 
in the two disastrous hailstorms 
had to chalk up damages that ran 
from 25 to 80 per cent of the 
whole crop. 

The economical loss in the two 
storms in Castro County is equal 
to about what it would have been 
if the town of Dimmitt had been 
destroyed.

Big Square Folks 
join Hands in Big 
Victory Contest 

The Big Square community has 
just completed a contest based on 
the collection of scrap iron, paper, 
and metal tubes, and on bond pur-
chases. The contest was conduct-
ed under the rival leadership= of 
two captains, Alfred Scott on one 
side, and Art Haberer on the other. 

The team captained by Mr. 
Scott was declared the winner by 
the Castro ' County USDA War 
Board, which did the judging. 

Scott's team collected 12,150 
pounds of scrap iron, 1,100 pounds 
of waste paper, and purchased 
8383 worth of bonds and stamps. 

Haberer's team collected or sold 
12,578 'pounds of scrap iron, 494.  
of waste paper, and bought $320.25 
worth of bonds and stamps. 

This is the only farm community 
in Castro 'County that has con-
ducted such a complete contest, 
and it is the opinion of M. U. May, 
County Agent who reported the 
event, that it will lead the way in, 
influencing other groups of patri-
otic citizens to become more ac-
tive in the war effort. 

The program at Big Square was 
under the leadership of W. W. 
Branscum, Chairman of the Castro 
County Agricultural Victory Coun-
cil, and who has announced that he 
will furnish the goat meat for a 
barbecue to close the contest at 
the Big Square school house at a 
suitable time after the harvest. 

May said if every community in 
the county would conduct similar 
contests to the one just completed 
at Big Square, it would be more 
fun and much easier to "go over 
the top" in every effort asked of 
us by the government.

Eugene Watson and C. D. Caison 
of Dimmitt were awarded the Lone 
Star Farmer Degree at the State 
Future Farmer Committee meet-
ings held at New Braunfelp, June 
18-20. 

Chosen from more than 28,000 
members of Texas, these lads are 
among the 175 Future Farmers of 
the entire state who have reached 
the highest degree of attainment 
this year that may be awarded by 
the State Association of Future 
Farmers. 

These boys were the only ones 
from this district to get the de-
grees. About 10 schools comprise 
the district. Mr. South, the local 
instructor, says he has at least 
four boys who should make the 
requirements next year. 

Another boy from the local 
chapter, Bill Graham, missed the 
degree only by- a slight error in 
his high school transcript. With 
a little revision he will be able to 
get the degree at Fort Worth next 
March. Bill was fully qualified 
otherwise. 

In order to receive this degree a 
boy must be carrying on his third 
year farming program under the 
supervision of the vocational ag-
riculture teacher, and his invest-
ment in farming must exceed $250. 

He must be active in Future 
Farmer activities, a leader in his 
local chapter, and be in the upper 
bracket in his high school scholas-
tic standing. Not more than two 
per cent of the organization's 
members may receive the Lone 
Star Farmer Degree during any 
one year, however, only about six 
boys per thousand met the mini-
mum qualifications this year.
