THE FPC opinion, issued 
Dec. 19 of 1974, held that the 
use of natural gas for irriga-
tion should not be included in 
the definition of "commercial" 
as it has been in the past, but 
should be classed as "indus-
trial" use, reducing gas for 
agriculture from Priority 2 to 
Priority 3. 

If upheld, the opinion could 
effectively put an end to the 
use of natural gas for irriga- 

ty to be heard on the matter 
yet," Aikin pointed out. 

"I WOULD encourage op-
ponents of the opinion to write 
the Federal Power Commission 
at 825 N. Capitol, Washington, 
D.C. 20426 and voice their 
protests," said Atkin. 

The FPC opinion held that if 
there were alternate fuels that 
could be used, natural gas 
could not be used for irriga-
tion.

The opinion came under fire 
from area gas users associa-
tions and farmers when it was 
learned that it raises the pos-
sibility that natural gas could 
be cut off during the height 
of irrigation season. 

"The FPC issued this opin-
ion entirely on its own, with-
out hearing evidence on its 
effects. The agriculture in-
dustry hasn't had an opportuni- 

directors of the Plains Irriga-
tion Gas Users Association, 
attacked the opinion earlier 
this year saying, "It would be 
highly doubtful if one farmer 
out of 100 could secure butane, 
diesel or propane in sufficient 
quantity to power his irrigation 
well, even if he could afford to 
pay the price of the alternate 
fuels." 

"To say we could convert to 
some other fuel is dreaming. 
We just don't have enough die-
sel, LP gas or propane to 
handle the number of wells 
fueled by natural gas," Aikin 
added. 

THE TEXAS Corn Growers 
Association passed a resolution 
opposing any change in agri-
culture's high priority position 
in the allocation of natural gas

Waldrop reported that the 
VFD has changed the emer-
gency number a few times to 
avoid the flood of calls, but 
the number change didn't help.

"The 
operator is flooded with calls 
when the siren sounds, and 
sometimes it's several min-
utes before our firemen can 
learn where they are needed 
because of the sheer volume of 
calls," he added.

Bobcats are state champs! 
more 

DURING FINAL MINUTE OF STATE CHAMPIONSHIP GAME 
. . . Everything under control— except Dimmitt's fans 

"Dimmitt, Darnit, Wants It!" 
screamed the headline in last Thurs-
day's Austin  Statesman. 

The story told of how Dimmitt, mak-
ing a near-record eighth appearance in 
the state boys' basketball tourney, had 
won the state championship only once 
—23 years ago—and was hungry for 
another one. 

Well Dimmitt, darnit, dunnit. 
The 1975 Bobcats, with tournament 

victories over Kountze in the semi-
finals and Van Vleck in the champion-
ship game, proved they were the best 
Class AA team in Texas. 

A huge crowd of excited Dimmitt 
fans invaded the state capital by buses, 
cars, motor homes and planes to watch 
the Bobcats write a new chapter in 
Dimmitt High School's rich basketball 
history. 

Although the Bobcats had to travel 
farther than any other team in the 
Class A-AA-AAA tourney, they 
brought with them the biggest crowd 
of followers of any Class AA team 
there. In fact, only undefeated Lamesa 
of Class AAA was suspected of having 

fans among the throngs that 
jammed Gregory Gym for the classic. 

It was impossible to tell how much 
of Dimmitt's population was on hand 
for the tourney—estimates ranged 
from 500 to 1,500—and it was impos-
sible, also, to keep from seeing and 
hearing them. When the Bobcats play-
ed, Dimmitt owned the gymnasium. 

And the Bobcats owned the floor. 
Playing the steel-trap brand of ball that 
was forged of 13 top-notch players and 
tempered in the state's toughest Class 
AA district, the Bobcats carried the 
fight to their state opponents. 

Kountze's Lions and Van Vleck's 
Leopards were both smooth, deadly 
quintets. But they couldn't pull any 
tricks that the Bobcats hadn't seen be-
fore, back home. 

