We met with our commissioners 
one day this week, requesting for 
publication a full explanation of the 
road work now going on under the 
bond issue, and contracted to the 
West Texas Bridge and Construction 
Company. The commissioners are 
very busy with affairs of the county, 
are in regular session and had not 
time to go into details of the matter, 
but promise this for publication a lit­
tle later. In the meantime Judge 
Knowles or any one of the commis­
sioners stand ready to explain any 
matter to any one who may be in 
doubt. They assui'e all that the con­
tract, the plans and specifications 
and all matters of detail are all right 
and that Midland County will get full 
value for all money expended under 
the contract referred to.

Surveyor Robt E. Estes, who has 
in charge the matter of supervising 
the work and passing upon the fin­
ished product, authorizes us to state 
that in his judgment the contract is 
all right. Said he: “ I cei’tainly will
approve nothing that fails to come 
up to the plans and specifications and 
if the entire forty-four miles of road 
are built according to these plans, I 
fail to see yet how the construction 
company will make more than a le­
gitimate profit out of*their contract; 
and, in my opinion, it will crowd them 
to do that.”

This, until a further explanation is 
made by our commissioners and the 
road work is developed a bit more, 
should be sufficient to satisfy our peo­
ple temporarily.

It was there 
that I drove the last rivet in the 
highest skyscraper in the world, the 
Woolworth building. It is 750 feet 
high and has 58 stories. Just the 
open steel framework was up and I 
had to climb through it, up many 
ladders to the top, where I drove the 
rivet. Quite thrilling, wasn’t it? I 
knew there was nothing between me 
and the ground, 750 feet below, if I 
fell; so you may be sure 1 was care­
ful not to fall! It was quite a beauti­
ful view of New York and the Hud­
son river that I got from the top of 
the building.

During the fall of 1912 I was in 
Washington, D. C., and all through 
the beautiful mountains of West Vir­
ginia, and the old Civil War country 
of Maryland, spending two very hap­
py days in Frederick, our dear old 
“ Barbara Fritchrie” town.

Oh, I could tell you lots of stories 
of my travels but you may not have 
time to read it all, so I’d better quit.

I hope to meet you again when I 
get back to Midland. You see I am 
taking it for granted that you were 
in Midland two years ago, when I 
rode Bud through, going East on my 
long ride, and maybe you were not!

Oh, well, you have no doubt noticed 
me in your exchanges lately, so you’ll 
know me, wont you ?

“ Mickie,” my big dog and my only 
companion while riding, is still my 
protector, and he beats any man at 
that job! He will not allow a stran­
ger to come close to either the 
pony or roe and as he weighs 118 
pounds and 1 only 96, you can guess 
he is some dog.

Of course I hope you will give me 
a good story in your paper, so that 
the people may know I am confing to 
Midland again, about Tuesday, next, 
that is, as near as I can figure now, 
and I never waste any time along the 
road.

Cadillac Again A warded Dewar Trophy
America Once More Honored in Motor Classics

Cable advices received at Detroit 
announce that the 1914 Cadillac has 
been awarded the Dewar trophy by 
the Royal Automobile Club of Great 
Britian. This trophy, presented by 
Sir Thomas Dewar, is awarded an­
nually to the motor car demonstrating 
the greatest achievement toward the 
advancement of the industry. This 
is a second victory for the Cadillac in 
in the classic contest of international 
motordom, the winning of which any 
motor car manufacturer in the world 
would consider to be his supreme ach­
ievement. The Cadillac is the only 
ear in the world that has won this 
trophy twice: and the only American 
car that has ever come out trium­
phant in any of these contests.

The significance of the victory, 
which is a distinction that will re­
dound to the advantage of American- 
made cars and is a vindication of 
American standards and methods, 
lies in the fact that the test is some­
thing more than mere speed. It has 
to do with • the basic principles of 
every way service. Thus the Cadil­
lac’s first victory five years ago was 
the result of standardization test. The 
entrants presented three stock cars 
which were then dismantled and 
their various and several parts 
thrown into a haphazard heap, so 
that identification was impossible. 
Eighty-nine parts were withdrawn 
from the heap and duplicates were 
taken from the stock of spares. Three 
cars were then rebuilt from the con­
glomeration of parts. Wrenches and 
screwdrivers were the only tools em­
ployed. Neither files nor emery 
cloths were permitted, yet every 
piece fitted as perfectly as in the car 
from which it was taken. A varia­
tion of one one-thousandth of an inch 
in any one of the several hundred 
parts would have meant failure. 
Therefore the Cadillac’s victory 
meant a complete demonstration 
o f its perfect standardization, an 
achievement hitherto not dreamed 
of, one which created an international 
sensation and which put the high 
grade American car for the first time 
ahead of the European car of first 
grade.

Each year these tests for the De- 
war trophy, conducted by the Royal 
Automobile Club of Great Britain, 
take on new conditions and always

they include a thorough test of a 
car’s efficiency in the line of normal 
high-grade service.

The second victory for the Cadillac, 
just announced, was based on a test 
even more comprehensive than that 
of complete standardization. It in­
volved the driving of 1,000 miles over 
give and take roads, as phrased in 
the cablegram, the thorough testing 
of fuel and oil consumption, the re­
cording of the number of times the 
electric cranking device was used 
the duration of the current for lights 
during and after the run and numer­
ous other practical matters that have 
to do with efficiency and service.

The contest was conducted with a 
compulsory average speed of 19.5 
miles per hour. Several facts in the 
< adillac’s record stand out dominant­
ly. The gasoline consumption, for 
example, was 17.17 miles per gallon; 
the oil consumption, 7.4 pints (more 
loan 1,000 miles per gallonl, which 
any motorist would recognizt as ex- 
Ur. ordinary. Although in* electric 
cranking device was used 130 times 
during the trial, the engine was turn­
over 1,000 compression strokes at 
the eisd of the trial; and, although 
all the electric lights were on contin­
uously during the road trial for 66 
hours and 17 minutes, yet after the 
1,000 compression test at the con­
clusion of the road run, the side, rear 
to burn for 20 hours. It was observ­
ed and noted that the ignition was 
perfect throughout the trial.

Even of greater significance was 
the achievement of the 1914 Cadil­
lac’s exclusive two-speed direct drive 
rear axle.
