“I hope that the merchants o® ‘he
country, upon a more careful consider.
ation of the subject, will discontinue

their efforts to sell merclaiize wrd
take Liberty Loan Bonds-in-paynient,”
says Secretary McAdoo.

The Secretary states that he has no
doubt that merchants offering to tulke
Liberty Loan Bonds in exchange for
merchandise are actuated by patriotic
motives, but that such transactions
tend to defeat a primary object of the
bond sales, as they discourage thrift
and increase egpenditures. Bonds so
taken in exchange in most cases are
immediately sold in the open market,
which tends to suppress the market
price and adversely affects sales of
future issues.

The strongest efforts are made by
the Department to have
these Government bonds purchased for
permanent investment by the people
and paid for out of savings, thus not
only providing funds for the Govern-
ment but effecting conservation of
labor and material; exchanging them
for merchandise therefore defeats this
purpose.

There has been much misunder-
standing about the bread program in
England, It is true that the Knglish-

man buys a loaf of bread for less (han
an American c¢an, but it is poorer
bread, and the British government is
paying $200,000,000 a year toward the
cost of it,

All the grain grown in Great Brit-
ain Is taken over by the government
at an arbitrary price and the imported
wheat purchased on the markets at
the prevailing market price. This is
turned over to the mills by the govern-
ment at a price ‘that allows the adul-
terated war bread loaf of four pounds
to sell at 18 cents, the two pound loaf
at 9 cents and the one pound loaf at 6
cents.

In France, under conditions some-
what simllar, but with a larger ex*
traction, the four pound loaf sells for
16 cents.
