The gospel which was proclaimed in different languages on
the day of Pentecost also demanded translation into other
languages when written. These written translations of the

Greek manuscripts are called

versions.

Syriac was the chief language of Syria and Mesopotamia. The
Syriac Versions are the earliest translations that were made.
These versions are of real value because they were copied from
a text which evidently goes back to the second century, within a
generation or two from the close of the apostolic age.

I'he Latin Versions should hold special interest for all
English-speaking people because the first translation of the
English Bible was made from the Latin. The Latin Vulgate was
a version completed about 400 A.D. which became the standard
Bible of Western Europe for more than a thousand years.

Numerous other

versions-the

Egyptian versions, the

Armenian, the Gothic, the Ethiopic, and the Arabic-appeared in
the early centuries of the Christian era. There are many in our
country who have never realized that the Bible first appeared
in other languages than English.

Also, there were Christian writers who lived near the end of
the first century, or shortly afterward, whose writings are
filled with quotations of the New Testament scriptures. Since

these men possessed copies

of the Scriptures which are

naturally older than our manuscripts today, their quotations

tell us much concerning the
church.
