IF YOU HAVE NOT received your 
voter registration certificate for 
1976, you have only until this 
Wednesday. March 3, to re-register 
if you plan to vote in the city and 
school elections in April

We mention this because there 
has been a good deal of confusion as 
to whether or not a person was 
registered. Most counties have 
conducted campaigns to get all 
voters to re-register, since it 
appeared that the system of 
“ automatic registration,”  which 
had been in effect for the past five 
or six years, has been ruled 
unconstitutional.

So, if you have any doubts as to 
whether you are registered to vote 
in 1976elections, the safe thing to do 
would be to fill in a voter 
application blank, and take it or 
mail it right away to Hugh Moseley 
in Farwell.

There are a number of important 
races shaping up in the May 
primaries, but the city and school 
elections are important as well, and 
as of this writing, it looks like 
voters will have choices to make in 
those elections as well.

We've said before that 1976 bids 
to be quite a political year. So, get 
yourself registered, and be ready to 
go out and vote every time the 
opportunity presents itself this 
year.

THE JR. LIVESTOCK Show

The 
steer show the past couple of years 
has been held to a ‘standing room 
only”  crowd who have literally 
filled the new showbarn for the 
event.

climax to the judging portion of the 
annual show.

It's also good testimony from a 
leader In the beef Industry to the 
healthy outlook for the future of the 
cattle Industry, after cattle have 
seen some rough times In recent 
years.
The addition of 115 jobs at 

MBPXL would put the plant’s 
employment figure over the 400 
mark, and gives the city a shot at 
landing a number of additional 
families with steady payrolls

Lazbuddie continued its domina­
tion of the barrow show, but a 
15-year old girl from Bovina ended 
Farwell's streak in the steer 
division with a historic win for her 
community.
All this action came at the 29th 

annual Parmer County Jr, Live­
stock Show last Friday and 
Saturday in Friona

Mike Windham of Lazbuddie 
gave his school the county barrow 
title for the 16th consecutive year 
by showing his heavyweight 
crossbreed to grand champion 
honors His brother Russell 
Windham kept top honors in the 
family by showing the reserve 
champion barrow, also a heavy­
weight crossbreed

Joan Carson, freshman student at 
Bovina High School, showed her 
1220-pound heavyweight Charolals- 
cross to the grand champion honors 
In the steer division. It was the first 
time in the show’s 29-year history 
for a Bovina entrant to lake top 
honors in the steer division.

The victory by Miss Carson, 
daughter of Mr and Mrs. M H 
Carson of Bovina, also broke a 
toe-hold on county steer honors 
which had been enjoyed by Farwell 
youngsters Farwell exhibitors had 
claimed steer championships the 
past five years, and eight times in

the nine previous county shows.
Gary Schueler of the Friona FFA 

claimed reserve champion honors 
in the steer show Friday night with 
his Charolais-cross entry which 
won the jumbo class trophy.
Friona showmen did exceptional­

ly well in the steer show, winning 
four of the six class trophies In 
addition to Schueler's win. Mike 
Blackburn won the light heavy­
weight class. Keith Pryor won the 
mediumweight class, and Glen 
Schueler won the lightweight 
division.
In the lamb show, Donny Gustln 

of Friona won the trophy in the fine 
wool cross division. Bovina entries 
won three trophies In the lamb 
show, Lazbuddie and Farwell one 
apiece.

In the five divisions of the barrow 
show, only a Friona boy, a Farwell 
girl and a Bovina girl managed to 
defeat the Lazbuddie entries

Kathy Williams of Bovina showed 
the breed champion in the Polund 
division, Lon Norton showed the 
first place lightweight crossbreed 
In all, Lazbuddie took 44 of the 86 
ribbons in the barrow show

The Bovina entries winning 
honors in the sheep show were Lezli 
Williams in other breeds. Mark 
Clayton in medium wool class and 
M iss Williams in medium wool 
heavy class Miss Williams then 
won breed champion in that 
division with Doyle Garner of 
Bovina, second place in the 
medium wool heavy class, showing 
his lamb to reserve champion 
honors

Expansion Details

MBPXL Corporation (formerly 
Missouri Beef Packers) announced 
this week an $850,000 expansion of 
Its Friona facility.

The expansion will enable 
management of MBP-XL to install 
a second shift at the beef 
processing plant, increasing 
slaughter capacity by 45 per cent

The increased production is 
expected to employ an additional 
115 people At the present time the 
plant three miles west of Friona 
employs 280 in the production 
phase, in addition to 30 in 
supervisory and office capacities.

