Frederick Judd Waugh, the most popular American sea painter of all times, was a 
five times winner of the Carnegie International Exhibit in Pittsburgh, oompetlng in a 
field of more than 3,000 canvases entered by artists from S5 nations.

Ill-Advised Proposal
The House never has been too imaginative in measur­

ing the possible psychological effects of its actions in a 
world tom between freedom and communism.

In the past it has tried to include aid for Spain in the 
general European Recovery Program, even though it wa.s 
quite apparent the move would arouse deep resentment 
among several friendly nations.

I And with Republicans usually in the vanguard, it 
repeatedly has sought to slice wholesale chunks out of 
recovery funds at times when Europe's economic health 
was far from assured.

This year a new twist has been tried. The House 
Foreign Affairs Committee has approved a plan by Rep. 
John Vorys, Ohio Republican, to strike 11,000,000,000 in 
caah from proposed EGA funds and substitute an equal 
amount of surplus farm commodities drawn from stocks 
piling up in government storehouses.

It might be that EGA could put to good use a lot of our 
surplus products. There’s a question, however, whether 
EGA officials could not perhaps buy what they need more 
cheaply in the open market than from the government 
Furthermore, EGA ought to have as much flexibility as pos 
•ible in its buying operations: Restrictions of the sort sug 
gested by Vorys are no help.

The worst of it, however, is that any provision com 
mitting EGA firmly to use of American surpluses would 
play right into the hands of Russian propagandists. From 
the start they have been saying that EGA was not really a 
recovery plan but simply a cloak for the dumping of U. S 
goods abroad.

Should the Vorys proposal be adopted by Congress 
we would be hard put to prove that the R uasii^  were not 
hitting the nail on the head. If this iilan had a great dea 
else to recommend it, there might be good sense in ignoring 
the propaganda blasts that would ensue. But plainly it 
does not.

Fortunately for the United States, the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee has approved new EGA funds with­
out any such hampering clauses. And Chairman Connally 
of the committee has forecast ultimate rejection of the 
Vorya plan by Congress, even though it has a good chance 
of getting through the House.

The country has been lucky that none of the really 
damaging House proposals offered up to now have been 
enacted into law. It may not always be so lucky.

No one expects wisdom from all 435 members of the 
House. But surely there are enough wise heads in that 
body to make it conscious of the fact that Congress today 
ia the world’s most important legislative agency and that 
its acts have great pratical and moral impact around the 
world.

Traffic Jam
To anyone who may think the big cities permanently are 

solving their traffic problems by construction of multi- 
laned expressways, a few statistics from officials in the 
New York area will serve as a corrective.

Authorities announced that traffic on parkways in 
Westchester County on the city's northern border increased 
15 per cent last year. They added that it can be expected 
to rise 10 per cent a year for the next five years at least.

By 1955, they predicted, these routes virtually will be 
impassable on peak traffic days. Some of them are that 
way for short periods with thé present volume.

In solving the traffic problem in such large centers as 
New York, we are plainly back to scratch. The average 
motorist can’t be blamed if he clamors impatiently to hear 
what the engineer’s next dream is to be.

Nice Backbone, Congressmen!
We don’t see any reason to applaud Rep. Fred L. 

Crawford, Michigan Republican, for slapping one of his 
employes. But we do admire the fight for principle that 
led him to spend a recent night in jail.

Crawford’s fight was on two grounds. He offered 
to put up a cash bond when arrested for assault. Mary­
land authorities insisted he could go free only by putting 
up a real estate bond or having a professional bondsman 
go his bail. He argued, rightly we think, that a man ought 
to be able to put up legal tender for a bond and get it.

Crawford’s second point was that he refused to accept 
special privileges offered because he was a congressman. 
Maryland officials had tried tp let him go on his own rec­
ognizance, but he declined w'hen he found ordinary citi­
zens couldn’t do the same..

Crawford’s refreshing exampla on this latter score 
might well be copied by many of his brethren on Capitol 
Hill.

thin. Hbwerer, here are some (sets 
which senators may want to study 
in connection with General Elsen­
hower's views on national defense.

