DAY TAXES
Twenty-three years ago the 

tax story of Henry Suburban 
first appeared in a Tax 
Foundation, Inc. publication. 
Periodically, requests have 
been made to update this 
popular feature. Herewith, the 
tax story of Henry’s son.

“ Henry Suburban. Jr., 
awakes on a dark gray morning 
In the bedroom of his 530.000 
house (annual property tax. 
$700). He turns on the light 
(monthly electric bill. $20: 
taxes over $1).

“At he enters the kitchen to 
greet his wife (marriage license 
$10], he hears a radio 
newscaster reporting that 
Henry’s state is considering a 
hike in its income tax or its 
tales tax. He eats hit breakfast 
(weekly grocery bill, $50; plus 
tax, $2.50). Henry’s older boy in 
college atkt Henry for hit plane 
fare I $41.67; tax, $3.33) to go 
back to tchool. Henry looks at 
his checkbook to see what's still 
left of his pay ($210 per week; 
$26 in Federal and state income 
taxes; $8 for social security 
taxes). While finishing his 
second cup of coffee, Henry 
figures out that the new social 
security tax rate will take $62 
more from his pay next year.

"Henry’s wife tells him she 
had a telephone call (telephone 
bill. $18. plus taxes of S2.25), 
from her mother about selling 
the old family home (real estate 
transfer tax. $1 per $1,000). 
Before Henry leaves for work 
he checks his wallet to make 
sure he has enough money for a 
new pair of tires (price $52; tax. 
$8.30). He sees that his driver’s 
license ($81 will soon need 
renewal. As he goes out he 
reminds his wife to get a license 
for the dog ($2). He jumps into 
his car ($3,000 cost; plus taxes, 
$370). and remembers he has to 
buy gasoline (37 cents per 
gallon, including tax of 13 
cental before he reaches the 
plant.

"A neighbor who rides to 
work with Henry mooches a 
cigarette (cost. 45 cents per 
pack, including 22 cents in 
taxes).

Construction Totals 
Ahead Of 1973 Pace
Former Friona 
Teacher Killed

A domestic quarrel between 
an estranged Amarillo couple 
Monday afternoon erupted into 
a shooting which left Fleta and 
Willie Blackshear both dead in 
her home at 2023 Terrace.

Mrs. Blackshear. 60. was the 
former Fleta Terry. She taught 
in the Friona schools from 1943 
to 1949. and then later taught 
at Bovina in the 1950s and 
1960s.

Police arrived at the scene 
shortly after the shooting and 
the couple was taken to 
Northwest Texas Hospital 
where they were both pro­
nounced dead on arrival.

Blackshear was shot three 
times, once in the lower jaw 
and twice in the chest. Mrs.

Blackshear was shot one time in 
the center of her chest. The 
rifle barrel was also apparently 
bent on her head.

Mrs. Blackshear, a native of 
Tangier, Okla., had been an 
Amarillo resident 10 years. She 
was a school teacher and 
member ol the Polk Street 
Methodist (’hurrh in Amarillo

Survivors include one son, 
I^ee Terry of Amarillo; two 
sisters. Mrs Cleta Robison of 
Benton. Ark., and Mrs Walter 
Parks of Woodward, Okla.; one 
brother. Fred Baker Jr. of 
tancaster. Calif.; her parePt*, 
Mr. and Mrs Fred Baker of 
Amarillo; and one grandchild. 
She was preceded in death by a 
husband. Ernest Terry.

This year, he said, Interna 
lional Harvester is producing 
15 to 120 per cent more finished 
machines and 5(1 per cent more 
service parts than last year, but 
is still faced with “ serious 
shortages" of both.

To help alleviate the 
situation, Kaine said, his 
company has recalled IH people 
from retirement to expedite 
parts from suppliers, is buying 
components all over the world 
at premium prices to keep 
assembly lines going, is 
restricting exports to only 1.8 
per cent of total production, 
and is increasing capital 
expenditures for expanded 
production. He cited a $14 
million investment, announced 
just last week, which would 
increase Farmall tractor pro­
duction by one third.

The will export 120
billion worth of agricultural 
products this year, nearly 20°' 
of the nation's total exports. 
Kaine said, and "that’s going to 
buy us a lot of petroleum and 
other products we must import 
to sustain our high standard of 
living "

Commenting on foreign 
tractors being sold in the U.S.. 
Kaine said his company has 
never sought import restric 
lions as protection against 
foreign competition.

" If we can't build a better 
machine and provide better 
service to the U.S. farmer than 
they can, we don't deserve your 
business," he declared.

TAKK THE HIGH COST out of
cleaning rugs and upholstered 
furniture by making your own 
shampoo.

A quart of cleaning shampoo 
at the store costs about $2. but 
you can make the same cleaner 
for less than 10 cents

Use- a rotary egg beater to 
whip one fourth cup of 
light duty detergent with one 
pint of warm water into a stiff 
foam.

To prepare the upholstery or 
rug for cleaning, first 
thoroughly vacuum any dust 
and ground in dirt. Then clean a 
small area at a time with a soft 
brush or mechanical shampoo 
applicator, using only the dry 
suds.

It's a good idea to try this 
first on an inconspicuous area ol 
the item to make sure none ol 
the colors bleed

If the colors don't run. 
continue rubbing the suds into 
a little area at a time in 
overlapping circles. Remove 
the soiled lather with a spatula 
from each small area before 
going on to the next. Rinse each 
time with a clean, slightly damp 
cloth or sponge.

If the suds begin to break 
down before the job is done, 
beat them up to a stiff dry foam 
again.

Speed drying of the surface 
by using an electric fan or 
reverse warm air blast from 
your vacuum cleaner.

A world society of haves 
and have nots is unacceptable 
and immoral.'
