We have
had no severe reactions at all locally
to the shots,” Dr. Spring sald

He added that the '‘ideal time to

receive the shots was beginning

weeks. The flu season will be upon us
around Christmas, and it takes two
to six weeks to develop a good
immunity from the shot he
explained

Dr. Spring said that he was not too
disappointed at the number who had
accepted the free shots, but still
would like to see more people
participate in the mass immuniza
tion program

The monovalent type shot protects
only against the swine flu strain
Bivalent shots, recommended for
folks above 65, will protect against
the regular flu as well as the swine
flu strain

Remember-the shots will be
available only on Saturdays, from 9§
a.m. to 12 noon beginning next week
