MBPXL Slates 
Giant Expansion

MXPXL Corporation released 
details this week on the proposed $7 
million expansion program for its 
Friona plant.

An additional 50,000 square feet is 
to be added to the present plant, 
which contains approximately 80,000 
square feet of space.

The additional space will be used 
to fabricate the beef carcasses, a 
step which will enable MBPXL to 
greatly enlarge its market capabili­
ties for finished beef.

"We will alto add another shift at 
the plant, which will allow us to 
slaughter an additional 800 to 1,000 
cattle per day,”  said MBPXL 
Corporation president Dave LaFleur 
of Wichita In a telephone Interview 
this week with the Friona Star.

LaFleur, who at one time was 
manager of the Friona Plant, said 
the expansion both in space and the

addition of a shift would just about 
double the number of employees at 
MBPXL, which presently is 350 
people.

The payroll would be expected to 
double as well Last year, the plant 
labor alone accounted for over 
33,000,000 in payroll.

The MBPXL president says his 
company hopes to break ground for 
the new addition within the next 30 
days, with completion expected "in 
early 1978." An official ground­
breaking ceremony, to include 
community and Chamber of 
Commerce officials, is in the 
planning stages.

"1 hope that Friona can take 
advantage of this expansion, and 
keep most of the money It will 
generate there at home,”  LaFleur 
said. "The housing situation seems 
to be somewhat better than when the

plant first opened, although the city 
could still use some sort of low-cost 
housing. We also notice that there 
have been several additions to the 
business district In recent years,”  
LaFleur continued.

Community leaders were excited 
about the prospects, as well as the 
challenge that the proposed expan­
sion brings for Friona.

" It  will be a big shot in the arm, 
and should help our entire area We 
need payrolls such as this. And when 
you speak of spending $7 million, 
this will help the area in itself," said 
Friona Mayor R.L. Fleming

Fleming said that if Friona could 
get set up to take care of the 
increased number of workers to be 
needed at the plant, it could mean 
more to the community in the long 
run.

"I 'm  hopeful that there will be a 
push in the Carter administration to 
provide houses for the working class 
of people.”  Fleming remarked He 
said that hopefully, when the project 
kicks off there should be some type 
of federal program available to 
provide some type of large complex, 
such as apartments 

The mayor said that as far as the 
city’s water and sewer system was 
concerned, that the city was 
adequately prepared for whatever 
expansion would be necessary.

We have recently applied for a 
$200,000 cost-share from the federal 
government for paving in our 
minority areas This announcement 
might help us in that regard,” 
Fleming said.

"It 's just great. There’s no way we 
could pull In that many families any 
other way. It should also help our

sagging cattle market," the mayor 
concluded.

Bill Wilshire. Chamber of Com­
merce president, said " I  think it’s 
great that MBPXL had the 
confidence in Friona to spend that 
kind of money. We’re fortunate to 
have that kind of industrial 
expansion come our way."

Jack Carrothers, president of 
Friona Industries and former 
president of the Texas Cattle 
Association, said that the proposed 
increase in the number of cattle 
slaughtered at the plant should be an 
asset to the cattle industry.

“ That would create more of a 
demand for cattle, and help the 
industry in the long run," said 
Carrothers. who pointed out that 
cattle statistics in the "big seven 
feeding states are down 350,000 
400.000 cattle from last year. J

Court Has Lengthy Session
Parmer County Commissioners 

Court met Monday morning to 
consider a lengthy agenda The first 
item concerned accepting bids for a 
new tractor and backhoe for 
Precinct No 2 The bid from Tucker 
Equipment Company of Clovis in the 
amount of SI0,910 00 difference was 
accepted and the County Judge was 
authorized to issue a purchase order 
for same

In the next order of business. Rhea 
Bradley from the Highway Depart­
ment met with the Court and 
reported that he expected the middle 
section of Highway 214 to be 
completed around the first of July 
He also stated that one gate on the 
Sue Stevens property would need to 
be moved south, the exact location to 
be decided at a later time The Court 
agreed that this would be no 
problem

Further discussion was held 
relative to signs and blinkers being 
placed on county roads where 
irrigation water falls No decision 
was made as to what should be done 
here, as there is no standard sign or 
blinker for irrigation sprinkler 
water

The court then approved the 
application for a gas line for W M
Pool I I .

U was also resolved that upon the 
construction of Running Water
Draw, Lazbuddie Dam site Project, 
the present road between Section 63

and 64. Kelly "H . "  be routed two 
miles north, thence west, if said road 
becomes inundated by permanent 
water Irrigation permits have been 
requested which would change the 
principal spillway crest to 3818.5 
from 3797.5. which would flood the 
road referred to above by 3.5 feet of 
water, before the principal spillway 
starts to function

The next order of business had to 
do with a bank depository for the 
ensuing two years Bids were 
received from all three banks of the 
county, and it was agreed that the 
Friona State Bank be designated as 
depository bank

Other discussion had to do with the 
disposing of any items that the 
county might possess and want to 
sell It was pointed out that there is 
no set law that specifies any value or 
any procedure on disposing of 
county-owned property. It was felt 
by the court that a pi icy should be 
established

Therefore, after much discussion, 
it was agreed that any item, 
regardless of size or value, which 
the Commissioners Court feels 
should be disposed of should be 
advertised for sale at least one time 
in the papers within the county Such 
advertisement would give the 
minimum description required to 
identify such item or items, the dead 
line for receiving bids for such item 
or items, and the time and date that

bids will be accepted and sale 
consummated In case there are no 
bidders as a result of such public 
advertising, sale can then be made 
by private treaty with anyone 
interested.

