Mother always washed 
clothes on a rub board up 
until Dad came home with 
the exciting news that he had 
got a good deal on a real 
washing machine Mom 
protested mildly, saying she 
didn't have any place to put 
one

Dad had it all figured out 
'hough We could build a wall 
across one end of the brooder 
house and the space would 
make a fine wash room

The machine belonged to 
some people Dad Itnew in 
town They were moving and 
couldn't take it with them 1 
went with him in the truck 
the next day to get it I had 
never seen one but boy. was 
it a beauty It had a motor 
you could crank with your 
foot kinda like I had seen or. 
some motor skooters and it 
had a wringer to squeeze the 
clothes dry and racks for 
tubs — everything you 
needed to wash the clothes.

When the wash house was 
ready we set it all up and 
Dad piped water from the 
windmill right into the 
building

kicked off the first time

It was a smoking, choking, 
clattering, rattling machine 
and often it wouldr t start 
or run right (the Maytagi 
repairman had plenty of 
work in those days) but it 
was so much better than the 
rub board. Mother was 
tickled to death to have it

It was fun to look down in 
the machine as it surged and 
sloshed the clothes back and 
forth We used a piece of old 
broom handle to poke the 
clothes to keep them under 
water to sort of help the 
marhioe along I guess

Mother always let me help 
by pulling the clothes 
thruujgh the ringer, being 
sure they fell into the tub but 
I begged her to let me push 
the clothe* into the other 
side She finally said. “OK 
but keep you hands well 
away from it ” I said I 
would I had watched her 
and knew exactly w hat to do 
I had no sooner started than,

Disaster
Payments

Available
Wheat and feed grain farmers who 

have no acreage allotments or who 
have overplanted their allotments 
for these crops may become eligible 
for government disaster payments 
under the farm bill agreed to by 
congressional conferees, according 
to Prentice Mills of the Parmer 
County ASCS Office.

“ Under provisions of the con­
ference bill, a farmer who has 
suffered reduced yields due to a 
natural disaster may be eligible for 
a payment based on the number of 
acres actually planted for harvest." 
In the past, payments were based on 
the farm’s allotted acres.

“ In anticipation of possible 
adoption by Congress and enact­
ment by the President, and to speed 
resulting payments for farmers.” 
Mills said, “ ASCS will begin 
accepting disaster claims from all 
farms for wheat and feed grains 
(corn, sorghum and barley). 
However, no payments may be 
made under these provisions until 
enactment of the farm bill.”

Farmers who wish to file or refile 
a disaster claim or who wish more 
information concerning the disaster 
payment program should contact 
their County ASCS Office

One of the saddest accidents that 

has ever visited the Friona 
community was the loss of the lives 
of Mrs C.S. Waddell and her two 
small daughters, which occurred 
one mile east of Bovina Sunday night 
as a result of the deluge of waters 
that visited this locality and that of 
Bovina on that date.

Mr. Waddell, his wife and three 
small daughters had been visiting in 
Eastern New Mexico over the 
weekend and were on their way 
home when they were overtaken by 
the rain storm which was perhaps 
the heaviest that has ever visited 
this locality (from 15 to 17 inches 
were reported by farmers west of 
Friona).

On reaching Bovina, Waddell 
found that the bridge crossing 
Running Water Draw was de­
stroyed He then thought to continue 
his journey homeward by taking the 
Ozark Trails Highway (Hwy. 86) 
east from Bovina, and arrive at 
Friona by way of Homeland (Hub). 
However, upon convng to the place 
where this highway crosses the 
same draw, the Waddell automobile 
was swept from the roadway. 
Waddell managed to escape with the 
youngest daughter, Billie May, but 
Mrs. Waddell and the two older 
children, Virginia, 6. and Vivian, 4. 
were swept downstream in the 
darkness.

Search parties organized on 
Monday failed to locate the three 
bodies In fact, 20-year old Richard 
Caldwell of Bovina drowned while 
trying to help find them.

One of the bodies was found at the 
bridge which was built across the 
stream last winter due south of 
Friona. about 11 miles from where it 
was thrown into the water. The body 
of Mrs Waddell was found two miles 
further east.

(The Star's four pages are filled 
with other accounts of near tragedy 
caused by what was possibly the 
biggest flood in the area's history, 
which turned our usually empty 
draws into rampaging rivers.)

WHILE THE ATTENTION of many 
High Plains corn growers has been 
focused on corn borers, spider 
mites, and MDMV, another problem 
has been quietly having a big impact 
on the current com crop. That is the 
problem of the hot, dry weather that 
has been so prevalent over the High 
Ptains this summer, especially 
during mid-June to mid-July, 
according to Zoel Daughtrey, 
Agronomist for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service.