Using their full-court press out of 
Coach Kenneth Cleveland's patent-
book, the Bobcats stunned Kountze in 
the first quarter of the opening game 
by ringing up 10 points before the 
Region III champions could get on the 
scoreboard. 

After allowing Kountze only two 
baskets in the first quarter, the Bob-
cats surged to a 28-15 halftime lead, 
then kept the pressure on the lads from 
the Big Thicket the rest of the rough-
and-tumble game. 

The desperate Lions fought back to 
within a point at 49-48 midway in the 
fourth quarter, but two of their starters 
fouled out in the process. The Bob-
cats collected four free throws, then 
went into their four-corner offense the 
last half of the fourth and chalked up 
eight more charity tosses and three 
field goals to win a 67-55 victory. 

Fans from Lamesa and Shallowater 
—the only other two teams in the tour-
ney from west of Dallas—helped cheer 
the Bobcats on. And Dimmitt's fans re-
ciprocated later for their South Plains 
neighbors. 

The rough Kountze game was ex-
pensive for Dimmitt, as a mishap 
ended the schoolboy playing career of 
starting guard Brad Sanders. Driving 
the sideline at full speed while being 
wedged by a Kountze defender, the 
senior playmaker ruined his knee as 
he tried to stay inbounds. X-rays later 
revealed a bone chip, with possible 
cartilage damage. 

The most-asked question in Austin 
Friday afternoon and Saturday morn-
ing was not "Is the Capitol still open'?" 
or "What's before the Senate today?" 
It was, instead, "Do you know if Brad 
will get to play?" 

The answer, which came from an 
Austin physician at mid-day Saturday, 
was no. 

Senior guard Dudley Wooten joined 
senior Wayne McKee for out-front 
duties in the state championship game, 
being spelled as usual by the brothers 
Hampton. And, although wounded, 
the team with the long strong bench 
kept its rhythm. 

Van Vleck, champion of Region IV 
and conqueror of New Boston, ran into 
the same trouble against Dimmitt's 
press and zone that Kountze had the 
day before. The result: two Leopard 
field goals in the entire first quarter 
as Dimmitt jumped to a 10-4 lead in 
the strong defensive battle. 

The lead changed hands three times 
and the score was tied twice in the sec-
ond quarter as the lads from just north 
of the Gulf fought back with a ball-
stealing defense of their own. At half-
time Dimmitt trailed 17-20 as neither 
team would let the other take a decent 
shot. 

It was an uphill climb throughout 
the third for the Bobcats as the Leop-
ards clung to leads of one to five 
points. 

But Craig Williams closed the third

The Vietnamese-American 
Children's Fund I \TAU) will 
iisk Americans to skip one meal 
Friday, March 14, and con-
tribute the cost of that meal 
to help house and feed Viet-
namese children who lost their 
families in the war. 

"THIS Chance for Life Day 
will be an appropriate and ef-
fective way to demonstrate our 
continued concern for the child-
ren who are the most tragic 
and powerless victims of the 
war," said Ben Cunningham, 
director of the non-profit ag-
ency headquartered at 3801 
Cullen Blvd, Houston. 

"Hundreds of thousands of 
Vietnamese children, many of 
whom were half American, 
were orphaned or separated 
from their families during the 
war," Cunningham said. 

"And agencies such as ours 
face a tremendous task in try-
ing to salvage these young lives 
with funds that are always in-
adequate." 

The VACF, which is a mem-
ber of the Vietnam Govern-
ment sanctioned Council of 
Voluntary Agencies of Viet-
nam, operates two children's 
homes housing about 300 child-
ren in Saigon and provides 
financial and staff support for 
five additional homes, serving 
a total of more than 3,000 child-
ren.

New York City has the coun-
try's largest municipal budget, 
second only to the federal gov-
ernment budget. New York 
City is broke. It is faced with 
drops in expected revenues, 
budget deficits, job layoffs and 
hiring freezes and a constant 
push to raise taxes. Don't 
laugh; the only difference be-
tween New York's financial 
plight and every other Ameri-
can city's or town's is the size 
of the numbers. The National 
League of Cities, for example, 
recently surveyed 67 cities and 
found that 43 of them expect 
revenue shortages this year; 42 
expect to raise taxes, cut ser-
vices or both; 36 are postpon-
ing capital improvements and 
21 report job layoffs and hiring 
freezes. 