"The expansion will be 
accomplished without any in­
terruption to the present 
production schedule, and Is 
expected to be completed by 
September I, 1171.”  a spokesman 
for the company said Thursday.

The Board of Directors of 
MBP XL Corporation met at the 
Friona plant on Wednesday to 
review plans for the proposed

expansion The announcement was 
made on Thursday.

Missouri Beef Packers, Inc. 
opened its Friona plant in April of 
1968 It built a plant in Piainview in 
1970. On September 3. 1974, MBP 
merged with Kansas Beef 
Industries, and became known as 
MBP XL.

The corporation operates major 
slaughter plants In Friona and 
Piainview, Rock Port, Missouri, 
Boise, Idaho and Wichita, Kansas. 
The corporate offices are located In 
Wichita.

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JOE BUCHANAN: TOP FARMER
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Lady Succeeds In Man’s Domain
Lady In A “ Man * World”

You'll never make it.”
You’ll lose everything.“
You don t know anything about 

farming”
These were the encouraging 

words Elsie Joe Buchanan heard as 
she began farming Her career as a 
farmer can be compared with the 
legendary Phoenix. From ashes 
came success.

The story begins nine years ago. 
Mrs. Buchanan was a young 
woman recently widowed with 
three children to support. Chief was 
fifteen. Mike was thirteen, and Lisa 
was six

The land that was left to them 
had a large inheritance tax 
assessed, and the rental received 
from the land would no more than 
pay taxes. How would they 
survive?

The decision was made. They 
would not rent the farm They 
would farm it themselves-they had 
to. It would be a family affair and 
would not be easy, but they were 
committed.

Joe recalls the first few years 
with mixed emotions. The crops 
were planted in the afternoon and 
at night when the boys got out of 
school. Fertilizing was too danger* 
ous for the youngsters, so Joe did 
all the fertilizing herself. Cultiva 
lion and irrigation were her 
responsibility until school was 
dismissed for the summer, then 
everyone helped

Then came marketing and 
equipment management. This was 
an alien world to Joe, but she soon 
learned to take care of herself In 
this man's world. She studied and 
learned. Today, the office In her

home Is constantly busy with 
neighbors coming In to check on the 
market and to seek her advice.

She soon learned that hard work 
and the market place were not all 
there is to farming. Her newness 
and inexperience were not a 
handicap in one respect. She was 
not tied down to the “ old accepted”  
traditional type farming methods; 
accordingly, she was not ingrown 
in her thinking

Joe began assembling informa­
tion on farming methods and 
practices. She decided that there 
was no future in farming practices

that “ mined”  the land with no 
planning for the future Where was 
there information available about 
retaining productivity and correct­
ing problems that had appeared on 
the land0

The Parmer County Soil and 
Water Conservation District was 
willing and able to help her. She 
took advantage of this and inhaled 
every piece of information she 
received. She was interested in the 
behavior of irrigation water on her 
different soils; in soil, their 
characteristics and potentials, and 
with soil, plant, and water

question was, “ How can we stop
erosion?"

W 1th assistance from her district, 
she developed a long range 
conservation plan.

Although Joe had always been 
progressive in her thinking and in 
her farming, she now became 
innovative. Five years before her 
neighbors, she had a function­

system to conserve irrigation 
water. She installed grassed 
waterways to conserve the soil and 
underground irrigation pipelines to 
conserve both water and soil Grass 
was established to stabilize an area 
that was susceptible to wind and to 
water erosion. Innovation did not 
stop here.

As the first in the community to 
convert to minimum tillage, she 
saw the advantages and limita 
tions. She believes the limitations, 
when the practice is properly 
managed, are minimal Erosion
has been brought to a virtual halt
and moisture conditions of the soil
are surprisingly favorable. Or
ganiC matter is returning to soils
that were nearly "burned out "  by
high fertilizer applications and
inteinsive irrigation.

Joe readily admits that before 
trying minimum tillage she thought 
it was a lot of nonsense Today. J«>< 
is just as much an advocate for it as 
she was against it a few years ago

With all this conservation of 
residues, pheasants have become 
abundant. With plentiful wildlife 
populations, hunters and hunting 
requests have proliferated. It has 
almost become too much of a good 
thing with hunters coming from as 
far as Fort Worth.