1. Secretary louls Johnson has 
done a good Job of cutting civi­
lian personnel, political shipyards, 
old Indian forts, and other inllitary
fai.” Congressmen squawk loud­

est when local shipyards and mili­
tary posts are curtailed, but John­
son haa had the courage to cut any­
way.

2. New weapons, which cannot be 
described here, may make a lot of 
present weapons obsolete. It's a 
waste of money, therefore, to ac­
cumulate an arsenal of conventional 
weapons which may be out of date 
in a year or so.

S. Regarding the Air Force, oon- 
sidared the nation’s main striking 
arm. Secretary Johnson has not giv­
en the public a true picture of thé 
facts. The real fact is that the Air 
Force is far behind the standard set 
for It by Congress.
Deceptive figures 

I t  shotild be recalled, of course, 
that it was President Tnoman, not 
Secretary Johnson, who flouted the 
congressional vote that the Air 
Force should be 70-groupa strong. 
Johnson wanted 84 groups, but Tru­
man cut to 48.

But perhaps because*of super-loy­
alty to his chief, Johnson has not 
been frank with the nation regard­
ing the real status of our air 
strength. Here is a case in point.

One of Johnson’s most important 
statements on Ü. S. air strength was 
given to the press on February 34 
for release—Johnson explained to 
newsmen—at 7 pm., Fehniary 25, 
in order to give his friend, Arthur 
Krock. time to break the story In 
the New York Times.

In this statement, the secretary 
of Defense claimed that Air Force 
personnel had now surpassed the 
figure of 401,000 men set for it in 
the Finletter report—the study made 
by Tom Ftalctter and other ex­
perts as to what our air strength 
should be.

Whoi you scrutinise Johnson’s 
statements carefully, however, you 
arrive at somewhat different facts.

Whfle It Is true that Air Force 
personnel now totals 415J)00 moi. 
the FbileCter figure of 401JM0 men 
{trovided that ground services—re­
pairs, Upkeep of airfield, hangars, 
etc.—be done by the Army. Now the 
Air Force must furnish Us own 
ground services, hence it needs more 
manpower.

Johneon also told newsmen that 
the B-99 bomb groupe had been 
doubled, thus giving the impres­
sion that the Air Force now has u  
many planes with 49 groups as It 
would have with 70 of the smaller 
groups. In other words. B-29 groups 
used to have ID planea.

Johnson also claims that under 
his economy program the Air Force 
will have 8,800 planes; with 1,352 
more new planes in the fiscal year 
1950, and another 1,383 new planes 
In the following year. But what 
the secretary of Defense didn’t ex­
plain was that these figtu^ include, 
trainers, transports, and all other 
types.

Actually the Air Force today has 
only 3,400 first-line planes. This is 
the hard. Inescapable fact. Under 
the 70-group Air Force, on the 
other band, as recommended by the 
Finletter report, it should have 6,- 

first-line planes. _
These are the facts regarding the 

nation's air strength. It may be 
that Secretary Johnson Is right, 
and that in view of the rapid de­
velopment of Jets, rockets and other 
secret weapons, we should not spend 
too much money on planes which 
soon may become obsolete. That is 
a matter for the experts to Judge.

Until they make up their minds, 
however, the country is entitled to 
know exactly what the defense pic­
ture Is.

Politically, all them countriea save 
Japan and Thailand arc emerging 
from the protection of weatem 
powers—Britain, France, The Neth­
erlands and the United States.

It will be a long time before  ̂
they may be regarded aa democra­
cies in the western sense.

During the war there was a tenfold 
Increase in the number of people 
who acquired head lice, or pedicu­
losis capitis. The Increased crowd­
ing of the ¿ities and war areas in 
many sections of the United States, 
as well as the even worso condi­
tions in certain foreign countries, 
probably was responsible. This is 
better now but correspondents tell 
me that lice have not yet entirely 
deserted us!

Besides the discomfort and em­
barrassment of having lice, there is 
real danger Involved. Several dis­
eases are carried by lice and the 
more people have them the more 
risk there is of spreading those dis­
eases.

Some people seem to have a 
special attraction for lice. It ia 
known that lice will leave the bodies 
of those who are less attractive to 
them for others.

There are several kinds of lice 
which may infest human beings. 
Most of them prefer the human 
scalp except for the so-called “crab 
louse,” which goes to the groin.