Michael Edmiston of the Depart­
ment of Health Resources of Canyon 
met with the court in regard to the 
garbage and waste disposal in the 
Lazbuddie community. The court 
generally felt that the site at 
Lazbuddie was sufficient, and it was 
agreed by the Commissioner of 
Precinct 4 and Edmiston that 
certain items might help the 
situation However, since this site is 
on private property and the county 
does not have jurisdiction nor the 
money or equipment to do many of 
the things Edmiston recommends; 
therefore, the items agreed on are 
only the things that could be done at 
the present time. Further contact 
will probably be made at a later 
date.

The last order of business resolved 
that the Commissioners Court of 
Parmer County go on record as 
supporting "Operation Identifica­
tion" sponsored by the Lazbuddie

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Pilot Bails Out; 
Plane Demolished

James Haskell (Hack) Corbell of 
Friona, who has 20 years of flying 
experience, narrowly escaped ser­
ious injury or death last Wednesday 
near Muleshoe while flying aeroba­
tics.

The homemade, experimental 
silver plane he was flying, with an 
open cockpit, went into a flat spin at 
approximately 8,000 feet. Corbell 
told investigating officers that when 
he realized the plane would not 
recover from the spin, he bailed out, 
landing in a nearby field.

However, the plane spun down­
ward into a hangar at Farmer’s 
Flying Service, sitting adjacent to 
Highway 70. approximately three 
miles east of Muleshoe. The motor 
and front of the ill fated plane was 
inside the hangar, and the tail 
section and back of the plane was on 
the outside, just on the highway 
right of way. No debris threatened 
the highway following the crash.

Approximately 15 feet from where 
the plane hit the building was 
another plane housed in the hangar,

however, it was not hit by any part of 
the plane A portion of the roof and 
back wall was demolished on the 
hangar and the plane was totally 
destroyed

Corbell, who flies with Benger 
Flying Service in Friona, and is a 
resident of Friona. built the plane at 
a cost of approximately $33,500, and 
the plane was jointly owned by 
Corbell and Gary Coker. Coker, a 
former resident of Friona, now flies 
for a spraying service in Muleshoe.

An interesting develop­
ment in cotton research has 
been the discovery of 
nectariless type plants that 
are more resistant to insect 
damage

The nectari, or small 
opening at the base of a 
cotton square, allows nectar

to drain very slowly from 
the square and bloom to 
provide food for insects 
which are attracted to this 
early food supply.

The nectariless plants do 
not have the drain holes that 
drain nectar and are 
therefore not as attractive 
to early infestations. When

planted in separate fields 
from other cottons the 
nectariless cotton has shown 
to have less insect damage. 
But when planted side by 
side with other cottons it has 
not had the advantages 
when isolated 

Although this nectariless 
development is of interest it

does not mean much to us 
now as there is no seed 
available of the nectariless 
types in the varieties 
adapted to the High Plains, 
it may be worth watching in 
the future

Another development in 
the nature of the cotton 
plant in recent years was 
the gossapal free cotton 
which provided a wider use 
for the seed than was 
possible before. Gossapal 
free cotton seed meal 
became useable in swine 
feeds which had formerly 
been restricted to soybean 
meal. Also these seeds 
provided meal or flour for 
human consumption of a 
rather high quality As you 
may know ordinary cotton 
seed meal is yellow in color 
due to the gossapal. or very 
fine yellow specks in the 
kernel of the seed.

The development that 
removed the yellow specks 
from the seed may still have 
great possibilities for high 
protein food.

Due to the fact that some 
of the materials to be used in 
a foliar feeding program 
may be hard to get on short 
notice, it might be well to 
talk to chemical suppliers in 
order to be ready when the 
need arises.

Also, there may be 
different forms the ma­
terials are in when put in the 
liquid mixtures from that 
applied in the soil. The 
mixing of the plant foods 
must be done with under­
standing or the results may 
not be the best. If it is 
possible to get the first 
spectrum of N P K S Zn Fe 
Mn Co in the foliar feed with 
an insecticide with twenty 
gallons of water per acre 
good results should obtain.

In order to have the soil 
warmed for early planting it 
might be well to get the land 
ready for irrigation in the 
near future. Usually ir­
rigation thirty days prior to 
planting will allow the 
ground to warm and mellow 
for a good seed bed A good 
early start could mean as 
much as a late freeze next 
fall

Since the Congressional 
hearings on the new farm 
progrm was scheduled for 
February 17 a discussion of 
the proposed bill be covered 
in next week’s remarks.