Previous mid-summer weather 
has not been so harsh in recent 
Summers as it was this year. 
Temperature records were broken 
at many places and rainfall was a 
Scarce item. Even though farmers 
were working hard to keep irrigation 
water applications on a normal 
schedule, the rate of loss of water to 
evaporation was simply greater 
than the amount of water which 
Could reasonably be applied to the 
Crop. Consequently, much of the 
Corn was water stressed to some 
extent during the critical periods of 
tasseling, silk emergence, and 
pollen shed. As a result of water 
stress at this time many farmers are 
now finding small ears, poorly 
developed ears, scattered kernels on 
ears, or abrupt stopping of kernel set 
short of the ear tip on normal-sized 
ears.

Just a few days of water stress 
sufficient to cause some wilting of 
the corn plant, if it occurs a week 
prior to tasseling, can reduce 
potential corn yields as much as 10 
per cent. But an equal duration of 
wilting stress toward the end of 
pollination may cause yield reduc­
tions of up to 50 per cent. Water 
stress, or drouth-type conditions, 
will generally delay the emergence 
of silks more than it delays pollen 
shedding. Thus silking may be 
delayed, in dry conditions, until 
•fter most of the pollen is shed. 
During dry weather, the silks will 
dry out much more rapidly and may 
not be able to accept the pollen that 
is shed. Weather conditions of high 
temperature and low humidity 
reduce the vigor of pollen, with the 
resulting effect that fewer kernels 
ere likely to be set on the ear since 
the amount of viable pollen is low.

In a year when the corn market is 
in a slump, many farmers were 
really hoping for a good yield to 
Compensate partially for the 
decreased income caused by price. 
But it looks now as if corn producers 
will get bad news on both sides--low 
prices and below-normal yields. 
With disease and insect problems so 
intense this year, unfavorable 
Weather was a most unwelcome 
stress factor. About all the grower 
can do at this point is to watch 
Carefully his soil moisture to make 
sure that the corn has enough water 
to carry it to maturity and hope that 
next summer’s weather will be more 
favorable for the corn crop.

This will be 
at the Agricultural Research 
Extension Center north of the air 
terminal.

More than 100 new and improved 
cotton varieties which are being 
evaluated by scientists of the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
will be among several featured 
attractions.

The afternoon event each year 
attracts over 1200 visitors who tour 
the Experiment Station’s numerous 
research plots and discuss new 
developments in agriculture with 
scientists and specialists.

Joining in the event will be the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice; Agricultural Research Ser­
vice, USD A ; and agricultural 
meterology office of the National 
Weather Service.

Drs Levon Ray, Jack Gipson and 
Earl Minton are cooperating in the 
cotton variety studies. Their 
discussions during field tour stops 
will include tests on disease 
resistance, short season and 
glandless varieties, and perfor­
mance records of about 50 
unreleased varieties 

In addition, according to Dr Ray, 
some aspects of the current 
deeding efforts to develop more 
rofitable cotton varieties will be 
iscussed This will include hybrid 
otton and recent findings asso- 
iated with cold-tolerant cotton.
The identification of cotton 

arieties that are tolerant of low 
pmperature during the fiber 
saturation period is considered a 
sajor breakthrough for High Plains 
rowers in minimizing fiber 
roperty problems, especially that 
f low micronaire
These and other concerns of cotton 

rowers will be discussed during 
eld day activities

injured in 1977 at the same period of 
time.

Program

To Benefit

Elderly
Green Thumb, Inc., a work 

training and Job opportunity 
program for persons 55 years of age 
and older, who are residents of 
Parmer County, is available, 
according to Judge James P. 
Fortenberry.

The program is sponsored by 
Farmers Union and funded through 
the Department of Labor and 
provides employment opportunities 
to those elderly persons having 
limited incomes and desiring to 
work on community service and 
improvement programs for non­
profit organizations. The program 
does not replace persons who are 
presently employed, or reduce the 
hours of those working, but rather 
provides the communities within the 
county with those services desired 
but not presently provided, or 
expands on-going programs or 
projects.

Persons applying for the program, 
and meeting the requirements, will 
receive $2.30 per hour and will work 
for 24 hours per week. In addition, 
they will have paid vacations, sick 
leave as weil as receiving physical 
examinations and, while on the 
job, workmen’s compensation.

There is no charge to the 
organization being supported 
through the assignment of Green 
Thumb personnel but tools and 
materials required for specific jobs 
must be furnished 

Judge Fortenberry stressed the 
point that persons who apply for the 
program must be residents of 
Parmer County and will work on 
projects within the county. The 
program is designed to provide the 
elderly with opportunities to learn 
new skills or to re-learn old skills. 
Hopefully, the individuals will find 
employment on the regular job 
market after a period of time with 
the program.