RIGHT NOW, the Mayor of 
New York City is trying to meet 
a $1.68 billion deficit in his $12 
billion budget by eliminating 
24,000 city jobs and by im-
posing a 10% increase in prop-
erty taxes. Real estate groups 
say this would be ruinous, es-
pecially when whole office 
buildings are standing empty 
in Manhattan. 

The financial crisis in which 
New York City finds itself is 
less dramatically being felt in 
other cities and states. In the 
third quarter of 1973, state and 
local governments as a whole 
shifted from a budgetary sur-
plus to deficit. This means just 
one thing—higher taxes, re-
duced spending, or a combina- 
tion of the two. 	. 

Right now around the coun-
try: Detroit, where unemploy-
ment is running 21% in the 
inner city, has a $30 million 
current deficit. To maintain 
next year's budget at present 
levels the city will need $100 
million; San Francisco faces a 
$61 million gap in the fiscal 
1976 budget; Atlanta asked all 
8000 city employees to take a 
week's furlough without pay; 
in Cleveland, 1,104 city work-
ers have been fired and gar-
bage collections cut to once 
every two weeks. 

States in agricultural or re-
source-rich areas are generally 
comfortably off. California and 
Texas have budget surpluses. 
Texas has an impressive $1 
billion surplus.

The next US stamp is one 
honoring collective bargaining 
to be issued March 13. 

During 1975 two stamps will 
be released honoring the US 
unmanned space accomplish-
ments. The first, released on 
February 28, salutes the Pi-
oneer space missions which 
probed the planet Jupiter in 
1973 and 1974. The second one, 
to be issued in April, honors 
the Mariner 10 visits to the 
planets Venus and Mercury. 

PIONEER 10 passed within 
81,000 miles of Jupiter on Dec. 
3, 1973 and Pioneer 11 cut that 
distance to 27,000 miles on the 
same date in 1974. Both space 
crafts helped to paint a new 
picture of the solar system's 
largest planet, relaying val-
uable information about weath-
er patterns, atmosphere, tem-
peratures, gravity, radiation 
and magnetic fields. 

Scientists interpreting the 
messages relayed by Pioneer 
10 and 11 concluded that 
whereas earth's atmosphere is 
made up of nitrogen and oxy-
gen, Jupiter's is 99 percent hy-
drogen and helium and small 
but extremely important 
amounts of methane and am-
monia and almost certainly 
water. It is now thought that 
Jupiter has no solid surface. 
These recent probes of the Pi-
oneers 10 and 11 also clear up 
fairly certainly that the great 
Red Spot Mystery, a mystery 
since Galileo first turned his 
telescope on it over 300 years 
ago, may well be a gigantic 
hurricane, a long lived storm 
which has been raging along a 
25,000 mile front for at least 
400 years and which might in 
time disappear. 

The Pioneer space craft mis-
sions are unending. At a speed 
of some 100,000 miles per hour 
it took them 21 months to reach 
the Jupiter destination. From 
there Pioneer 10 continued on 
into space and is to reach the

Two Bobcats named 
to All-South Plains 

Before the Dimmitt Bobcats 
became the state champions, 
they had to play catch-up 
against Van Vleck's talented 
Leopards Saturday night. 

DEFENSE was the game's 
name, and the two state final-
ists fought tooth-and-nail be-
fore the Bobcats captured the 
Class AA championship with 
a 49-43 victory. 

Playing without senior guard 
Brad Sanders—who injured a 
knee in the semifinal game 
against Kountze Friday—Dim-
mitt jumped to a quick lead in 
the first quarter, and finished 
with a respectable lead, but 
had a frightful time between 
those points. 

Coach Henry Henderson's 
ball-hawking Leopards fought 
their way to a three-point ad-
vantage by halftime, then forc-
ed the Bobcats to climb uphill 
throughout the third quarter. 