Joe enjoys having wildlife and 
encourages its spread. She respects 
nature and its ecology and for this 
reason, she wants to start a hunting 
club Her desire is for it to be 
administered by a service cluL with 
all proceeds to go to charity This 
would not only make the hunting 
season more orderly, but give 
oul-of-the-county hunters a definite

Frionans Contract 6Shi

The unofficial diagnosis of last 
weekend's mass exodus from the 
city of Frtona by most of the 
able-bodied folks was “ Ski Fever."

Maybe it was the new long 
weekend holiday created by school 
officials. Maybe it was because 
Friona residents have not seen any 
snow otherwise this winter.

Whatever the cause, “ Ski Fever" 
was contracted by the residents of 
the area last weekend, and 
somewhere around 250 of them 
succumbed to the urge and were 
lured to the white ski slopes in New 
Mexico.

The long weekend was made 
possible by Friona school officials, 
who decided last year to break with 
the longstanding tradition of giving 
students a full week off for “ Easter 
break" in favor of two separate 
long weekend holidays.

The first was the recent weekend, 
in which students, having com­
pleted a full quarter of the school 
year, were given Friday, Monday 
and Tuesday out of school. A 
similar break will be built around 
the Easter weekend, except that 
students will be out on Thursday. 
Friday and Monday.

The mountains of New Mexico 
have tong been a popular retreat 
for residents of the Friona area 
who enjoy the sport of skiing, but it 
is doubtful that they ever attracted 
this many local residents before, 
even in a full season

Most of the Frionans headquar­
tered in the Red River area, where 
two ski basins offered excellent 
skiing conditions during the 
February 20-24 period

A number of groups were 
organized for the special weekend, 
including two or three groups of 
youngsters sponsored by Friona 
churches, in addition to a group of 
Friona High School seniors.

The special groups made up 
about half of the crowd of weekend 
skners. and family groups made up 
the rest.

The mass exodus by community 
residents was almost comparable 
to trips to Austin to follow FHS 
basketball teams competing in 
state tournaments.

The CB radio fad enabled many 
of the skners to keep up with each 
other while in Red River In fact, 
when you had your CB radii on. it 
was almost like being at nome, 
since you heard several familiar 
voices and “ handles" coming over

"Me might at well have closed 
down for the weekend.'* stated one 
Friona merchant, in describing the 
quietness of activity around town 
during the weekend.

The Red River area received a 
day-long snowfall Friday, Febru 
ary 20, which lasted until after 
dark This put a damper somewhat

some important tips, such as how to 
get up after you have fallen 
(wonder why that was the first 
lesson’ ), and some good general 
tips on how to keep in an upright 
position, including the turning 
procedure which also comes in 
handy when you want to stop 

We discovered that some of the 
ski instructors are actually as 
handsome as the ones they show on 
the television commercials 

“ Did you see him’  THAT was my 
ski instructor," was a common 
remark.

Generally, the ski lessons lasted 
about two hours, but somehow or 
other, we managed to get a 
three-h 'ur lesson Guess with some 
folks it takes longer 

The younger kids seem to have a 
little better knack of skiing than the 
older folks did, among the 
beg inners.

The Playhouse was a popular 
stop for the ski crowd during 
evening hours It is familiar to 
anyone who has been to Red River. 
Contained in its facilities are roller 
skating, pool and snooker tables, 
pin-ball machines, foosball ma­
chines, and all of the other game 
machines typical to such estab­
lishments. A new game to us. which 
has replaced the bowling area, was 
a miniature golf game that you 
play with pool cues.

There were so many Friona folks 
at the Playhouse on Friday and 
Saturday evenings particularly 
that the place had sent our special 
invitations to Frionans At one time 
Friday, all of the roller skaters 
were from Friona but three 
persons Don't know where the 
three “ odd" people were from-but 
they probably were Texans Cars 
with Texas license plates were 
much in evidence.

Motel and cabin facilities in Red 
River were jammed by the influx of 
visitors, particularly the Friona 
delegation. Facilities range from 
plush to plain, and they were all 
full, as those waiting until late to 
get their reservations had to take 
whatever was available

There are some good eating 
places at the mountain resort, 
although most people who go for an 
extended stay take a good supply of 
food, since virtually all of the 
cabins have kitchen facilities

Most of the cabins also have 
fireplaces, and these were without 
exception put to use last weekend, 
with temperatures dropping into 
the teens during the evening and 
early morning hours.