The principal methods of control 
are prevention of infestation aiKi 
treatment of the unfortunate per­
son who has acquired this vermin. 
Personal cleanliness Is the most im­
portant part of prevention. There 
is no doubt that bathing in warm 
water and the use of soap at least 
once a week, together with frequent 
changes into clean clothing, reduces 
the chances of acqulxiixg lice. 
Crowding acts to spread louse Infes­
tation. In enlarging crowded com­
munities these vermin frequently 
are found even among dean fami­
lies.

In the past b^atment often was 
difficult because the substances 
which poisoned lice did not always 
work and their applications took a 
great deal of time and work on the 
part of the patient. Now. partly as 
a result of experience learned dur­
ing the war, there are several very 
utisiactory methods of eliminating 
Uce from the human body.
DDT Effeettve

These newer methods Include the 
use of DDT powder, a substance 
known as benzyl becaoate, and for 
body lice a kind of bomb made up of 
what is called freon pyrethnim. 
which can be sprajred over the en­

tire body in a few seconds providing 
a suitable place for use Is available. 
In order to make any of these treat­
ments successfuL however, it is im­
portant to follow directions closely 
and in the case of head Uce, to 
guard against Injuries to the eyes.

Lice lay eggs, or nits, on the body. 
These hatch in about seven days. 
The nits are not destroyed by most 
treatmenU, so that they usually 
must be taken care of by repeating 
treatments after they have hatched.

The female louse lays from 50 to 
150 eggs a day and the average louse 
wlU Uve for from 30 to 40 days. We 
could part from this insect com­
panion of man without regrets.

These overseas Chinese provide pop-

Fertilizer Is Needed 
In Lighter Soils On 
Texas' Rolling Plains

(^LLICOTHE, TEXAS. — Cfl*) — 
Tests at the Agricultural Experiment 
Substation here indicate fertiliser 
now is needed in lighter soils on the 
rolling plains of Texas.

For many years, the only factor 
limiting production was the amount 
of rainfall. But experiment results 
announced recently show the ori­
ginally plant food has been used 
up. This applies to farms that have 
grown crops for 45 to 50 years in 
this area.

The report states results of the 
single year of tests cannot be used 
for final recommendation. But it 
does say that the experiment indi­
cates fertiliser would be worth the 
cost.

This report was written by J. 
Roy Quinby, superintendent of the 
substation, and J. C. Smith, asso­
ciate professor of the Department of 
Agronomy of Texas A8cM College. 
Would Be ProntaMe

The authorities say the results in­
dicate that an application of 300 to 
600 pounds of 10-10-5 fertilizer mix­
ture would be profitable. ’These 
amounts of fertilizer increased lint 
cotton yields in 1949 by 279 and 
367 pounds respectively. The («port 
adds that “such large Increases in 
yield could not be expected every 
year.”

The cost of this amount of fer­
tiliser to be put on sandy land, the 
report states, creates a gamble be­
cause of the danger of losing the 
first cotton stand from soil blow­
ing. “It is felt the answer to the 
fertility problem on these light 
sandy soils lies in the use of le­
gumes In combination with commer­
cial fertilizers,” the report states.

Until a system of farming using 
legumes is worked out, fertilizers 
should be profitable if you're willing 
to take a chance on blowing. It is 
possible phosphoric acid and potash 
might not have to be Included at 
the 3(X) to 600 poimd rate after the 
first year or two, since the soil is 
less deficient in these elements 
than In nitrogen.

Sleeper Defeat By 
Churchill's Tories 
Stirs Labor Wrath

LONDON —(JP^ Prime Minister 
Attlee's Labor government, smarting 
luxler a sleeper defeat In the House 
of Commons on a minor Issue, was 
reported Thursday aiming for a con­
fidence vote to pwteh up the hole 
in its prestige.

Winston Churchill's Conservatives 
pulled s surprise victory in Com- 
mons Wednesday night in a vote on 
a parliamentary technicality. The 
vote was on whether to adjourn, 
Qcrt an issue upon which the gov- 
omment might fall. The maneuver, 
however, gave the Laborites a taste 
of the battle in store for them at 
every turn.