Persons presently in the program, 
within the region, are performing 
many varied jobs, such as outreach 
work, telephone reassurance, ad­
ministrative functions in city, 
county and school offices, recreation 
guides-hostesses, building repairs 
and weatherization, cooks, vehicle 
drivers, librarians, law enforce­
ments communications, home aide 
service, day care attendants, senior 
citizen center workers, lunchroom 
worker, school maintenance, instal­
lation and maintenance of play­
grounds and equipment, museum 
attendants, modifications and re­
pairs to county and city barns and 
other assignments which are d.'sired 
and needed by the communities.

While new in Parmer County, 
Judge Fortenberry explained that 
Green Thumb has been in being for 
over 10 years in other states and has 
been on particular help to those 
elderly persons living in rural areas 
where jobs are not always readily 
available and where elderly persons 
need to increase their incomes to 
meet the increasing costs of living. 
Further, the program is helpful to 
those persons who cannot work a full 
work week of 40 hours. Once the 
person has an opportunity to become 
active in a meaningful job, he or she 
improves both mentally and 
physically, regaining confidence 
and pride and serving as highly 
desirable members of the commu­
nity.

Persons interested in applying for 
the program should contact the 
office of the county judge in Farwell 
as soon as possible. In order to 
qualify for the Green Thumb, 
persons must be 55 years of age, or 
older, be a resident of the county, 
pass a general physical examination 
by the doctor chosen by the 
applicant and have a low annual 
income. Applicants are not obligated 
to any specific length of time in the 
program and efforts will be made to 
place the eligible persons in the jobs 
for which best suited.

In addition to those persons 
wanting to apply for this equal 
opportunity program, persons and- 
or organizations wishing to receive 
support from the Green Thumb 
personnel should contact the office 
of the county judge.

In addition to the program 
described above. Green Thumb 
offers another program providing 
employers of persons entering 
employment, 45 years of age and 
older, with a significant percent o* 
the wages of the employee while 
undergoing on-the-job training Jobs 
in this category may be with either 
profit or nonprofit types of 
businesses The employer may train 
the person to meet the particular 
needs of his business and no 
restrictions are imposed on the use 
of the funds.

Judg*' Fortenberry stated that 
interested persons, in either 
program, should leave their names 
and addresses at his office ai.d that 
only limited number of persons can 
be accepted for the program at this 
time

They are compressed and will 
expand when wrappers are re­
moved Loose fill comes in bags.

When selecting insualtion, con­
sider composition, fire safety, 
moisture resistance, odor, corro­
siveness, thermal performance (or 
R value), cost, and installion forms 
and methods.

If you choose batts and blankets, 
buy the width that will fit snugly 
within the joist spacing.

A vapor (moisture) barrier 
prevents most of the moisture in the 
house from getting into the 
insulation and reducing its effec­
tiveness. Between home laundry, 
cooking and bathing, about 18 
gallons (68 liters) of water vapor can 
be produced each week.

For un-insulated attics, select batt 
or blanket insulation with an 
attached vapor (moisture) barrier- 
or if you select loose fill insulation, a 
vapor (moisture) barrier of heavy 
polyethylene sheeting (4-mil or 6-mil 
thick) is necessary.

If the attic already has some 
insulation-and you are simply 
adding to it, no additional vapor 
(moisture) barrier is necessary. 
However, if batt or blanket 
insulation with an attached vapor 
(moisture) barrier is all you can buy 
for the new job, its barrier should be 
slashed approximately every six to 
twelve inches.

The slash in the new layer of 
insulation prevents moisture from 
being trapped in the first layer of
insulation.

HOW TO MEASURE MATERIAL 
AMOUNTS

To determine the amount of vapor 
barrier material and insulation 
material to buy, you don’t even have 
to go into the attic. Just follow these 
two steps:

-Step 1. Measure the area of the 
first floor of your house-not 
counting garage, porch and other 
unheated areas The first floor area 
will be the same as the attic area.

If it is a rectangle, measure length 
and width in feet (to the nearest 
foot) and multiply-length x width 
equals area.

If it is a combination, break it 
down into rectangles; find the area 
of each one; then add the areas to
get the total.

-Step 2. Figure the estimated 
insulation area by multiplying 9 
times the total attic area (90 per cent 
of the total area). In other words: .9 
x total attic area equals estimated 
amount of insulation material ( and 
vapor barrier material) needed 

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
Do NOTHING undl you have 

carefully read these safety rules:
1) Provide good lighting. 2) Lay 

boards or plywood sheets down over 
tops of joists or trusses to form a 
walkway-the ceiling below won’t 
support your weight. 3) Be careful of 
roofing nails protruding through 
roof sheathing. 4) If you use glass 
fiber or rock wool wear gloves and 
breathing mask, and keep the 
material wrapped until you are 
ready to put it in place. 5) Work 
when temperature in attic can be 
tolerated-winter, nights, cool wea­
ther.

PREPARATION STEPS
After installing temporary light­

ing and flooring -before insulating, 
check for leaks and make necessary 
repairs. Also, seal all places where 
pipes or wires penetrate the attic 
floor.