But Dimmitt regained the 
lead with a Craig Williams 
jump shot when the fourth 
quarter was only 36 seconds 
old, and the Bobcats refused 
from then on to give up their 
hard-earned advantage. 

AS 4,500 watched in UT-
Austin's old Gregory Gym, 
Dimmitt's Jim Birdwell opened 
the scoring with a short jump-
er, then Van Vleck's Ira Mar-
tin canned a side shot to tie it 
at 2-2. 

But the scoreboard went on 
standby for more than two min-
utes as the two teams' stingy 
defenses joined forced with the 
championship jitters. 

Wayne McKee, Dudley 
Wooten and Birdwell kept full-
court pressure on Van Vleck's 
dangerous front wave, and the 
Leopards responded with their 
own court-clogging defensive 
tactics. Each team committed 
a couple of quick turnovers, 
and both had trouble reaching 
the basket. 

WILLIAMS scored the 
game's third basket midway 
in the quarter on a jumper from 
the middle, and half a minute 
later Birdwell went up for a 
net-high feed from postman 
Steve Myatt and lofted it in to 
give the Bobcats a 6-2 advan-
tage. 

Myatt sank a layup before 
VV's 6-4 junior forward, Clif-
ton Johnson, scored the Leop-
ards' second basket. 

Myatt went up for another 
shot, was fouled by Johnson, 
and sank two free throws to 
give Dimmitt a 10-4 lead with 
1:25 remaining in the first per-
iod. The rest of the opening 
quarter was scoreless. 

THE SECOND period was al-
most two minutes old before 
Anthony Hawkins sank a jump-
er and Elmo Giles Jr. cashed

was all over but the shouting. 

VAN VLECK worked the ball 
downcourt as the Bobcats stood 
back, and Clifton Johnson sank 
his fifth basket of the night to 
end the scoring. 

The new state champions 
fought Van Vleck's full-court 
press seven more seconds be-
fore the clock ran out and the 
gymnasium floor filled with a 
mob of happy, screaming Dim-
mitt fans. 

Williams finished with eight 
of 16 field goals for 16 points, 
and also collected 11 rebounds 
while committing only one foul. 
His second-half shooting was 
one of the best clutch perfor-
mances of his brilliant senior 
season. 

BIRDWELL, despite missing 
most of the fourth quarter be-
cause of foul trouble, sank five 
of 10 field shots and five of six 
free throws to finish with 15 
points. He also collected five 
rebounds. 

Myatt led in rebounding (12) 
and assists, and also scored in 
double figures with two of four 
field shots and seven of eight 
free throws for 11 points. 

McKee, who had led Dim-
mitt's scoring against Kountze 
the previous day, sank a field 
goal and two free throws to 
finish with four points, and also 
collected three rebounds. John-
ny Hampton scored a field goal 
and grabbed four rebounds. 
Robert Calhoun pulled down 
two rebounds and Travis 
Hampton and Danny Vaughan 

While the Bobcats held VV 
to a pair of free throws in the 
final three minutes, Myatt gave 
Birdwell a jumper in the lane 
and Williams sank two more 
long shots to make it a one-
point game again, 31-32, at the 
end of the third quarter. 

THE HOT-handed Williams 
opened the fourth quarter with 
a bang as he swished a side 
jumper to put the Bobcats back 
in front, 33-32. Myatt scored 
on a follow-up half a minute 
later and suddenly Dimmitt 
owned a three-point lead. 

Melvin Williams scored a 
Leopard basket to make it a 
one-point game again, but then 
the surging Bobcats struck for 
five unanswered points—two 
more jumpers by Williams and 
a free throw by Danny Vaugh-
an—to give the Bobcats their 
first six-point lead since the 
opening quarter. 

Birdwell, who drew his 
fourth foul at the start of the 
final quarter and sat out al-
most five minutes, came back 
in as Cleveland signaled for 
the Bobcats to start their four-
corner offense to nurse their 
lead. 

BIRDWELL reeled off five 
straight points—four free 
throws and a layup—to match 
the entire Leopard team and 
keep the Bobcats out front by 
six as the frantic VV lads foul-
ed while trying to get the ball. 