Attlee’s cabinet met for more 
than two hours Thursday in a post 
mortem oa the 283-257 vote. A 
government informant reported the 
cabinet agreed to look on the de­
feat as a technical one. To assuage 
the pain of the defeat, the govern­
ment is expected to ask for a new 
vote of confidence, possibly in a 
week or 10 days. Defeat on a con­
fidence vote would require the gov­
ernment to resign.

their first names,” Lewis said. “This 
helped to keep them c a l m  and 
avoided a lot of trouble for the 
firemen who carried them out.” 

Lewis, himself, suffered from 
smoke inhalation and «-as treated 
at the scene by an ambulance crew.

Frank Bucclno, 40, a Philadelphia 
auxiliary fireman, was driving along 
Germantown Pike when he saw the 
flames about a block away.

“I ran into the building and up 
to the second floor,” Bucclno said. 
“I found I was In the women’s 
ward. I led foiu women out. Some 
of them fought me violently and 
scratched my face.

Bucclno was overcome by smoke, 
was revived and went back to lead 
four more women patients from the 
building.

Capt. Herbert W. Voger of En­
gine Company No. 37, of Philadel­
phia, battled the smoke to guide 
eight patients down the ladden. 
Third In 14 Menths 

The blaze was discovered by four 
male patients watching a television 
show in a first floor reereatloD 
room. They said they felt the heat 
around their ankles. A sesirch led 
to the blaze In the basement, where 
the boilers and laundry are located.

An alarm was telephmied Spring 
Township authorities. Suburban 
firemen and pohee rudied to the 
scene. Quickly appraising the se­
riousness of the fire, the volunteers 
stepped across the city line and 
summoned Philadelphia f i r e m e n  
from a box alarm.

A batch of cookies baking in the 
oven (or pungent coffee cake) fills 
the house with wonderful fragrance. 
Everyone feels happier. So how 
about a couple of good spicy re­
cipes.

k Oatmeal Sploe CooUce
(About 6 dozen cookies)

One cup boiling water, 1 cup 
seedless raisins. 2/3 cup shortening.

* 1 cup sugar. 2 eggs, 2 cups sifted 
fknir« 1/2 teaspoon salt, 1/2 tea­
spoon baking soda, l 1/2 teaspoons 
ff<nwamrtn, 12 tea^)oon g r o u n d  
cloves, 6 tablespoons raisin liquid, 
2 cups quick-cooking oatmeal. 1 
cup chopped walnut meats, 1 2 cup 
chopped dates.

Pour boiling water over raisins 
and let stand while mixing batter. 
Cream shortening; add sugar grad­
ually and continue beating until 
light and fluffy. Beat eggs into 
mixture. Sift together flour, salt, 
baking soda and spices; stir into 
batter.

Z>rain raisins and add 6 table­
spoons of the liquid from raisins 
to batter. Stir in oatmeal, walnut 
meats and dates. Drop cooky  ̂batter 
by teaspoonfuls onto well-greased

* heat-resistant glass utility dish, 3- 
quart size. Bake in moderately hot

* .oven (400 degrees P.) for about 15
minutes.

Nat-Spice Coffee Cake
*' (8 servings)
* One and one-half cups silted 

flour, 2/3 cup sugar, 2 teaspoons 
baking powder, 1 2 teaspoon salt, 
1/2 teaspoon cloves. 1/2 teaspoon 
nutmeg. 1 teaspoon cinnamon, 1/3 
cup shortening, 1 egg, beaten, 2 
tablespoons molasses, 2 3 cup milk, 
1/2 cup chopped walnut meats.

Sift together into bowl the flour, 
sugar, baking powder, sa^ and 
spices. Chit in shortening with 
fork or pastry blender until mix­
ture is like coarse crumbs. Re­

crumb mixture add beaten egg, 
molesses and milk; mix lightly.

Pour into large yellow heat-re­
sistant g l a s s  refrigerator dish 
which has been well greased. 
Sprinkle top of coffee cake with 
remaining 1 2 cup of crumb mix­
ture and the chopped walnut meats. 
Bake in moderate oven, 350 degrees 
F., for about 45 minutes.

Serve piping hot coffee cake from 
the oven-refrigerator dish in which 
it is baked; keep it fresh in the 
covered dish and reheat in the 
same dish.