The score stood at 46-40 with 
1:04 remaining when McKee 
stepped to the line and sank 
both ends of a 1-1 to stretch 
Dimmitt's lead to eight. Each 
free throw drew a roar from the 
large Dimmitt crowd. 

Trailing by eight big points 
with less than a minute re-
maining, the Panthers tried 
desperately to make something 
work.

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A quick defensive blitz by 
the Bobcats, followed by a 50-
point fourth quarter, gave fans 
plenty to yell about in Dim-
mitt's state tournament semi-
final game against Kountze's 
Lions Friday afternoon. 

THE BOBCATS outscored 
the Lions 28-15 in the first 
half, then held on for a 12-
point victory, 67-55. But it 
wasn't that simple. 

Although the Bobcats' full-
court press knocked the Lions 
off balance and kept them off 
during the first half, the 
Kountze lads fought back to 
within a point in the fourth 
quarter at 49-48 and Dimmitt 
had to use all the tricks in its 
basketball bag to re-establish 
its lead and claim the victory. 

The Bobcats' thievery in the 
opening moments had Gregory 
Gym's security guards raising 
their eyebrows. The Lions took 
the opening tip but guard Brad 
Sanders hardly gave them time 
VI set up before he speared the 
ball and fed it to postman Steve 
Myatt for the first basket, with 
the game just 26 seconds old. 

Sanders followed with a 15-
footer to hike the ante, then 
forward Jim Birdwell stole the 
ball twice to stymie Kountze's 
attack. Forward Craig Williams 
made it 6-0 on a follow shot, 
then Sanders drove to the base-
line and fed Birdwell for an-
other two-pointer. Williams 
swished his second basket to 
give Dimmitt an impressive 10-
0 early lead. 

SOPHOMORE guard Russell 
Coffee finally scored Kountze's 
first basket when he stole the 
ball and drove in with 2:35 re-
maining in the quarter. Wil-
liams countered with his third 
field goal—and the Bobcats' 
sixth—on a corner jumper. 

By the time Kountze's pat-
tern offense produced its first 
field goal—a jumper by senior 
forward Wesley Shaw Jr.—
only 40 seconds remained in 
the first quarter. Dimmitt stall-
ed down to the six-second 
mark. but the one-shot at-
tempt failed and the first quar-
ter ended 12-4, Dimmitt's fav-
or. 

Coach Kenneth Cleveland ro-
tated nine Bobcats during the 
first quarter to give his players 
a rest in the hot, humid gym.

KOUNTZE started finding

steals by Shaw. The sudden 
surge kicked off a blazing 
fourth quarter that was to see 
almost half the game's total 
points scored within eight min-
utes.

SWPS completes phase 
of industrial survey 

The area development de-
partment of the Southwestern 
Public Service Company has 
recently completed the first 
phase of a survey of industries 
in the area served by the elec-
tric company.

Energy' supplies and costs 
and new developments in irri-
gation systems will head a list 
of important concerns to be 
taken up during the High 
Plains Irrigation Conference in 
Hereford Friday. 

ACCORDING to Deaf Smith 
County Extension Agent Jus-
tin McBride and Charles 
Schlabs, chairman of the Deaf 
Smith County Water Asocia-
tion, the conference will deal 
with the outlook for irrigation 
in 1975. 

The one-day event begins at 
9:30 a.m. at the Hereford Bull 
Barn. 

An elite three-member pan-
el, consisting of top officials of 
Deaf Smith Electric Coopera-
tive, Pioneer Natural Gas and 
Southwestern Public Service, 
will lead an afternoon session 
on energy. Particular attention, 
says McBride, will be directed 
to the availability and costs of 
energy for irrigation purposes. 

McBRIDE will moderate the 
morning session. A Nebraska 
Agricultural Extension Service 
engineer. Paul Fischback, is 
slated to get the conference 
off on an optimistic note about 
new developments in automat-
ed gated pipe irrigation sys-
tems. He'll also discuss limited 
water applications through the 
center pivot sprinkler system, 
a new concept in sprinkler ir-
rigation. McBride adds.

"I told the kids this Sunday 
night: 'Boys, there have been 
a lot of years I've been very 
satisfied when the season was 
over, but this is the first time 
in my coaching experience that 
we quit only when we couldn't 
go any further.' 

"When we went to the state 
finals before (1967), I was just 
as proud of the kids as I could 
be because we did all we could, 
but didn't win it. And last year 
we were second in the dis-
pict and I was just as proud 
of them as I could be, but we 
didn't win it. But I do feel bet-
ter than ever before. I have 
not ever been unhappy with a 
team, because they've all done 
what they could. But this is the 
first year I've just been com-
pletely satisfied when it was 
all over. 

"I THINK it's so much nicer 
because it was so unexpected. 
You know, the team I took 
down in '67 was a good ball 
club. I thought all along that 
we could go to Austin that 
year. And then, with the other 
team in '71, after we did get 
out of district I thought we had 
a good chance to go to Austin. 
But with this team here, we 
didn't do anything but just look 
to the next ball game, whether 
it was Morton or Littlefield or 
Olton. 

"And the first thing we 
knew, we were kinda pinching 
ourselves as we were driving 
to Gregory Gym Saturday 
night, to see if it was real—
you know, here we were, going 
to play in the finals. 

"And now, after it's over 
with, I'm STILL pinching my-
self.-

when we were playing people 
like Friona and Morton, we 
might end up in second place 
in the district," the coach said. 
"Especially, after the season 
was about 16 games along and 
Morton was sitting over there 
16-0 or 17-0 and had already 
beaten Friona, then I just hop-
ed we wouldn't end up third 
in the district.'' 

WITH SUCH odds against 
them at the start, how did this 
bunch of Bobcats come to be 
the best Class AA team in the 
state? 

Cleveland attributes it to 
several 	factors—specifically, 
13 of them, all pulling together. 

"I don't think I've given that 
first bunch of ours all the credit 
they really deserve, because 
they're the ones who did most 
of it," he said. "But the en-
tire squad deserves credit. We 
were fortunate enough to have 
13 real good basketball play-
ers. 

"WHEN WE had workouts, 
our first bunch was playing 
against kids that were dang 
near as good as a lot of peo-
ple we played. That's the 
bench strength we've talked 
about all year long. We'd go 
against the press in workouts 
every day, and these so-called 
substitutes just hung in there 
and gave our first bunch as 
much competition in workouts 
as we got in most games, and 
it helps. I really believe that's 
one of the big secrets of this 
year's success. 

"One reason is that we all 
just pulled together, and stayed 
together—parents and kids 
alike. 

"We don't have a super kid. 
It's juit been one kid this 
game and somebody else in 
that game. I can look back to 
three or four or five key games, 
and . . well, Wayne McKee 
looked great in the Friona play-
off game; he looked great in 
the Kountze game. Brad San-
ders looked great in the Mor-
ton game over there. 

"WHEN I say 'looked great' 
I mean they just flat won it for 
us. Of course, we've got to 
have all of them playing, but 
these boys did stuff that just 
flat won it for us. 

"Steve Myatt has been, I 
would say, the steadiest play-
er we've had all year long, as 
far as game after game, de-
fense, and plugging away. 

"Craig Williams flat shot 
the eyes out of it Saturday 
night and got us back into it in 
the second half. Jim Birdwell 
was outstanding in the re-
gional tournament. 

"SATURDAY night was 
proof that we didn't depend on 
just one boy. Now, losing Brad 
hurt us more than people know, 
because he was to the point 
where he definitely was our 
floor leader out there. But 
Dudley Wooten jumped in, and 
of course we had Johnny and 
Travis Hampton to help carry 
the load, and they just all 
pulled together. 

"I think that's one secret—
we don't have the one kid we 
have to depend on. One game 
this kid will do it, and in an-
other game this other kid will 
do it. I think that's the big 
secret—that, and the workout 
situation. 

"And another thing—it's 
real easy to pass out bouquets 
at this stage of the year, but 
I'll tell you what—we've got 
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a steal and drive in the second quarter of the 
state championship game Saturday night.
